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HARLEY SCHLANGER: Hello, I'm Harley Schlanger from the
Schiller Institute, welcome to our webcast with our founder
and President Helga Zepp-LaRouche. It’s March 11, 2020. And
now we’'re very deep into a process which has been unfolding
rapidly with the coronavirus, the emergence of a pandemic
worldwide. And Helga, this is something that people in the
West have been trying to wish away, but it’'s something that’s
going to be wished away: It requires a total change 1in
thinking. Why don’t you start with your thoughts on that,
because you have been very out front in the need for an
emergency call to reject this old paradigm, and move to the
new.

HELGA ZEPP-LAROUCHE: Yes. I think the situation 1s very
serious. It probably will not be possible without a lot of
casualties, but nevertheless, if there are decisive measures
now, and a complete change in the attitude, the damage can be
minimized. Otherwise, it will be catastrophic.

Now, I think it is useful to listen to the experts from
Germany who are making regular podcasts, Christian Drosten,
the virologist from Berlin Charité hospital, and Professor
Lothar Wieler from the Robert Koch Institute, and they put out
very drastic warnings. What Drosten said is that there will be
no lessening of the increasing in the spring and summer
period, which some people temporarily assumed, because we will
face a virus wave, and naturally, in the summer period, the
virus will continue to spread to the summer hemisphere, where
it will be winter, and then in all likelihood return even
more, and with possible mutations in the fall, and a vaccine,
as of now, cannot be expected before a year or so.

So, Merkel announced what 1is now commonplace among many
leaders of countries, that the infection rate probably will
infect 70% of the population, and unfortunately, it 1is
absolutely not true what our Health Minister Jens Spahn still
thought in January, which is really incredible, where he said
that the coronavirus does not represent a danger for Germany,



and that the mortality rate of the coronavirus would be lower
than of the common flu — that’s what he said in January.

Now, obviously, that that was not the case was clear, already
if people looked to China, which in the month of January was
waging an incredible battle, and by closing down the entire
city of Wuhan and Hubei province, effecting a lockdown for 60
million people, implementing it and also enforcing it and
having a population which was very cooperative in doing so,
according to the World Health Organization, China has set a
new standard in dealing with such pandemics. And the West
could have taken that as an example, but people in the West
are just too arrogant, too Euro-centric, or too Western-
centric, so they thought they could ignore, or even think
“this 1is affecting China and not coming to Europe or the
United States”; so they lost three valuable months, maybe not
entirely, but obviously, a completely different attitude would
have been necessary.

And now, it is spreading and changing by the hour, so people
are completely aware of the fact that this is out of control.
And I do not want to add to any panic, but it is very clear
that the numbers which are announced right now are not
accurate. I talked to my colleagues in France, today, and
there are only a little bit more than 1,000 tests which have
been made in France so far! That is not a representative
figure which comes out, then. And we have some cases where
people clearly have symptoms, and they try to get tests, and
they were told, there are no tests in France right now, France
doesn’t have the production capability and all the tests have
been bought up and there simply are no tests. So, obviously,
the fact that in Germany, there are only two deaths so far, as
of this webcast [midday in Germany March 11 - ed], they
attribute that to the very well testing — now, we have to see.

I think the lesson from Wuhan, and now that all of Italy is
basically a red zone, after some very irrational behavior on
the side of some citizens, after the north was locked down,



you have quite an advanced situation; but I think the lesson
to be learned from all of that is that is that we have to
learn from China. We have to get rid of our Western arrogance,
and simply look at the way how China effectively dealt with
it, and then the only conclusion is, that you have to enforce
these measures before you have a mass of cases. That means
that if you have anywhere, a region, like some cities or areas
in North Rhine-Westphalia, one should apply the Wuhan model
immediately. It should be closed down, there should be a
quarantine for a certain number of weeks, and these measures
must be taken early on, because everything which counts in
this is the speed, to take preemptive measures before the
virus spreads completely out of control.

So I think we are in a very serious situation, but it’s not
some moment where you can completely panic, but there are
clear ways, and I think the Chinese efficiency with which they
dealt with this, should be a lesson for everybody.

SCHLANGER: When you speak of the arrogance, I think you're
referring, 1in particular, to the continued adherence to
geopolitics, to the neo-liberal model, the whole idea that the
West is superior, the West has solved all the problems. Isn’t
this what hampers the thinking of people at the European Union
and many of the people in the U.S. Congress, and think tanks
in the United States?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: I think the reaction so far by the leading
politicians, for example, the European finance ministers — the
so-called Eurogroup — they have a meeting on March 16, and on
their agenda is first, the European Stability Mechanism, and
then something else, and then only third, the coronavirus
attack, and it is very clear that the reason why the reaction
was so late, and why they didn’t use the word “pandemic,”
because they were more concerned about the stock market, the
efficiency and the profits coming from the so-called “pandemic
bond” — which is an absurdity all by itself, that you would
try to finance the cost of pandemics with bonds from which



people can make a profit, but only if you have the maturity of
the bond. So, I think the thinking is still very much
dominated by the geopolitical idea: For example, yesterday, I
was listening — and one should actually stop doing that! — I
was listening to the ZDF news and this moderator reported
about the coronavirus crisis, but then, instead of praising
what the Chinese accomplished in Wuhan, he took the occasion
to blast China and attack it, or to continue to attack Russia,
China, that has to stop! Because if you look at it, the only
way how humanity will get out of the crisis, is international
cooperation. Wang Yi, the Chinese Foreign Minister, has just
telephoned the Italian Foreign Minister Luigi Di Maio, and the
Chinese offered share their experience, to send their experts;
they’'re donating masks, protective suits, and tests to Italy.
This is a completely different approach. And I think the West
has much to learn how to respond to challenges which all of
humanity is facing. And this whole geopolitical thinking 1is
really one of troglodytes and should be eliminated completely.

SCHLANGER: We see people like U.S. Secretary of State Mike
Pompeo continuing to attack China; he calls coronavirus the
“Wuhan virus” — you have this kind of attitude, when in fact,
what we’'re seeing is a significant drop of cases in China. And
you mentioned earlier the importance of President Xi Jinping
going to Wuhan to talk to the people who are on the front
lines. I think it’s important to report this, Helga, because
it’s not going out in the Western press.

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: I have proposed something, which may 1look
impossible to some people, but I dare the prediction that the
situation will — because of this ineffectiveness of Western
response — that the situation will soon come to the point
where more and more people are recognizing that what I'm
saying is the only way to address this problem. What I have
reiterated is my call to have an emergency summit by Xi
Jinping, Putin, Trump, Modi, as a minimum combination, to
address all these problems. Because it’s very clear that we



need an international cooperation concerning the coronavirus
pandemic. This is already threatening the international
financial system: We saw, in the last several weeks, several
plunges, absolutely of the same dimension as after the 2008
systemic collapse, or after the September 11, 2001 attack; and
only because the central banks have now decided to flood the
markets, to lower the interest rates — like the Bank of
England lowered the interest rate by a half-percent, 50 basis
points, today — as if the simple pushing of liquidity would
remedy any of the real, physical causes for why the system is
collapsing. So, I want to have a mobilization of the
population to demand that the leaders of the most important
governments — of the United States, Russia, China, and India -
need to discuss the Four Points which were proposed by my late
husband Lyndon LaRouche, in June 2014, because you need to
have an immediate end of the global casino economy, by
implementing a Glass-Steagall system; we have discussed this
many times on this program, but it is the only combination of
measures which would address the problem. Then, you need a
national bank in every country; in Germany, we could extend
the functions of the Kreditanstalt fur Wiederaufbau; have a
national bank in every other country; have an international
cooperation among these national banks, reinstate fixed
exchange rates, and then have agreements about industrial
development projects, like the industrial development of
Southwest Asia, of Africa, and this will become then, a New
Bretton Woods system. There must be cooperation with the
Chinese New Silk Road to have these kinds of development
plans. And we need a crash program to go into a new platform
of higher productivity of the economy, joint cooperation in
advanced technologies, like fusion, like biophysics, 1like
space research cooperation. And then, such a summit could
implement these measures, and then could have a series of such
summits, and that way change the geopolitics, and move towards
an international cooperation, a shared future of humanity.

And that shift has to occur. And I'm predicting, and I think



I'm on the safe side in doing so, that the crisis will
accelerate, there will be many more unfortunate consequences,
and people will recognize that to establish a completely
different level of thinking will be the only way out for all
of mankind.

If you agree with that, you should help this mobilization.
There is a resolution, which is attachéd to this webcast
[https://schillerinstitute.nationbuilder.com/four laws new],
please sign it, please spread it among your friends and
colleagues, get more people to sign it: Because we need a
public discussion about this, and public demand that the whole
world should move into a completely new way of cooperating and
solving these kinds of problems.

SCHLANGER: I've received a few emails from people who have
asked, why do we focus on “neo-liberalism” as the problem?
What does that have to do with the virus? And I think it’s
important to look at what Dr. Redfield of the Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) had to say about the need
to rebuild the system: That the so-called “just-in-time”
system, which has been accepted as an economic model doesn’t
work. We need redundancy. And Helga, I think it would be very
useful for you to just review again, why this neo-liberal
system is the cause, or sets humanity up for these kinds of
crises. Because this is what your husband was warning, going
back to 1971, with the Biological Holocaust Task Force he set
up, and so on.

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: The prognosis of Lyndon LaRouche, which he made
on Aug. 15, 1971, when Nixon dissolved the Bretton Woods
system by going to floating exchange rates, by decoupling the
dollar from the gold-reserve standard and that way, opening
the deregulation of the markets which has escalated ever
since. My husband at that point had made the prognosis that if
the West would continue on this road, of liberalizing the
markets, of going with neo-liberal, monetarist policies, that
it would end up in a new depression and the danger of a new
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fascism; or, one would go to a completely new economic system.

Now, that prognosis has proven to be absolutely on the mark.
And the Biological-Ecological Holocaust Task Force which you
just mentioned, he set up in 1974, and it was to study the
effects of the policies of the IMF and World Bank on the
economic system, especially in the developing sector. And in
meantime, we have produced many studies, which you can all see
in our archives, that if you impose such austerity or zero
growth policies, especially on the developing countries, that
you would inevitably cause the emergence of old diseases and
new diseases, because you cannot consistently lower the living
standard of entire continents, as the IMF and World Bank have
done in the last 50 years, without creating conditions of
breakdown. And that is exactly what you see right now: Because
you don’'t have only the coronavirus crisis, you have the
locust situation getting completely out of control in many
African states, in the Horn of Africa, and in the Arabian
Peninsula and Pakistan-India, even threatening to go into
China.

Then, as part of this geopolitical, liberal scheme of the
West, the refugee crisis: It’s not a natural phenomenon, it is
the result of the interventionist wars conducted by the Bush
Administrations and Obama, with the idea that you have to
spread “democracy” and “human rights” and that it’s legitimate
to made interventionist wars against Iraq — doesn’t matter if
it’s based on lies that there are so-called weapons of mass
destruction which Nancy Pelosi, in the meantime has admitted
that they all knew it was lie and they did it anyway; Iraq,
Afghanistan — these are all the reasons why you have a refugee
crisis. The underdevelopment of Africa is a result of these
policies.

So that is why I am saying, if we don’t get rid of this
paradigm, which has many elements — it has geopolitics, it has
neo-liberal economic policies; but it also a Malthusian
dimension to it. The Green axiom which says that nature, or



some spiders or some ants somewhere are more important than
human beings; and I even go so far as to say that I think the
reason why there is such an absolutely bestial attitude — I
mean, on the coronavirus, do you think that most African
countries or Asian and Latin American countries that do not
have the health systems we have, do you think they are testing
their people? I don’t think so. So the figures are in all
likelihood completely off, and the ability of these countries
to remedy it is much, much less. And I'm absolutely convinced
that there are some people who say, “0Oh, there are too many
people anyway,” like Bertrand Russell, who said, you need a
pandemic every generation — these are quotes we have published
many times! And the absolutely disgusting way how the EU 1is
dealing with the refugee crisis, now again erupting at the
Turkish-Greek border, that is a mindset which is disgusting!
And it is the reflection of geopolitics, of the Malthusian
idea that there are too many people anyway.

Now, Erdogan, obviously, is playing his own, terrible games.
But I think in this moment, where innocent people who have
nothing, — the whole thing is that these refugees, even if
they’'re sitting in camps for years on end, and have begun
speaking Turkish, and now Erdogan is instrumentalizing them,
that may all be true — that’s what the Greeks are saying — but
what is the solution to that? You have to stop insisting that
you have regime change in Syria, that has to stop. There has
to be recognition that the only legitimate government in Syria
is the one which the Syrian people themselves elect. There was
a constitutional process under way, which 1is now stopped
again; that has to be resumed. There has to be an end to the
war. Turkey should not be backed by NATO — this is an insane
idea. The U.S. special envoy for Syria James Jeffrey just
demanded that NATO should fully back up Turkey against Syria,
that is complete insanity: What needs to be done is you have
to have peace with Syria, and then you have to have an orderly
negotiation between the Assad government and the opposition,
to arrange for the return of the Syrians to their own country,



which is what most people want to do, anyway.

So I think all of these assumptions, that you just keep going
with the policies which have proven to be a failure, that that
has to absolutely stop. I don’t see a sign that the European
establishment is capable of doing it. That just means we need
a mobilization of the population, because this is becoming a
serious existential crisis for all of us, and we have to take
responsibility to put in a new paradigm — a paradigm of
cooperation, and then we can solve most problems; at least
over time, we can find solutions to such problems as
coronavirus. But we need to change the view of the West
towards China and Russia, and this whole idea that regime
change is allowed under the pretext of spreading democracy and
human rights, is one of these imperial, colonialist ideas
which have to go.

SCHLANGER: Another perfect example of that is the expansion of
sanctions against Iran and Venezuela for regime change, in the
face of this growing pandemic.

I'd like to come back to one other point, which I think you
alluded to earlier, which is the financial crisis: We now see,
if something 1is going to be quarantined, we ought to
quarantine Wall Street and the Bank of England. The idea that
lower interest rates will solve something, but what’s going on
with the repo lending, the incredible demand for liquidity
without any concern for solvency, this is the other aspect of
Mr. LaRouche’s warnings over many years.

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: Yes. I don’t know how long this will continue.
And I think what the central banks are proposing is completely
irresponsible, because the continuous flooding of the markets
with money, and the idea to go even to negative interests
rates, all of this is already eating up the savings and life’s
earnings of the population, and is threatening at some point
to go into a hyperinflation. So these derivatives must be
absolutely written off — this is why Glass-Steagall is so



crucial — and I think the whole EU program as it was announced
by EU Commission President Ursula von der Leyen, in this
presence of this deplorable Greta Thunberg, that has to go,
too! Because you cannot have an industrial state and implement
these policies. I think if you want to have hospitals, if you
want to have enough intensive care units to deal with such a
situation, you have to have a productive society. And that
Green policy of von der Leyen it has to go. We need the full
package that I talked about before: Glass-Steagall, and the
return to Hamiltonian banking, which every time there was a
successful economic system in history, whether it was the New
Deal of Franklin Roosevelt, whether it was the reconstruction
of Germany in the postwar period, these were the principles
which were applied, and that is what is urgently required.

SCHLANGER: And while this is all going on, we have this
incredible soap opera in U.S. politics around the Democratic
nomination. I think it would be very useful, as we come toward
the end of this webcast, for you to emphasize again, what do
you think people should do, to make sure we can change the
paradigm? There’s a hunger for change, people are still
extremely unhappy, and now, very nervous, both because of the
financial crisis and the coronavirus, what should people do?
How should they respond?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: Since you mentioned the U.S. situation, I think
it’s a big problem, because, unfortunately Trump said he had a
hunch that the mortality rates of the coronavirus is much less
than what the World Health Organization was saying. Now, I
think that he’s probably saying that because of the election
campaign and he thinks that this will intervene. But I think
the reality will assert itself very quickly: This will come as
fast as it came in Europe, maybe faster even, and the U.S.
right now is really unprepared! The health delivery system was
taking even more than in Europe. The Democrats have this Biden
now as a major candidate — I can only advise people, there is
a very interesting collection of videos which was published by



Consortium News, the author 1s Caitlin Johnstone
[https://consortiumnews.com/2020/03/06/stop-calling-it-a-stutt
er-dozens-of-examples-show-bidens-dementia-symptoms/], and she
collected about 20 or so videos of speeches of Biden where you
clearly can see that he doesn’t have it any more — he’s lost
it. So the idea to somebody who has clear signs of aging (to
put it mildly), to think that you can run him through the
Democratic Convention, the election campaign, and then win the
election in November against Trump, is also a sign of extreme
mental deterioration of the people who think they can do that
and get away with it.

So if you look at all of these things, we need a completely
new thinking: We are in a Dark Age, the Dark Age is absolutely
comparable to the 14th century when the Black Death killed
one-third of the European population, and people just went
crazy! You see signs of this insanity, already now, and we
need therefore, a completely different approach, like it came
with the 15th century and the Golden Renaissance in Italy. We
can talk about that some other time, but, I think people have
to really recognize, we are in a Dark Age, and we have to
reject all the assumptions which have led to this present
situation.

And I actually would like to make one other point: I think the
coronavirus will force lockdowns, it will force measures,
schools and universities are already closed for several weeks
in several countries; you don’t know yet what will be the
effect of all of this on the financial system, on the real
economy, and I think on these circumstances, where Merkel 1is
talking about 70% of the population will become infected, and
if you assume worldwide it may be 100 million people, and
then, if you take present mortality rates, it will be 2-4
million people — under these circumstances, we should not have
war games. And therefore, I think we need to stop the present
NATO maneuver in Eastern Europe, the Defender-Europe 2020:
Because obviously, the virus does not stop in front of the
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military. And to have these kinds of things going on, when you
have an immediate health threat to the population, is really
something which doesn’t make any sense. So this NATO maneuver
should stop. Presently I think the highest commander of the
U.S. forces in Germany is a victim of the coronavirus and is
in quarantine in Wiesbaden: So, that should just give people
to think that the virus does not stop in the face of the
military.

And I think we should go in the direction of mobilizing for
the summit: I know people think that this is too big, but
sometimes, when you are in a real crisis, only if you reach a
completely new level of thinking, namely the idea that all the
major countries of the world — the United States, Russia,
China, and India, as a minimum; and then other countries can
come together with these countries — only if you change the
level of thinking, and the level of approach, can you find a
solution. So if you agree with that, then help us in this
mobilization, because, you know, we will do other things: We
will call for the rebuilding of the health delivery system,
there are other things we can do. But I think because of the
complexity of the world situation, the interaction of all of
the elements of the breakdown, that we will not solve the
problem unless we go to a completely new paradigm, a new
system of international relations, and you should help us in
this mobilization, and that’s the very best thing you can do
for your own life and your own future.

SCHLANGER: And I would recommend, toward that end, that people
circulate this webcast, get this webcast around, so people can
hear the extent of the crisis and the solutions; and secondly,
go to our website, and download the call for emergency summit
from Helga Zepp-LaRouche, take that to your city council, to
your trade union group — well, maybe you shouldn’t go too far,
but you can certainly use the internet to get it around and
get people signing it and support it.

So, Helga, anything else you want to add?



ZEPP-LAROUCHE: No. I think this is a moment where people will
be freaked out and it’s understandable: But sometimes a shock
is also healthy if it helps you to get out of a wrong idea,
and to think things through and then move ahead and find a
solution. So, I would urge people to overcome your present
fears and be confident that if we work together as one
humanity, we can solve this.

SCHLANGER: OK, well, with that, we’ll see you again, next
week.

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: Till next week.

DENNIS SPEED: My name is Dennis Speed. We have a very special
presentation for today. There will be much time to discuss all
sorts of matters of political importance, but certainly after
this past week, one thing that can be said for certain about
the United States and the rest of the world as well, is that a
new standard of truth is required of us and of humanity as a
whole. Humanity needs to act without the false need of
catastrophe. Many times in history, people have been set in
motion by something bad, only to then do something good. We've
seen that often to be the motivation for the necessity for
war. We don’t believe that that’s a standard that humanity can
afford. We think that humanity should try, for a change, to
think like Beethoven. That was a theme of much of the life of
Lyndon LaRouche, who is generally talked about as an economist
and statesman and Presidential candidate and so forth. But
most people are unaware of his work in music.

Recently a volume has been published, entitled Think Like
Beethoven, which has a compilation of Mr. LaRouche’s writings.
I want to refer to something that he said as a way of
introducing our speaker. This is in the essay called “What Is
Music, Really?” This was actually a conversation that was
transcribed in which the subtitle here is “The Principle of
Music Is Love”:

“The essential thing is love. Music is love. The principle of
music is love, mankind’s love of mankind. Of what mankind
could be. And you want to do something that’'s beautiful in
terms of what mankind’s nature says. And if it isn’t
beautiful, you don’t want to do it. You don’t want ugly
things! And the characteristic of the 20th century was ugly
music. From the beginning it’s ugly music. And the music has
become uglier and uglier and uglier all the time. On every
street, even in speaking. In writing. Also in smelling...

“That’s the problem. Mankind tends toward the wrong standards



of truth. It starts with the conception that mankind is an
animal, and mankind is not an animal. When you start with
saying that mankind is an animal, that’s when all the trouble
comes in. And the only way you can deal with music, really, 1is
on the basis of love. The love of mankind and what mankind can
do that is loving of mankind.

“Because the future is: You're all going to die. And what 1is
the passion which corresponds, therefore, to mankind? Since
everybody 1is going to die, what’s the meaning of human life?
Is it a fact? Not exactly. It’s the creation of a more
powerful capability of mankind by purging mankind of its own
corruption. Extracting mankind into the freedom from
corruption. And all practical measures to craft and improve
the quality of art is crap, because they are not sincere. They
don’t correspond to some principle of the matter.

“And this is true: You see it in drama; you see it on the
musical stage; you see it in performance of all kinds. The
beauty is creativity, per se. It’s also the measure of what
creativity is.”

So today we’re going to hear from the founder and chairman of
the Schiller Institute, and I think that a proposition is
going to be placed in front of us all. And I want to dare to
anticipate that proposition by saying the following: The only
way to celebrate the Beethoven year, this being the 250th
birthday of Beethoven, is to do something that Beethoven would
do. And we have an indication of what he would do today, from
his opera called “Fidelio.” I think you’re going to be hearing
a bit of this. Exonerating Lyndon LaRouche would be the kind
of action that would indicate that we had actually understood
how Beethoven thought. We would be doing what Beethoven would
have done; thus indicating that we understood how Beethoven
thought. The idea of the liberation of the human mind from its
own shackles, is something that was addressed briefly by the
President of the United States at Davos, when he referenced
the idea of optimism and the great Dome of Florence. An idea



which took 140 years to complete.

But it doesn’t take 140 years to recognize the truth. And it
shouldn’t take more than a few months to exonerate Lyndon
LaRouche. So, though I know that the topics may range widely
in the case of the next speaker from I exactly indicated, I'm
going to anticipate that she’s certainly going to more than
touch on that matter. So, it’s always my honor and pleasure to
present Helga Zepp-LaRouche, chairwoman of the Schiller
Institute, and the founder of the Schiller Institute.

HELGA ZEPP-LAROUCHE: Let me welcome you, and I will try to
talk about the subject which Dennis just announced. But let me
situate it in a specific context. We just in the last couple
of days had quite tumultuous events, where the impeachment
drive against President Trump was finally defeated. He was
acquitted, and he gave a rather jubilant press conference or
meeting afterwards. So it is actually a moment in which one
should reflect on that coup attempt, which first was done with
British intelligence, the intelligence community of the United
States, the heads of intelligence of the Obama administration.
If one would live in a different world, one would think,
“Shouldn’t it be the case that the Left opposes the CIA?
Opposes the intelligence community? Shouldn’t it be that the
liberals somehow have a problem if there is a coup attempt
against a sitting, elected President of the United States?”

Well, but we all found out that no such thing occurs. Neither
the so-called Left — if it still exists — or the Left liberals
had any problem with the fact that there was overwhelming
evidence that the intelligence apparatus tried to make a coup
by replacing the American Constitution, turning the American
republic into a British parliamentarian system; which was
emphasized by Dershowitz and others. So, why is that the case?

What my presentation, which is on Beethoven and the question
of culture in general, I will investigate why this is. And you
will be surprised, some of you naturally know the answer



already, that this behavior of the Left and the left liberals
in this entire process, is the result of a gigantic — and I
really mean gigantic — brainwashing effort which people are
not even aware anymore of why this is the case.

What has this to do with the Beethoven year? We have a full
year now of many concerts around the world. Alone in Germany
there are more than 1000 concerts performing Beethoven'’s
music. When the first performances occurred, I had the fortune
of listening one entire day in an Austrian/Swiss/German TV
program to different Beethoven compositions. That is a luxury
which you normally don’t have, but if you do that, and you
listen for an entire day to all the different pieces — the
piano concertos, the symphonies, the Missa Solemnis, Fidelio,
and many others — it has an incredible effect on you. Because
you are being transformed with your mind and your emotions in
a completely different universe.

So, it occurred to me that this Beethoven year was a perfect
opportunity, because it coincides with extremely important
political and strategic decisions which have to take place.
Namely, that we overcome geopolitics; that we go away from the
danger of the world plunging into another World War,
sleepwalking like in the First World War. That you have the
absolute necessity to do what Trump set out to do in the 2016
campaign: Improve the relationship with Russia, with China. We
have incredible dangers. So, it occurred to me that we should
use the Beethoven year internationally to basically have many
people participating in the listening of Beethoven, in the
performing of Beethoven; in order to develop this unbelievable
emotional strength which comes from great Classical music. And
which comes more from Beethoven than from anybody else.
Because it has been clear to me since a very long time, that
we will politically only succeed if we combine our political
efforts with a cultural renaissance of Classical music.

Now Schiller, in his Aesthetical Letters, which was his
reaction to the failure and collapse of the French Revolution



when the Jacobin Terror had taken over, and therefore the
hopes of all republican circles in Europe that the French
Revolution could replicate the American Revolution, were
shattered. When that hope was shattered, and Schiller said at
that time said, “A great moment had found a little people,”
because the objective conditions to have a change, to have an
American-like Revolution were there. But that the subject of
moral condition was lacking.

So Schiller then, in his Aesthetical Letters, said that he
believed that any improvement in politics could only come from
the moral improvement, the ennoblement of the individual. And
I believe that is absolutely true. I have made that my own
creed for the last half century. That only if individuals
become better human beings, that they become more noble in
their emotion, their thinking more great about humanity; only
then can you move history forward. Schiller, in his
Aesthetical Education Letters gave the answer, that it can
only be through great Classical art that that can be
accomplished. Now, some people would argue, “No, what do we
need Classical art for? We also have religion.” And I'm not
denying that also in religion there is the command to improve.
There are other people arguing, “But why do you need Classical
music? I don’t know it; I don’t like it; it’s alien to me. Why
don’t we just concentrate on astronomy, looking at the stars?
That is also having an ennobling effect.” So, I'm not denying
that either; and I don’t think there 1is an exclusiveness
between these three questions of Classical culture, religion,
and astronomy. But it is great Classical art which does
something very specific in order to favor the creative
faculties of the mind.

Now Schiller, and also Lyn his entire life, proceeded from
that assumption. As a matter of fact, all of Schiller’s works
— his poems, his dramas — were all characterized and driven by
the idea that the result must be the ennoblement of the human
being. And the quote you just heard from Dennis by Lyn really



expresses the essence of Lyn’s entire work as well. Schiller,
Confucius, and some other great thinkers had this idea that
the aesthetical education is doing that ennoblement. Because
if the person sinks into a great painting of Leonardo da
Vinci, or Rembrandt, or listens to a Schubert song, or listens
to a beautifully performed American spiritual, then you forget
about your greed, you forget about your selfishness. And while
thinking in the creative composition you are engaging with,
you become a little bit more like that yourself. The more you
make that a habit, and the less you do selfish and greedy
things in between, the more you become a better person.

Just in parentheses, I want to mention that Xi Jinping, the
President of China, also has many times emphasized the need to
have aesthetical education, especially of students, but also
of all other age brackets of society. Because if people are
educated aesthetically, they develop a more beautiful mind and
a more beautiful soul. And that is the source of all great
works then again.

Now Trump said something just recently, namely that he wants
to write an Executive Order that Federal buildings should no
longer be modernist, but should be Classical. Hopefully he
means Greek Classical and Renaissance Classical, and not Roman
Classical, because these notions are sometimes not
differentiated. But I think this is a very promising sign that
first Trump talks about the Dome in Florence, now he talks
about making buildings beautiful. So, we should continue on
this road.

Beauty is intelligible. This is a very important point because
it goes beyond opinion. People say what is my taste is my
thing, and I have the right to find this beautiful, and you
have another opinion. But I want to put a notion of beauty
against that which is intelligible. It goes to the Italian
question of the Golden Mean in Renaissance paintings and
buildings, but it is also a standard of composition. It
pertains to the famous debate between Schiller and Kant, where



Kant in his Critique of Judgement said any arabesque which a
painter throws against the wall is more beautiful than a piece
of art where you can recognize the intention of the artist.
Schiller got very upset about that, and wrote many of his
aesthetical writings exactly to rebut this idea of Kant. He
said there must be a notion borne out of reason of beauty, and
then if the empirical performance and evidence conforms with
that idea of reason, it is good, but not the other way around.

Since we are talking about Beethoven, and I recently wrote an
open letter to defend Classical performance of Beethoven and I
vowed that I would initiate a campaign to really end the
acceptance of Classical music being destroyed by the
modernists. And end the ugliness in music, which Lyn also did
not like, as you previously heard.

I want to talk to you a little bit about “Fidelio,” because
this is an opera which is very dear to my heart, and it was
very dear to Lyn’'s heart. The two of us really thought it was
our opera, for reasons which I will come to in a second. First
of all, concerning the narrative of “Fidelio,” it definitely
is referring to real historical events. I think more research
needs to be done, and if some of you, our listeners and
audience, feel compelled to join in that, you are welcome.
Because we have certain hints, but in the literature about the
origins of the libretto of Beethoven’s “Fidelio” there are
different views. But I think a very probable hypothesis 1is
that it pertains the arrest and imprisonment of the Marquis de
Lafayette, who as you know, was a very much an ally of the
American Revolution. And in that capacity, he drew the anger
of the then-British Prime Minister, William Pitt, who put
pressure on the Austrian emperor to put Lafayette in jail. And
there he was for several years in a dungeon. He was then freed
among other things, by the courageous intervention of his wife
Adrienne, who joined him in the incarceration. And then
because of an unbelievable international campaign involving
many VIPs appealing to Emperor Franz, he finally was released.



He was released in 1797, and only five months after that, the
Frenchman Jean-Nicolas Bouilly published the libretto which
Beethoven then used, called Leonore, or Married Love [Léonore,
ou L’Amour Conjugal].

This is, as I said, very dear to my heart, because when Lyn
was put in jail innocently by the Bush Sr. Administration, I
launched something called Operation Florestan. Maybe you can
show this picture [Fig. 1]. This was a situation where Lyn was
put in jail by a combination of the British, the Bush
apparatus, and also there were clearly some collaborations
with certain Soviet forces. So, when you read this article,
you have to see that in 1989, the [berlin] Wall had not yet
fallen, the situation was still extremely tense between the
Soviet Union and the West. [See EIR article:

operation florestan will save la.pdf] So, some of these things
have to be seen in the context in which they were written, but
I think the setting of putting Lyn in jail innocently,
deprived the American population from access to the most
beautiful ideas probably ever written and thought in the
history of the United States.

What we did with Operation Florestan was that we talked for
about five years to thousands and thousands of VIPs. We had
probably a couple of thousand signatures from sitting
parliamentarians all over the world, from generals, from
chiefs of staff, from bishops, from cardinals, from writers,
from other notables. And we launched this campaign with the
iédea that Operation Florestan, being modelled on the
“Fidelio” opera and the example of Lafayette, that we would
get Lyn out of jail. That was by no means certain because when
Lyn was given this extremely harsh sentence, it was meant that
he would die in jail. So, we launched this campaign.

Now I want to talk a little bit about the “Fidelio” to make
clear why this is an absolute parallel to what happened to us.



First of all, the actual narrative in the “Fidelio” opera 1is
that Florestan is kept as a prisoner by Don Pizarro, a tyrant
who basically keeps him there as a political prisoner because
he fears that Florestan might reveal some very comprising
truth about Pizarro. His wife, Leonore, dresses up as a man;
she calls herself Fidelio. She gets hired by the dungeon
guard, Rocco. And Rocco’s daughter, Marzelline, falls in love
with Fidelio who she thinks is a man, despite the fact that
she has a fiancé, Jaquino. In the beginning of the opera, you
hear now this beautiful quartet, for which I ask our singers
to get ready. This is still at the very beginning of the
setting. The four characters — Leonore, Rocco, Jaquino, and
Marzelline — are all singing. The beauty about this quartet 1is
that they all sing about their hopes, their inspirations, and
they are all different. But despite the fact that they are all
very different, the harmonious composition is one of the most
beautiful examples of the art of Beethoven. Now, let’s hear
“Mir ist so wunderbar.”

[Quartet performed live]

Thank you very much. The reason why we have to do it like this
is because neither YouTube nor the record companies allow you,
because of copyright issues, to just use some of the
performances. So, that’s why we’re doing it in a little bit of
an improvised way; so please have an understanding that that’s
the reason why we have to do it that way. This was obviously
well done, and extremely beautiful.

Now, after this development in the beginning, Pizarro comes to
the dungeon to look at the prisoners, because he has learned
that the minister wants to come to inspect things. He 1s his
political enemy. And he is afraid the minister will meet
Florestan, and then he could reveal these secrets. So, he
wants Florestan to be killed. So, he tells Rocco to go to the
dungeon and kill Florestan. Rocco does not want to do it, but
then eventually he agrees to at least dig the grave, and have
then the corpse of Florestan buried. So, he takes Fidelio with



him, because it is heavy work and he is a little bit old. So,
Leonore and Rocco go into the dungeon, and then Leonore asks
Rocco that the prisoners should be allowed to see the light of
day, because they are in the dark. Then comes the most
beautiful chorus, the Prisoners’ Chorus, which is very famous.
If you don't have it in your ear, you should go home and
listen to the whole opera; which you should do in any case.

So then, Florestan, who is struggling in the dark, who has
fever, who is feeling horrible, has this beautiful vision that
Leonore comes and he sees her as an angel. This again is one
of the most beautiful arias you can imagine. So then,
Leonore/Fidelio asks Rocco that he allows her to give the
prisoner some bread and wine. And while doing that, she
recognizes her husband. So, then Pizarro arrives, and he is
already moving with the dagger to kill Florestan. Then Leonore
throws herself between her husband and Pizarro and says you
have to first kill his wife. She threatens Pizarro with a
pistol. At that point, the trumpets sound to announce the
arrival of the minister. Then, basically the danger is over,
and Florestan and Leonore embrace each other and then comes
this unbelievable duet of joy, “0O namenlose Freude!” While we
are hearing this now as an audio, I want you to focus on the
absolute beauty of the emotions — the joy, the limitless joy,
the nameless joy which unites Leonore and Florestan. It is
that emotion which is love; and it is that emotion which 1is
pure joy. The same joy which Beethoven celebrates also in the
Ninth Symphony in the 0Ode to Joy, especially the last movement
when he talks about Schiller’s 0de to Joy and this becomes the
chorus.

So, let’s now listen to the “0 namenlose Freude!”
[Duet is played]

So after that, the minister opens all the dungeons; the
prisoners come out and are free. He recognizes Florestan, his
friend, then everybody joins in the great finale, the



beautiful chorus, the so-called Heil chorus where they
celebrate the love of mankind, the love between the two
spouses, the absolute victory of freedom over tyranny, and
what man can do if you have a good plan, there can be
absolutely the defeat of all tyrants. This emotion, this idea
that if you struggle for a good cause, and that you overcome
all the difficulties that you arrive at this higher level of
sublime feeling; this is expressed in this beautiful music.
So, let’'s hear the “Heil sei dem Tag, Heil sei der Stunde”
chorus clip.

Well, this is only the beginning, and I would really urge you
to listen to a very good performance of the entire Fidelio.
There is a very beautiful one with Christa Ludwig and probably
many others, but I really think you should take the time to
listen to the entire opera.

So, well, I had a very urgent need to go and see such an
opera. It’'’s a very personal thing, because as you know, in a
few days it is one year since Lyn has passed away. And around
the Christmas period, I just wanted really badly to see a
performance of Florestan. And contrary to my normal habit when
I look at the reviews and critiques before I go, which I have
not done for a long time, because they are all bad generally.
I just went to a performance in the Darmstadt Theatre without
checking it out beforehand. And maybe it was a shock, but I
think it was a healthy shock, because it was so absolutely
terrible that I felt to write the open letter which I
mentioned earlier, and which you may have read.

Because what this opera performance did was not only to apply
Regietheater to the staging. Regietheater, as you know, 1is
this terrible thing which was developed in the 1960s and has
been used ad nauseum a zillion times since, where modern



Regietheater would just take a Classical composition of
Schiller or Shakespeare or some other Classical poet or
dramatist, and put his own projection of what he thinks 1is
relevant and how it should be interpreted. Then you have
soldiers not dressed in historical costumes, but sitting on
Harley Davidsons or being Nazi officers, just to project
whatever the personal opinion of the director is. And normally
they have at least one naked scene in it; they copulate on the
stage. There were performances which were so ugly, actually
pornographic. This has been going on for more than 50 years,
so it's not exactly original. But until recently, this kind of
Regietheater was limited to the staging, the words, but they
never really attacked the music.

So what happened in this performance was, not only did they
apply all the terrible elements of Regietheater — having film
clips while people were singing, so it was completely chaotic
— but for the first time, they also changed the music. Namely
this grand finale, of which you just hear two minutes of the
beginning, and a modernist composer with the name of Annette
Schlinz, who comes from the Eisler school tradition. This 1is
this basically going to this whole idea of Brecht and Eisler
that you also can have the Verfremdung [distancing] effect
which is the idea that you should no longer allow the audience
to identify with the people on the stage and become elevated;
but you have to interrupt this identification every five
seconds by a sound or a movie clip or something which
interrupts this process; which makes it absolutely unbearable.
So, this woman, Mrs. Schlinz, writes in the introduction to
the program that she took this music of the final chorus,
repeating a beat, then stopping suddenly, introducing alien
sounds, have eight vocalists distributed in the audience who
then all of a sudden get up, and if you are unhappy and one of
these people stands behind you, you can have a heart attack.
Then trumpets from the balconies. She described that she had
the fantasy of sitting at the mixing console of the music
studio, speeding up the music. That when the actual joy in the



chorus 1is expressed, according to her it becomes 1like a
jubalization machine; like children becoming completely hyper
when they lose control of their emotions.

So obviously, this woman is completely unable emotionally to
comprehend the sublime notions of the music expressed that we
saw with the nameless joy, or the love between the couple, or
the joy of the victory over tyranny. All of this is alien to
them.

Now, where does this come from? Well, this comes all from a
very sophisticated, extremely huge CIA operation called the
Congress for Cultural Freedom. This was an operation in the
postwar period which broke up as huge scandal in 1967. Just
recently, there was an exhibition at the occasion of the 50th
anniversary of the founding of this CCF in Berlin. There was
an article in the Frankfurter Allgemeine Zeitung daily where
the author, in a very rare moment of honesty, says — the title
of the article is “How One Steals the Big Words”; meaning
freedom and so forth. He says: “The worrisome quintessence of
what the CIA did is that they did not sponsor some sinister
right-wing ideology, but they helped the left liberalism to
become the hegemonic mainstream standard of intellectuals in
the West today.” That is exactly what I referred to in the
beginning. Why is it that the Left and the liberals are siding
with the CIA against Trump and against being on the side of
the coup? This is the result of this process.

How did the CCF work? Remember that we are soon celebrating
the 75th anniversary of the end of World War II, where the
United States and the Soviet Union fought together in the
fight against Nazism. This was going very deep. You will have
on the 26th of April in Thurgau at the Elbe, the celebration
of when the American and Soviet soldiers met for the first
time. This was a very emotional event. For the Russians, this
goes extremely deep, because they lost in the Great Patriotic
War [World War II] 27 million people. They have absolutely not
forgotten that, and they feel, when they allowed for example



the German unification in 1989, all the promises were given to
them that NATO would never expand to the East, never to the
borders of Russia. They feel a tremendous sense of betrayal.
This 1s a whole other story, but going back to this unified
fight between the Americans and the Soviet Union, this was the
case when Franklin D Roosevelt was still President; who had
unfortunately a very untimely death at the end of the Second
World War. When Truman came in, this was a much smaller man,
and we all have heard from Lyn that he said when he was in
India, and he got the news, the soldiers around him were
asking “what do you think this signifies?” And Lyn said, I
think we just lost a great man for a very little man.

It was the little man Truman who succumbed to the influence of
Churchill in the postwar period. Therefore, this great
alliance between the Americans and the Soviets was then
replaced. Churchill announced in this famous Fulton, Missouri
speech on March 5, 1946, where he announced practically what
became the Cold War. That meant in the United States, elements
of what Eisenhower would later call the military-industrial
complex, which has turned in the meantime to what people
mistakenly the Deep State, which is really the British
subversion of the American intelligence services. They got
more influence. In order to change the positive alliance
between the Americans and the Soviets into a Cold War, and
therefore a geopolitical confrontation, they thought that they
had to change the axioms of thinking in the American people,
but also in the European people. They had to change that which
had allowed Franklin D. Roosevelt, who was after all very much
anti-Wall Street, and they wanted to make sure that these
values were absolutely replaced.

So in the United States, it was the attack on the tradition
and heritage of Roosevelt, and in Europe it was especially
that people thought they had to really destroy the roots of
the people in their European Classical tradition. The CCF
under the leadership of Allen Dulles and Frank Wisner, who at



that time was the head of the Office of Policy Coordination in
the State Department, were leading the effort. The CCF later
was moved into the department for Covert Operations, and then
proceeded to set up a huge cultural warfare in 35 countries.
They set up 20 major cultural magazines; they controlled
practically without exception all art exhibitions, concerts,
who became a famous painter, who became a famous author or
musician. Many of the people who cooperated with that were
unaware of what they were part of; but some of them absolutely
were aware.

The CCF was in continuation with the Frankfurt School, which
had moved in the Second World War to exile in the United
States. It was taken over by the U.S. intelligence services.
One was Marcuse, another one was Theodore Adorno. Adorno
explicitly said that it was now necessary to eliminate all

In a piece called “Cultural Critique and Society” in 1949,
he wrote that after the atrocity of Auschwitz, no one could
write any poems anymore. He also had the absolutely insane
idea that it was German idealism like that of Friedrich
Schiller which would lead automatically to a radicalism and
Nazism. So, that is something I really want to make a point
for people to think. The image of man which is associated with
the German Classical period, with the thinking of people like
Lessing, Bach, Beethoven, Schiller, Humboldt, and many others,
is an idea where man is principally good. Man is limitlessly
perfectible. The aesthetic education allows for all
potentialities in the human being to develop into a beautiful
soul, into a beautiful mind, into genius. This idea of the
potential of every human being to contribute through his or
her self-perfection, to the common good of humanity is a very
beautiful idea of man. And it has absolutely nothing to do
with, and is the total opposite of what the Nazi ideology was,
which was a blood and soil ideology. It was the racist idea
that the Aryan race is superior to the colored races. That is
what you find today in some people who say that China is the



first time there is a threat coming from a non-Caucasian race
to the West. Here you have it; that is Nazi ideology. I don't
need to tell you who says these things.

Now, one component to understand the work of the CCF was that
also the CIA at that time started the idea that it is OK to
lie. That if you have a national security reason or whatever
you call it to be such a reason, it allows you to just say
whatever you want, and to put in the world all lies possible
as long as you have creditable deniability and you can pull
you neck out the situation later on. Remember, more recently,
Bolton basically said that it is completely legitimate to lie
for such reason.

Obviously, the question of how the Classical German culture,
which was probably the most culturally advanced period in the
history of mankind; and I want to debate that if somebody
wants to pick a fight. How did that end up in the pit of the
12 years of National Socialism, is obviously one of the most
important questions. How does a great culture plunge into the
depths of horrible things? This is a question which Americans
had to go through in some recent administrations as well. How
did the beautiful idea of the American Revolution turn into
what was the policy of interventionist wars and everything we
know? That transformation in Germany is a long story; a lot of
things went into it. The Romantic movement which started maybe
innocently as a literature movement, but became political and
was taken over very quickly. The cultural pessimism which went
with it; the destruction of the Classical forms through
Romanticism; the actual cultural pessimism of people like
Schopenhauer; Nietzsche; the different youth movements; the
anti-technology youth movements before World War I. Then
naturally, World War I, which was a long-orchestrated,
British-steered event. The Versailles Treaty, which was
completely unjust and could not function for a peace order.
The Great Depression of 1929 and the beginning of the 1930s,
and then finally World War II, and the takeover by the Nazis.



But this is a long, complex story, with many factors going
into it. A lot of manipulations. And the role of the British
can be traced in many of these aspects.

So, I just say this: to say that the argument of Adorno, that
it was German idealism that led to the Nazi atrocity, is just
one of these absolute lies.

The CCF then proceeded to deliberately attack Classical music,
Classical culture, Classical painting, Classical poetry. For
example, they had an enormous repertoire. In 1952, they
conducted a one-month music festival in Paris, which they
called “Masterpieces of the 20th century,” with more than 100
concerts, ballets, operas, and they introduced all the
modernist composers, atonal music, 12-tone music, Arnold
Schonberg, Alban Burg, Paul Hindemith, Claude Débussy,
Benjamin Britten. Some of these are full-atonal, some are
mixed forms, but it was all meant to destroy the idea of
Classical composition.

Why 1is this so absolutely bad? Because the idea that in a
chromatic scale, all tones have an equal status, eliminates
the possibility of the higher degrees of freedom, which you
have 1if you have a polyphonic, harmonic contrapuntal
composition, because it eliminates the possibility for
ambiguity, for moving from one scale into another, of creating
and fully exhausting a musical idea. It completely eliminates
the idea of Motivfuhrung [thorough composition], discussed so
many times by Norbert Brainin, the first violinist of the
Amadeus Quartet, in long, long beautiful discussions with
Lyndon LaRouche: namely the idea that you have a musical idea
— a poetical idea, put into music — and then, through thorough
composition, you develop this, you exhaust the potential, and
you come to a conclusion.

Now, that technique has been described, and should be studied,
by Norbert Brainin in beautiful master classes he did with the
Schiller Institute, for example, in Slovakia. Lyn has written



in the book Dennis showed you in the beginning, Think Like
Beethoven, how Joseph Haydn’'s music was developed then by
Mozart in the Haydn Quartets, reaching the complexity of the
late Beethoven Quartets.

Lyn has basically said that Beethoven’s achievement 1in
counterpoint, has never been approximated by any composer to
date. I think I can absolutely agree. Lyn even said-and I know
some people were upset when I mentioned this recently in a
webcast—that Beethoven is the absolutely towering giant of all
composers. People said, “What about Bach?” I'm not denying
Bach. But I have a quote by Lyn where he says: “Beethoven
marks an Everest, which dwarfs even Monteverdi, Bach, Mozart,
Schumann and Brahms to be foothills.” Now, I'm not deprecating
these composers. I just want to say that Beethoven is in a
completely different league of composition, by applying this
method, really in the most advanced form.

Now, Lyn wrote, over 100 pieces on music, where in this book
you only find some of them. Already in 1976, he wrote a piece
called “Laughter, Music, and Creativity,” which for Lyn was
pretty much the same thing. He said that the 12-tone, or
atonal music is a reactionary retreat led by dried-out 20th-
century composers, who cannot compose. He again makes the
argument, that the degrees of freedom are completely
eliminated.

One important point, in my view, in this whole thing, is what
the harmonic contrapuntal, polyphonic form of composition
allows, it creates stress; it creates dissonance. But then, in
a lawful way, in an expandable, lawful way, these stress
moments get resolved, and you have the sense of completion.
While in atonal and 12-tone music you have a lot of stress,
for sure, but it’s never resolved. The audience is left with a
complete feeling of disarray. And, therefore, exactly what the
purpose and beautiful function of great Classical music
is—that it elevates the emotion, that it elevates the mind,
makes mankind more noble-that is completely destroyed. The



whole idea of aesthetical education is denied, it’s opposed,
it is meant to be made extinct. This is why this is such a
devastating attack on this idea, that a moral improvement of
the population can be accomplished.

What Lyn wrote in “What Is Music, Really?” which he gave as a
talk on May 10, 2015, is that beauty is creativity per se, and
the aim of it is to unleash the beauty of mankind. That was
something that was absolutely known by many people. It was
known by Confucius, who basically said that if you look at the
music of a country, you can say what kind of state that
country 1is in: whether 1it’s disorganized, whether it’s
functioning, or not.

Now, if you apply that Confucian principle to the United
States, or much of Europe today, you can say these countries
don’t function very well, because their music is, for the most
part, pretty horrible. It was also what Albert Einstein, for
example, celebrated: Many times before he could continue
working on his physical discoveries, he would play the violin,
and put himself in that kind of a creative mindset.

That is why I think we cannot allow the destruction of
Beethoven. This is why the defense of Classical music, of not
allowing people to desecrate the greatest music ever written,
that is why I wrote this appeal, asking not only all the
lovers of Classical music in Germany, but actually all over
the world, that we declare this Year of Beethoven, to be the
end of the tolerance for ugliness.

I'm not saying we should forbid it. Let them have their atonal
concerts. Let them have three people in the audience, because
normal people really don’t like that kind of music, but, let
them have it. I'm not for banning it. I'm just saying they
should not have the right to destroy the great compositions of
the Classical composers, just because they cannot write any
music themselves which is beautiful.



I also absolutely want to urge you, that the Beethoven Year
must also be the year of the exoneration of Lyndon LaRouche.
If you read what Lyn writes about music — it should be
astonishing to anybody to find somebody who’s a total
politician, a statesman, an economist, a scientist, and that
he would also have such unbelievable knowledge of music.

I can remember one time, when Lyn was talking with Norbert
Brainin for two days, when he visited us at our farm, that
after these two days, Norbert Brainin said: “This man knows
more about music than I do.” I absolutely can agree with that.
Because Lyn knew not only the inner meanings of all the works,
the historical periods, but he also knew especially what it
meant to “play between the notes,” to have a sense of the
inner intention of the composers, and he could communicate
that in the most beautiful way.

The fact that Lyn’s ideas are being denied to the American
people, and to much of the world population, because of the
unjust incarceration, because of the same apparatus which was
behind the coup against Trump: I think that when President
Trump said a few days ago, that one must guarantee that what
happened to him, with Russiagate and with the coup attempt,
must never happen again — well, there 1is one absolutely
durable way how this will never happen again, and that is the
exoneration of Lyndon LaRouche. Because, when that happens, it
will become clear, that the apparatus of British infiltration
of the U.S., of the idea to run the world as an empire based
on the Anglo-American special relationship — which was put
into place since Teddy Roosevelt, and which has been revived
by many Presidents in the meantime — and that is the apparatus
which tried to destroy the Presidency of President Trump.

So, if my husband is exonerated, for the sake of the beauty of
his ideas, then a durable freedom in the United States, with
the United States returning to be a republic, will be
absolutely possible.



So, let’s make the Year of Beethoven, the year of the
exoneration of Lyndon LaRouche. [applause]

SPEED: Thank you very much, Helga. We’ll go right to
questions. I want to know whether we have a copy of A Manual
on the Rudiments of Registration and Tuning. OK. If we don't
have it, let me just mention something as we go to questions.
Some people know that it was Lyn who commissioned the writing
of A Manual on Registration and Tuning. John Sigerson was one
of the co-writers of that. He’s here. Also Renée Sigerson
worked on it.

I cite this because perhaps John or Renée will say something
about the occasion at which Lyn began to insist that the
problem with the music he was hearing, was that it was
incorrectly tuned. Many of us could not figure out what he was
talking about. We knew there were different tunings, and we
knew that the tuning at the Metropolitan Opera was high. But
he was insisting on something that then ended up being
verified by Liliana Gorini, the 1leader of the LaRouche
movement in Italy, one of our key members there. Working with
her father on this, she went to the library and discovered a
document involving Giuseppe Verdi having passed a law when he
was a member of Parliament, legislating that the tuning should
be at A=432, which was exactly what Lyn was talking about.

I don’t tell this story to impress people. I tell it to say
that there are some very fundamental matters that we want to
get at with this. We don’t want to avoid controversy, 1is what
I'm trying to say. Because, by not avoiding the controversy
around this question, for example, the issue of European
culture which will be one thing I will be referring to in a
minute—by not avoiding that, not avoiding the controversy
around what’s ugly, what “taste” 1is versus “good music”/ “bad
music” — by not avoiding that, we might be able to reunify
this nation. It’s probably the only actual, efficient way to
do it.



So, it’s very important for us, in this discussion today, to
take up all those questions — or begin the process of taking
them up. I just wanted to say that, as we go to the questions.
Again, I’'ll alternate with the questions here, and then I’'ll
alternate with the questions that have been sent by email or
YouTube, and so on.

Q: Hi Helga, this is Denise [ham]. I wanted to bring up the
fact that in the Western world, in the United States, in
particular, there is a war against children going on. In fact
there is a book by that name and it was rewritten and updated,
and 10 years later, it was The War Against Children of Color:
Psychiatry Targets Inner City Youth [by Peter Breggin and
Ginger Ross Breggin]. In this book it puts out the idea, that
children as young as 5, 6, 7 years old, especially Black
children living in poor areas, were targeted; and the idea was
that they were going to grow up to be criminals, and they said
this explicitly. And what did they do to stop this? They
brought in Ritalin and other mind-destroying drugs.

You can imagine, we know that the human brain is not
completely developed until the 24th year of life. And you have
at the age of 5, 6 and 7 children being put on Ritalin, so
they are being destroyed.

Also, besides that, you have this newest thing in New Jersey,
and I think across the country, is that children in middle
schools are being taught about “gender issues,” you know,
“what sex are you?” This 1s destroying these children,
confusing them, and it is mental rape — this is mental rape
against children. Rather than having the idea of beauty, and
music, of poetry, science being brought up in class — this 1is
what you have. I would like you to address that and let us
know what you think can be done about it. Thanks very much.

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: I think this is something which, if it’sis not
corrected, will lead to the demise of the West. Because there
is right now a huge campaign against China: That there 1is



supposedly a fight of the systems, where the Chinese represent
a threat to the value system of democracy, of human rights, of
the liberal system of the West, and that that must be somehow
contained and be defeated.

I can tell you that if we cannot, in the United States, or in
Europe, for that matter, go back to a Classical education in
science, in culture, and leave the trends you just described
correctly, Denise — the absolute exposure to violence, through
video games, the drugs; the addiction to digital
overconsumption, children who are left by their parents and
their environment to watch and play for hours and hours on
their laptop, on their smartphone, on their Play Station,
there are now many neurological studies which show, that when
you do that, the synapses of the brain connect in a completely
different way, and completely eliminate the possibility for
truly creative work.

Now if you take that brain damage, which is caused by these
phenomena, and also the whole idea of Ritalin, and the drug
addiction, the violence - if you take all these factors
together, I can tell you that our youth are not going to be an
effective, competitive, or even equal, partner in the world
community. Because the Asians are not doing that. I mean, sure
there are some problems with the digital addiction in Asia as
well.

But they are doing something we are not doing in the West, and
that is, that they are reviving their 5,000-year-old ancient
traditions in philosophy, painting, poetry, and are very proud
to be some of the cradles of civilizations. They combine that
idea of being based in the best tradition, with an absolute
optimistic future orientation, which you see in terms of their
ambitious programs for space colonization, for fusion
research, and other breakthrough areas of knowledge.

So, I think that the West — I'm saying the “West,” because
things in the United States and Europe are similar in this



respect — if we do not shape up and really go back to a
universal education, in the tradition of Wilhelm von Humboldt,
who was the co-thinker of Friedrich Schiller; and he was one
of the pillars of the German Classical period, who by the way,
was extremely influential in the education system of the
United States throughout the 19th century, and he had this
idea that you had to have as a goal of education, a harmonious
person, by teaching in certain areas which are more suitable
to this effect than others: namely the command of your own
high language, in the best poetic expressions, that would mean
Shakespeare and other great poets who have written in English;
then the universal history, natural science, philosophy; and
that would then lead to the idea of the development of all
potentialities, which are embedded in each child.

That was the Humboldt system, which existed in Germany, at
least in some form until 1970, when it was replaced by an
education reform, which consciously threw out that idea. But
it is something which influenced every professor in the United
States in the 19th century, who either studied in Germany or
who studied with somebody who had been influenced by Humboldt.
So there is an American tradition to connect to that. And I
think that is what we have to fight for, because even if you
don’t agree that this is what should happen, I think if the
West is not going back to its own best traditions, they will
just be pushed into the corner of history, and will become
completely irrelevant.

Now I know that in the United States there is right now a
tremendous possibility, because President Trump announced in
his State of the Union address that he wants to fight for the
full funding of the Artemis program: If you want to have lots
of children and young people become astronauts, space
scientists, and work on this perspective, you have to have an
education system which goes with it, and you have to transform
a lot of the children who are now in the condition you are
describing, and actually get them in such a better condition;



which is why we need a space CCC program [FDR’s Civilian
Conservation Corps], which must absolutely focus on this
unified, harmonized personality, because, as Krafft Ehricke
said: It is never the technology which determines whether it’s
good or bad; it’s always the human being, who uses the
technology. So we have a tremendous job in front of us; I
think the potential is absolutely there, but it needs a real
studying of what must be such a humanist education. And I
think this is what only our organization can bring into this
fight.

TRANSCRIPT

HARLEY SCHLANGER: Hello, I'm Harley Schlanger from the
Schiller Institute with our founder and President Helga Zepp-
LaRouche. Today is January 29th, 2020. And as most of you are
well aware, we are in the midst of this crazy impeachment
trial in the U.S. Senate. There have been some significant
developments in the last hours, the last couple of days,
including the resurfacing of John Bolton, courtesy of the
lying New York Times. Helga, what do you make of this
situation, where it’s headed now?

HELGA ZEPP-LAROUCHE: I think the emergence of Bolton, while
naturally its designed to put the nail in the coffin for the



impeachment of Trump, 1is also a sign of desperation. Because
they could not prove the case, there is no criminal act which
they could attribute to President Trump. But Bolton who
obviously was guided to write this book — it’s supposed to
come out and spill the beans about what Trump supposedly did
in the phone call with President Zelensky of Ukraine. Now,
this is obviously an act of desperation on the side of the
Democrats, because, if you remember, they used to attack
Bolton as a liar, as a completely untrustworthy fellow, but
now they are relying on him as the key witness.

Where this will go it’s too early to say. It’s Wednesday.
Friday is the vote. If the Senate will allow more witnesses,
in which case it would open up not only the potential to have
Bolton testify, but the Trump team could bring into the Senate
hearing all the other crucial people — Joe Biden, Hunter
Biden, the so-called “whistleblower,” and many others. Adam
Schiff, for example, they could bring out the entire British
involvement in the coup attempt against Trump from the very
beginning, the Christopher Steele dossier, the FISA Court, all
of these things which were mentioned in the Horowitz report.
So it could become a big mud fight. And if the Democrats
succeed in getting Bolton as a witness, then maybe you have to
have the whole truth out. That was the view of President Trump
in the beginning. He said, let’s have a big discussion. Later
he changed it and said it may be bad for the country to drag
this out indefinitely. But if it comes down to that, then
maybe the whole truth has to come out.

McConnell, the Senate Majority Leader, said he doesn’t have
the vote to block the witnesses. This is today, we have to see
how this goes until Friday. But I think it is very clear that
this is not functioning with the American people. We have
picked up an increasing mood of the American population, that
they really are enraged. And if you need one proof, yesterday,
Trump appeared at a rally in south New Jersey, and there were
175,000 people registered to go to this rally. Naturally not



so many could, but that shows you there is a tremendous
ferment, and south New Jersey, that is where the so-called
“deplorables” 1live, this is a poor working-class area and
obviously this is where Trump is resonating very big in the
population.

So, I think we are probably in the end stage of this coup
attempt, despite the fact that the Democrats have stated their
intention to keep dragging this on. Maxine Waters, for
example, said they will continue this impeachment throughout
the election campaign; but I think the Democrats are playing a
very risky game, because the population is really sick and
tired of this whole story.

I think it i1s becoming very clear this 1is a coup. There 1is
another very interesting blog piece by Pat Lang, who says that
in his former capacity as a person working for the CIA or the
military in the dark field of covert operations, he recognizes
that there was a continuous political campaign against Trump
from day one, and if one operation doesn’t function, they pull
up another one: This was Russiagate, then Ukrainegate, now the
impeachment, and the Bolton thing being the latest such
operation. So it is really a battle where the role of what
some people mistakenly call the “deep state” — it really
should be better called the Anglo-American British Empire
intelligence apparatus — the role of these forces 1is becoming
very, very open. And I think that that may change the
character of politics not only in the United States, but
internationally, for good.

SCHLANGER: You mentioned that the case was not proven by the
Democratic managers. In fact, I think Trump’s attorneys did a
very good job of countering it. One of the most significant
was the testimony of Alan Dershowitz, who made the point this
was not just against Trump; it'’s against the Constitution,
it’s against the American Presidential system. I think that
was quite significant, don’t you?



ZEPP-LAROUCHE: Well, Dershowitz is not a Trump supporter, he
is a Democrat, and he had been very critical of Trump in the
past. But he argued very strongly on the question that what is
at stake here is the American Constitution: That this 1is a
blatant attempt by the Democrats to turn the U.S., as a
republic based on the Constitution, into a British
Parliamentary system, that this goes completely against the
will of the framers of the Constitution. He takes apart these
arguments by the Democrats very efficiently. For example, this
ominous notion, which they all of a sudden treated as if this
would be the final proof of Trump’s crime, that in the
discussion with Ukraine that he pursued a quid pro quo. Now
Dershowitz says, so what about it? Even if everything Bolton
is saying would be true, this does not constitute a crime,
because a quid pro quo is what every head of state uses in any
negotiation with any other state, so it is nothing special; it
is what normal negotiations among states are. And I think
these kinds of arguments which demystify the ghosts which are
being created artificially, like this ominous quid pro quo,
that he takes it down and takes it apart as a constitutional
lawyer, I think is very, very useful. Because there is a lot
of confetti spread around and thrown around to have a voice
arguing for constitutional matters is extremely useful.

SCHLANGER: I think one of the things that came out from
Dershowitz and others is this argument that a policy
disagreement is not the basis for impeachment. And Helga, from
the beginning we have been emphasizing that you have to look
beyond the so-called facts of the case, because the facts of
the case don’t exist. But what does exist is this coup, and we
see this again in terms of the re-emergence of Bolton who has
been opposed to what President Trump was trying to do in
working with Russia.

How do you explain this to the American people? I think this
is something that has not been fully explained fully enough by
the President’s team, but I think we’ve done the job. How



would you explain it?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: Well, Trump — who obviously is not a simple
person, he has many sides to him; he does use a language which
antagonizes a lot of people — and therefore it is actually
very important to note the fact that, despite the fact of all
these things which one can argue “is this the style I like, is
it not the style I like” — the point is the biggest mortal
danger to the existence of the British Empire 1is the
demonstrated willingness by Trump to seek a better
relationship with Russia and China. And that has to be
understood, because that is the most important. He has made
clear that, given the opportunity, he is absolutely easy with
Putin; this was demonstrated especially in the Helsinki
summit, despite all influences around him to the contrary. He
does want to have a positive relationship with China. He still
calls Xi Jinping his “good friend.” He praises the great
culture of China. And from the standpoint of the British
Empire this is the end of them, because once they lose the
ability to manipulate the great powers in a geopolitical
manner, one against the other, then they will absolutely
vanish. And given the potential which we have helped to create
in terms of having a summit of these major powers, they are
really in a panic.

So, I think it is important for the people who support Trump,
especially in the United States, people should really think
through, the world is in a terrible condition. We are sitting
on a powder keg of a potential blowout; there are many
problems we can address as we continue to talk. And there is
no way how to solve these problems, unless you have a new
level of politics which overcomes geopolitics, and that
requires that at least the three Presidents of the United
States, Russia and China work together and work out solutions
for the world’s problems. If that does not occur there are
incredible dangers.

So, the people who are anti-Russian but pro-Trump, or people



who are pro-Trump and anti-China, they should really rethink
their prejudices. Because a lot of what people think they know
or what their dear opinion is, is the result of psychological
warfare coming from the mainstream media and other operations.
And the fact that Trump wants to have a positive relation with
Russia for the sake of world peace, positive relations with
China, 1s the most important factor of the strategic situation
and it really explains almost every other aspect of the
strategic situation.

SCHLANGER: We see this very clearly in the reaction of Adam
Schiff, with trying to use Bolton as the key witness. Schiff,
in his presentation as a Democratic manager, constantly
stressed, we're at war with Russia. And he lied about this, he
made the whole case again, the Mueller case on Russia;, and it
showed that this is a pro-war faction in the Democratic Party
that’s opposing Trump.

In this context you mentioned the British Empire, the
geopolitics: We’ve now seen at least the beginnings of the so-
called “deal of the century,” of a peace plan for the Middle
East. From what you’ve seen so far, what'’s your analysis of
this?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: Well, I mean we knew this was in the makings,
it shows the handwritings of Jared Kushner. It is a first step
and I think if you look at the international reactions, which
I will mention in a second, it shows it has at least the
potential to start a negotiation process. If you look at the
proposal itself, naturally it was proposed between Trump and
Netanyahu, who faces criminal trial back at home, so he was
probably very happy to have that occasion. And it gives Israel
practically everything they would possibly ask for: It
reaffirms Jerusalem as the unified capital of Israel; it says
the settlements are okay in the West Bank; the Golan Heights,
the Syrian territory, belongs to Israel, so it has all of
these things. It gives security guarantees to Israel fully.



The interesting thing 1is, that it does talk for the first time
about the U.S. promoting a Palestinian state. Now the
Palestinian Authority was not involved in the discussion, so
they even rejected this plan before it was published, because
they said all the decisions made before, point in the
direction that it does not represent any Palestinian interest.
President Abbas called for an emergency summit of the Arab
League, which will take place on the Feb. 1. Naturally, the
proposed Palestinian state, from a territorial standpoint, 1is
extremely meager. It basically cuts out a lot of the
interesting parts. To make it viable, will be very difficult.
The proposed money over a certain period of time of $50
billion is not a hell of a lot.

So I think the reactions to it — I would like to mention a
couple of them — first of all, Netanyahu will immediately
leave Washington and go to Moscow to discuss with Putin.
Various Russian spokesmen, Lavrov, Peskov, Kosachev, the head
of the International Relations Committee of the Federation
Council, they all said they would study it, we will look at it
intensively; and negotiations have to be based on the
involvement of the so-called “quartet” — the quartet meaning
the United Nations, the EU, Russia, and the U.S. In any case
it’s an international approach and even the EU foreign
representative, Josep Borell, said it has to be based on
respect for all the UN resolutions concerning Israel-
Palestine, and the representative of the UN General Secretary
said, it has to be in respect of all UN resolutions, including
the one that Israel has to go back to its pre-1967 borders. So
that naturally is not what’s here proposed, but that is the
reaction from international forces.

I think it’'s useful to start a negotiation process provided
that the Palestinians agree to that, which they have not so
far. But I want to say very clearly, that it is good to give
security guarantees for Israel. That is absolutely crucial.
But I think there is not going to be a peace in the region, in



Southwest Asia, if you don’t give security interests to all
relevant parties, and that includes emphatically Iran. If
people go back in history and look at which peace treaties
functioned and which didn’t, you have the Peace of Westphalia
which explicitly formulated the principle that for the sake of
peace, you have to take into account the interest of every
other, and that’s why the Peace of Westphalia was such a
groundbreaking work and led to the whole development of
international law; as compared, in total contrast to the
Versailles Treaty, which going against all historical
evidence, presumed Germany was the only guilty party for World
War I, all the reparations had to be paid by Germany, and that
laid the ground for the developments which then led to the
Great Depression of 1929 and naturally the emergence of the
Nazis, and it led to World War II. If you don’t have a peace
which takes into account the interest of every party, it
cannot function.

And most importantly, you have to look at the region as a
whole. You have to look at Afghanistan—a mess; Iraqg-pretty
bad; Syria-totally destroyed from the senseless war; Yemen.
You can even go into North Africa: Libya. Look at the result
of what President Trump clearly wants to end, namely, these
endless wars. Therefore, if you want to reconstruct this area
and have a durable peace, what you need is an economic
development for the entire Southwest Asian region, and that
can only happen if all the great powers work together. I think
the immediate perspective 1is given, because the Chinese have
offered to Afghanistan, to Iraq, to Syria, to extend the New
Silk Road. Also the Arabs have many interests of cooperation
along the Silk Road with China. That is the only way how you
can have the hope to calm down this region. And rather than
trying to continue geopolitical games, I think all the great
powers—Russia, China, India, the United States, European
countries—they should all join hands and reconstruct this
area, and then you can have the hope for peace.



So, I think the extension of the New Silk Road from China via
Iran, Iraq; into Turkey, Syria; into Egypt, all the way to
Africa, developing Africa in the same way. Then, through
Turkey, extend the New Silk Road to Europe, to the Balkans; to
connect via the Central Asian corridors — If you have a total
peace plan like that, I think it can be really the basis for
peace.

And I would hope now, this is now a first step. It needs to
have more steps. But I think it’s a negotiation basis, and
people should take a positive attitude, and then, hopefully,
it can lead to the result of a real peace in the region.

SCHLANGER: As we’'re discussing these things, there’s been
something that has just emerged as a strategic concern in the
last days, really last weeks: the spread of the coronavirus
out of China. President Trump, in a comment a couple days ago,
praised the Chinese for the way they’re handing it. The anti-
China lobby is going crazy against China. What's your
assessment of where we stand in dealing with this virus?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: Well, one of the leading Chinese scientists,
who 1s charge of managing this crisis, said that he thinks the
peak of the epidemic may be in ten days from now. That would
be a very good news. China has done a very big job, by putting
about 60 million people into quarantine. In major cities,
people are being told to stay home. They have a letter out for
the elderly, that they should especially not leave their
apartment, because they are more at risk than other people. I
think it is an incredible job. There was just a meeting
between President Xi Jinping and the leadership of the WHO,
the World Health Organization. They praised China, by saying
they did an absolute fantastic job, by also giving a standard
of how to deal with such a crisis. From an objective
standpoint, there is no question that China is handling this
extremely well, building three hospitals of more than 1,000
beds in a week — I don’t know what other country could do that
at this point.



As you mentioned, there are also some really degenerated
minds, who have absolutely no respect for human life. One is
the unspeakable Danish newspaper Jyllands-Post with its
cartoon, which showed the Chinese flag with the stars in the
flag being replaced by the coronavirus. China protested very
strongly, and basically said that this is a complete contempt
for human decency, and should not be regarded as a cartoon. I
think our colleagues from the Schiller Institute in Denmark
also put out a similar statement, absolutely condemning the
degenerate mindset coming from such “cartoons.”

Other than that, if this Chinese scientist 1s correct, then
hopefully this could be resolved very soon. Naturally,
doomsday-sayers, who say the economic impact could be a
trigger for the world financial collapse. I don’t think that
is more than a cover story, for the fact that this financial
system is bankrupt as it is.

SCHLANGER: These very same central bankers and financiers, who
have bankrupted the financial system, are circulating this new
report from the Bank for International Settlements, talking
about the “Green Swan.” They are now saying that the scapegoat
for the crash will be man-made climate change. Obviously, this
is another aspect of the cover-up, isn’t it?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: Yeah. The “Black Swan” is a synonym for the big
financial crash, for the “everything bubble” to collapse,
which we are very close to. So, to blame the climate crisis
for such an event is ridiculous. The effort to impose green
financing, and in that way destroy the basis for industrial
economy is a danger to the financial system, if it needed
another one, other than the one caused by the insane bailouts
and quantitative easing policies.

So, I think this is an absolute lie. I think we are entering a
period, where not only a crash is hanging on the horizon, but
the effects of this financial policy are causing the entire
society, in many countries, to disintegrate. I only want to
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mention two situations: One, I think now eight weeks of
strikes in France; this is not reported at all, but I know
about it from our French colleagues. These demonstrations and
strikes are becoming more violent all the time. That is the
result of the government policy, because the French police
have the policy of throwing out sort of a net, isolate
different groupings, and basically drive them into violent
reactions.

This doesn’t only come from antifa and Black Bloc, but it
comes from the Yellow Vests. For example, you have lawyers who
are so absolutely furious about the attack on them, that they
have thrown down their robes by the hundreds. Tax accountants
who throwing their tax codes on the floor. This is really
getting out of proportion. And the government of Macron 1is
making absolutely no concession, but keeps absolutely with the
line of BlackRock, which is really what this pension reform is
driven by.

You have a similar situation now in Germany, where the German
farmers, who are now basically fighting for their existence,
they have now changed their tactic. They do flash-mobs at
political meetings: All of a sudden, you have 250 tractors
showing up; they block the warehouse deliveries from the large
food chains. They say they are now being destroyed, between a
rock and a hard place, because the food chains lower the
prices for their products way below the parity price — you can
forget, not even the producer’s price. And then you have the
European Union legislations which make it impossible for these
farmers to continue to farm.

So, we are looking at a real social explosion, not only in
places like Chile and Lebanon and Algeria, but also,
increasingly, in the European countries. I can only see this
continuing, because if people like [European Commission
President Ursula] von der Leyen implement their green
legislation, thereby raising the prices for
everything—electricity, transport, food-then this social



ferment will just explode, because many people are already at
the end of their means.

I think this is going to require our intervention, globally,
to impose what we have proposed many times, the full package
of LaRouche: the Four Laws, Glass-Steagall, national bank, New
Bretton Woods, crash program for fusion and space cooperation
to increase the productivity of society, and cooperate with
the New Silk Road. That is the solution, but we need more
people to help us in this mobilization. So, go to the links
provided at the end of this webcast.

Sign our petitions and mobilize
together with us. I think that’s the only answer you can give.

SCHLANGER: There'’s another aspect to this situation, which
you’'ve addressed many, many times: which 1is, the social
explosion, the social ferment, and social disintegration are
occurring at the same time as there’s a cultural collapse,
which is engineered by the same British Empire, destroying the
image of man. You've just written an article on this; you are
quite prolific on this. What do people need to know about how
we reverse this cultural collapse?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: Well, I launched a campaign which I called an
“Open Letter to the Lovers of Classical music.” I deliberately
do not address this letter only to people in Germany, but I
really want to address it to everybody who thinks that
Classical music is important for the mental health and
creativity of people.

We will put the link of this Open Letter below, so please
download it, read it, circulate it, comment on it, because I
want to generate a debate. There was this unbelievable
assault, where some so-called modern composer dared to change
the finale of Fidelio in a performance in Darmstadt. What came
out was absolutely horrible ugliness. So, please read my
letter and circulate 1it.
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But it points to something which I think is really of a
general nature. If you look at what is happening in the United
States, you have the drug epidemic, you have the school
shootings; you have a lot of violence as a potential breaking
out very quickly. In Germany, you now have churches being
robbed. People are stealing the sacral instruments for the
church service, pictures from the walls. You have attacks on
first responders, on the police — I mean, this getting very,
very ugly. I think what all of these symptoms—which I could
tell you a long, long, long list of, but you probably all know
it—all of these are symptoms of a decaying, collapsing
society, like the end of the Roman Empire, or some other
cultural collapses.

This very dangerous and this is why I take this attack on
Classical music as extremely important to be countered.
Because if you look at Europe, Europe is in terrible condition
right now; political unity doesn’t exist. We just found that
the German government already in 2018, at a conference in
Berlin on Africa, deliberately countered the proposal which
was adopted in 2018 in Abuja, Nigeria, by the governments of
the Lake Chad region demanding implementation of the Transaqua
project, which we have discussed many times on this show; and
Germany gave only Greenie arguments, basically perpetuating
the colonial world-outlook toward Africa, condoning the
disgusting policy of the EU against the refugees from Africa
and Southwest Asia, which is really a murderous policy. The
Pope called these camps for refugees “concentration camps,”
which I think is absolutely on the mark.

So, if you look at all of these things, the only positive
thing which Europe still has — other than its potential to be
an industrial powerhouse, if we change our ways; but that is
not in the cards right now, if you look at the EU-so the only
thing which we is our great Classical tradition: The Italian
Renaissance, which indirectly President Trump referred to in
his speech in Davos, by pointing to the Cupola of the Florence



Duomo, by mentioning the beautiful Cathedral of Notre Dame 1in
Paris, by referring to the European cathedrals. That ennobled
view of man, including the German Classical period, the
German, Italian, and other Classical music in general, these
are the most precious heritages of Europe which we could
contribute to the shaping of a New Paradigm in the world.

And if you have, right now, as a continuation of the Congress
for Cultural Freedom (CCF) operation, the ongoing destruction
of Classical music, with disgqusting Regietheater; you can’t go
into a German theater any more, since quite a while, without
people copulating on the stage, being naked, doing absolutely
obscene things. Andras Schiff, the great pianist, wrote an
article recently, where he said that in New York people are
talking about this kind of theater as “Eurotrash.” What this
unspeakable so-called composer did in this re-write of the
finale of Fidelio is nothing but Eurotrash; and that is a mild
expression for what was presented there.

We have to defend Classical Culture. We have to go back to the
idea that we need beauty in art. I fully agree with Friedrich
Schiller, who in a letter exchange with his friend Christian
Korner, said that art which is not beautiful, is no art, it'’s
trash (those are my words, not those of Schiller).

So, I would really ask all of you who have any sense that we
cannot allow the continuation of this destruction of great
culture to go on, that you should join with us, and that we
really create a Renaissance movement as a counter to that.
This is completely in the spirit of my late husband, Lyndon
LaRouche. His spirit is alive, especially as all of his
prognoses in respect to the financial system, the strategic
situation, become more obvious; there is a growing recognition
of the increasing intellectual role of the work of my late
husband. I want to encourage to always include the demand for
his exoneration, because people have to have unmediated access
to his works, because it is that, what great minds have
written, what great composers have composed, which gives us
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the inner strength to get out of this crisis of humanity. So,
help us in really making this Renaissance movement.

SCHLANGER: We also have the benefit that this year is the
250th anniversary celebrating the birth of Beethoven. Your
husband gave us the marching orders: “Think Like Beethoven!”
which is the way out of this

Den 25. januar (EIRNS) — Forslaget den 15. januar fra den
russiske prasident Vladimir Putin om et topmgde i 2020 mellem
stats- og regeringscheferne for de fem faste medlemmer af FN's
Sikkerhedsrad (USA, Rusland, Kina, Frankrig, Storbritannien) —
for at konferere om at sikre global fred, afspejler forslaget
fra Helga Zepp-LaRouche den 3. januar, der nu cirkulerer
internationalt gennem Schiller Instituttet og andre netvark.

Prasident Trumps tale i
Davos den 21. januar hjalper med til at abne dgren for netop
en sadan tilgang.

Et abent brev i Beethoven-aret til de
tyskere (og andre), der holder af
klassisk musik:

Menneskehedens verdighed er givet i jeres hand, Bevar den!
Den synker med jer! Med jer vil den sig have.
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— Friedrich von Schiller

Det fgrste man kan sige om opfgrelsen af Beethovens Fidelio pa
Staatstheater Darmstadt i en iscenesattelse af Georg Dittrich
0og en musikalsk bearbejdelse af finalen ved Anette Schlinz er:
Den er mere end elendig. Fuldstandig elendig ud fra et
musikalsk, et kunstnerisk, et filosofisk og et menneskeligt
synspunkt. I en lang rakke af stupide, smaglgse, gentagne
opferelser af regiteater, sadan som de er blevet fremfgrt i
over et halvt arhundrede(!) — fegrst indskranket til teateret,
men i nogle ar ogsa overfgrt til operaen — var denne opfegrelse
det absolutte lavmal.

Da Hans Neuenfels i sommeren 1966, som en 25 ar gammel
instrukter pa teateret i Trier, lod et flyveblad omdele for at
annoncere den »fgrste happening i Rheinland-Pfalz«, hvor han
ogsa fremsatte spgrgsmalet: »Hvorfor misbruger De ikke
smapiger?« var han helt i overensstemmelse med 68-ernes
overbevisninger, sadan som man senest sa det hos Cohn-Bendit.
Siden da - efter 53 ar — parrer forskellige nggne mennesker,
rockere, skizofrene eller nazi-kladte sig pa scenerne og har
med stor succes forvranget de klassiske digteres og
komponisters varker til ukendelighed. Originalitet er noget
helt andet.

Darmstadt-teaterets Fidelio-opfgrelse prasenterer ikke blot et
multimedie-miskmask af estetiske smaglgsheder,
fremmedggrelseseffekter 1 Brechts stil og en overlejring af de
musikalske scener i den fgrste del med et larred, der optager
hele scenen, og hvorpa der projiceres billeder og filmudsnit,
der skal illustrere den tidsmassige baggrund for de otte
opfgrsler, der har fundet sted fra 1805 til i dag. Det samlede
indtryk er kaotisk, man far ondt af de sangere, der md synge
imod dette sgnderskarne flimmer, som for eksempel Leonore, der
hele tiden ma lgbe rundt pad scenen som en hovedlgs hgne.

Men den virkelige monstrgsitet finder sted i den anden del,
hvor finalen, operaens storslaede frihedshymne, sgnderhakkes
af Anette Schlunz af kompositioner i den nye musikalske stil.
Schliinz beskriver sine komponerede indskydelser pa fglgende



made i programhaftet:

»Lidt efter lidt opstar der sadant et »Heil-kor«, der delvist
forstummer, eller hvor kun enkelte stemmer eller ord bliver
staende. Flere gange radikaliserer jeg ogsa Beethovens
instrumentering for at forstarke hans ideer yderligere, eller
jeg gentager enkelte takter og stopper sa pludselig. Det var
et meget stort gnske hos mig at indflette fremmede klange og
indfarve

musikken forskellige steder. Den trompetfanfare, der lyder
allerede ved forestillingens begyndelse fra statsteaterets
balkon, tager jeg op og udvider: Det er det signal, der giver
tegn til opbrud. Enkelte instrumenter og musikere falder sa at
sige ud af orkesterklangen og bringer derved noget nyt ind i
den.

Ensemblestykket i F-dur — et fantastisk stykke musik med en
ophgjethed og harmoni, som jeg ikke ville vove at rgre ved —
lader jeg derimod sta ubergrt som en adelsten. Det fglgende
mellemspil med min musik, hvor forskellige klange, inklusive
otte kvindelige sangeres rgster sendes ud 1 rummet, bryder
Beethovens klangverden fuldstendigt op.«

Fra de maltrakterede tilskueres synspunkt havde Schlinz’s
indskudte brag, hvor sangerne og musikerne udbasunerede deres
gredgvende larm midt blandt publikum og fra alle sider, ikke
mere det ringeste med musik at ggre: Gransen til
legemsbeskadigelse var entydigt overskredet.

Hvor starkt fglelsesmassigt forstyrret Schliinz er, fremgar
tydeligt af hendes naste satninger:

»Nar jeg har lyttet, har jeg ofte forestillet mig, at jeg sad
ved tangenterne pa en mikserpult og skruede hastigheden
yderligere op. 0g der ville jeg ganske enkelt tillagge
Beethoven den ide, at han under kompositionen nasten havde til
hensigt at drive musikken over gevind. Det er en rigtig
jubelmaskine! Det minder mig om bgrn, der overreagerer



fuldstendig af begejstring, fordi de ikke ved, hvordan de skal
styre deres fglelser.«

Hvis der er noget der er overreageret her, sa er det den
ynkelighed, Schlinz demonstrerer her, hendes fglelsesmassige
impotens til at begribe det ophgjede ved karlighedens sejr
mellem Leonore og Florestan. Endvidere kan hun gjensynligt
ikke udsta denne storhed; hendes forestilling om at skrue
musikkens hastighed op ved hjalp af en mikserpult, er det
samme ukontrollerede tab af besindelse, som Ibykus’s mordere
forrader sig selv med, efter at Erinyernes kor har pakaldt
poesiens hgjere magt i teateret i Korinth. Sma, tarveligt
tenkende sind kan hverken udstd store ideer eller ophgjede
fglelser.

Den storsldede finale i Fidelio, hvor Beethoven hylder
tyranniets overvindelse ved modet i agtefallernes karlighed,
er udtryk for den adleste humanitet, hvor karlighed, mod og
frihedsvilje finder deres musikalske udtryk. I Leonores arie
siges der forinden: »Jeg vakler ikke, vort agteskabs
ke&rlighedspligter styrker mig.« Beethoven valgte operaens
stof: en vellykkede idealisering, i Schillers and, af en
historisk begivenhed: markis de La Fayettes, Den amerikanske
Frihedskrigs og de franske republikaneres helts, befrielse fra
fangenskabet ved hans hustru Adrienne. Deri kommer Beethovens
eget republikanske sindelag til udtryk, hvilket under datidens
feudale strukturer og Napoleons felttog kravede personligt
mod.

Sadanne dybt menneskelige fglelser er ikke 1langere
tilgengelige for det gdelagte fglelsesliv hos
Frankfurterskolens reprasentanter og den liberale tidsand.
Teaterinstruktgren Paul-Georg Dittrich sagde pa afslgrende vis
1 sit interview 1 programheftet, at finalen forekommer ham
»som en fejring, hvor man ikke engang ved, hvad der egentlig
bliver fejret«. Selvom Dittrich og Schlunz ikke ved det,
betyder dette under ingen omstandigheder, at de ogsa har
retten til at gdelzgge denne tilgang for almindelige mennesker



gennem dekonstruktionen af Beethovens komposition.

I anden af Kongressen for Kulturel Frihed

Men pracis dette var fra begyndelsen hensigten med de
forskellige strgmninger, i hvis tradition Dittrich, Schlinz og
hele Darmstadt-produktionen befinder sig — et sammensurium fra
Adorno, Eisler-Brecht-skolen og Kongressen for Kulturel
Frihed. Med et bemarkelsesvardigt staenk af sandfardig
reportage, berettede FAZ den 12. november 2017 i artiklen »CIA
og kulturen: Hvordan man stjaler de store ord« om en
udstilling i forbindelse med det 50-arige jubilaum for
skandalen, der 1 1967 blev offentliggjort, at hele den
gigantiske operation fra Kongressen for Kulturel Frihed var en
CIA-finansieret operation, der var en del af Den kolde Krig.
Og dertil, for FAZ, den narmest sensationelle tilstdelse om
det hele: »Den foruroligende pointe, at efterretningstjenesten
ikke blot fremmede en ondskabsfuld reaktion, men at de
derigennem hjalp med denne venstreliberalismes gennembrud,
hvilket til den dag 1 dag har skabt de vestlige
intellektuelles mainstream-standard. «

Darmstadts Fidelio-produktion er til en hvis grad endemoranen
af denne proces. Det begyndte med forandringen af den
amerikanske efterkrigspolitik. Efter Roosevelts utidige dgd,
under hvis ledelse USA 1 2. verdensskrig var allieret med
Sovjetunionen 1 kampen mod fascismen, havnede den
intellektuelt vasentlig mindre Truman hurtigt under Churchills
indflydelse. Med sin berygtede Fulton-tale den 5. marts 1946
indledte han Den kolde Krig. Dermed fik forlgberne til de
elementer i det amerikanske sikkerhedsapparat, som Eisenhower,
der refererede til dem som det militerindustrielle kompleks,
advarede om, og som i dag ofte kaldes for den »dybe statx,
overhanden.

Den nu proklamerede kolde krig kravede, at de dybe fglelser,
der gennem krigsoplevelsen bandt amerikanere o0g russere
sammen, og som fandt sit hgjdepunkt ved Elben i Torgau, matte
erstattes af anti-russiske fglelser. Der matte stilles et nyt



fjendebillede op, og det samlede aksiomatiske tankesat 1
befolkningen matte forandres. For USA betgd dette at forandre
de grundantagelser, der havde bidraget til at stgtte
Roosevelts politik. For Europa, og specifikt for Tyskland,
matte den europziske humanistiske kulturs rgdder, som var den
kulturelle identitet, der 13 pa den anden side af tolv ars
skrakherredgmme, gdel®gges, o0g erstattes gennem en
konstruktion — dekonstruktionen af den klassiske kultur.

Instrumentet, der blev skabt til dette formal, var Kongressen
for Kulturel Frihed (CCF), et gigantisk program af psykologisk
krigsferelse, som udfertes af Allan Dulles’
efterretningskredse under ledelse af Frank Wisner — den
datidige chef for udenrigsministeriets kontor for politisk
koordination. Senere blev CCF flyttet til afdelingen for
skjulte operationer. Operationen varede officielt fra 1950 til
1967, hvor New York Times, den 27. april 1967 offentliggjorde,
at CCF var en CIA-operation — en afslgring der udviklede sig
til det 20. arhundredes stgrste skandale. CCF var aktiv i 35
lande, udgav 20 magasiner, og faktisk talt styrede CIA hver
eneste kunstudstilling og kulturel begivenhed. I Europa var
der pad dette tidspunkt sa godt som ingen forfatter, musiker,
maler, kritiker eller journalist, som ikke 1 en eller anden
udstrekning stod i forbindelse med dette projekt — nogle gange
bevidst, andre gange uden nogen som helst anelse.

Disse kulturprojekters orientering var 1 vasentlige trak de
samme, som dem fra Frankfurterskolen, hvis ledende
reprasentanter var i eksil 1 USA under den
nationalsocialistiske periode, og var dér delvist hyret af den
amerikanske efterretningstjeneste, som f.eks. Herbert Marcuse
og andre. I hvert fald passede Frankfurterskolens syn perfekt
1 CCF’'s program. Theodor Adorno havde f.eks. den absurde og
uvidende opfattelse, at Friedrich Schillers idealisme havde
fgrt direkte til nationalsocialismen, fordi den havde indtaget
et radikalt standpunkt. Derfor var det ngdvendigt at fjerne
skenheden fuldkommen fra kunsten. I sin afhandling



»Kulturkritik og samfund«, skrevet 1 1949, toppede hans
misantropiske synspunkt i den ofte citerede satning: »Efter
Auschwitz er det barbarisk at skrive et digt.«

I Darmstadt er her heller ikke noget nyt under solen: I
programhaftet til Fidelio-opfegrelsen udtrykker George Steiner
precis denne samme mening: »Er det muligt, at der i den
klassiske humanisme selv, 1 sin tilbgjelighed til den
abstrakte og ®stetiske vardibedgmmelse, findes et radikalt
svigt? Er det muligt, at massemord og dennes ligegyldighed
overfor det vederstyggelige, som hjalp nazismen pa sin vej,
ikke er civilisationens fjender eller negationer, men dennes
haslige, men naturlige, medskyldige?«

Hvad der her meget tydeligt udtrykkes, er pracis CCF’s
psykologiske krigsfgrelse, styret af CIA, som skulle udslukke
den humanistiske identitet i den tyske befolkning til fordel
for en anglo-amerikansk kulturel vardiskala.

Et spgrgsmal om menneskesyn

For nu at understrege det en gang til: Der er ingen stgrre
modsigelse end den, der findes mellem humanismens ophgjede
menneskesyn og den klassiske kunst og nationalsocialismens
barbariske menneskesyn. Det klassiske menneskesyn betragter
mennesket som principielt godt, som det eneste
fornuftsbaserede vaesen, der, gennem den ®stetiske opdragelse,
kan fuldkommenggre sit medfgdte potentiale til et harmonisk
hele, til en ske@n karakter, som Wilhelm von Humboldt udtrykker
dette. De klassiske kunstvaerker 1 digtningen, 1 billedkunsten
og 1 musikken fejrer denne skgnne menneskehed og er selv igen
inspirationen for lasernes, tilskuernes og tilhgrernes
kreative evner.

I modsatning hertil er nationalsocialisternes menneskesyn, med
dens ‘blod-og-jord’-ideologi, baseret pa en racistisk,
chauvinistisk og socialdarwinistisk opfattelse af den »ariske«
races overlegenhed. At havde at der er en indre forbindelse
mellem disse diametralt modsatte ideer, blot fordi begge



fenomener — klassicismen og nationalsocialismen — fandt sted 1
Tyskland, er lige sa absurd som at havde, at den amerikanske
forfatning direkte gav anledning til Bush- og Obama-
administrationernes interventionskrige, eller at Jean d’ Arcs
(Jomfruen fra Orleans) overbevisninger var grundlaget for den
franske kolonipolitik. Pastanden kom faktisk fra CIA’s
djevlekgkken, og har senest siden CCF’s tid indeholdt sadanne
»opskrifter« som »ngdvendige 1lggne« o0g »urokkelige
benzgtelser«. I den seneste periode har verden igen varet
udsat for en rigelig dosis af dem i det igangvarende kup mod
pre&sident Trump, gennem den britiske efterretningstjeneste 1
samarbejde med den »Dybe Stat«.

Et af de vigtigste spgrgsmal her, er spgrgsmalet om, hvordan
det var muligt at ga fra de tyske klassikeres ideal til nazi-
styrets afgrund. For at besvare det er man ngdt til at
overveje hele idéhistorien fra Romantikkens angreb pa
Klassicismen og den deraf afledte oplgsning af den klassiske
form, til starten af kulturpessimismen, der startede med den
konservative revolution som reaktion pa ideerne fra 1789 og
den politiske genoprettelse [restoration] under Wiener-
Kongressen, og frem til Schopenhauer o0g Nietzsche,
ungdomsbevagelsen forud for Fgrste Verdenskrig og endelig
Forste Verdenskrig og dens konsekvenser.

Fremkaldelsen af kulturpessimisme

Fremkaldelse af kulturpessimisme var ogsa malet for diverse
CCF-musikprojekter. I 1952 afholdt CCF en manedslang
musikfestival i Paris med titlen: »Mestervarker i det 20.
arhundrede«, hvor over 100 symfonier, koncerter, operaer og
balletter af mere end halvfjerds af det 20. arhundredes
komponister blev opfgrt. Boston Symfoniorkester, der kom til
at spille en ledende rolle i andre CCF-projekter, &abnede
festivalen med en hgjst merkvaerdig opfgrelse af Stravinskys
»Sacre du Printemps« (»Forarsritual«). Andre stykker blev
fremfgrt af de »atonale« komponister som Arnold Schoenberg (en
af Adornos larere) og Alban Berg samt Paul Hindemith, Claude



Debussy og Benjamin Britten, for blot at navne nogle enkelte.
Til udbredelse af atonal og tolvtonemusik fulgte yderligere
konferencer i Prato og Rom, konferencer, som udelukkende blev
tilegnet avantgardemusik. Ved alle disse velfinansierede
begivenheder blev det taget for givet, at alle skulle foregive
at nyde den haslige musik.

Ved »Darmstadts Sommerkurser for Ny Musik«, der ogsa blev
stgttet af den amerikanske militarregering og CCF, optradte
Schoenberg, Anton Webern og Béla Bartdk. Foredragsholdere som
Adorno, Olivier Messiaen og John Cage holdt foredrag om deres
musikteori. I en officiel anmeldelse af disse kurser skrev
Ralph Burns — leder af USA’s milit®rregerings kontor for
Kulturanliggender — »Review of Activity«:

»Der var generel enighed om, at meget af denne musik var
verdilgs, og ville varet bedst tjent med ikke at blive
spillet. Overvagten af tolvtonemusik blev beklaget. En
kritiker beskrev koncerterne som »en triumf for
dilettanteri«.«

Pointen her er ikke at forhindre nogen i at komponere eller
lytte til atonal eller tolvtonemusik eller andre former for
avantgardemusik. Hver person har sin egen smag. Pointen er, at
ideen om ligevardighed af alle toner i den ‘tempererede’
kromatiske skala massivt begrenser de 1langt hgjere
frihedsgrader, der flyder fra den polyfoniske, harmoniske og
kontrapunktiske komposition, som den blev udviklet af Bach,
Haydn, Mozart, Beethoven, Schubert, Schumann og Brahms. Det
eliminerer tvetydigheden forbundet med noderne og forholdet
mellem tonearterne og muligheden for harmonisk
»forvekslinger«: »Motivfuhrung« er en form for komposition,
der ud fra en enkelt musikalsk idé udvikler yderligere temaer,
bevegelser og til sidst hele kompositionen. Denne
kompositionsteknik blev — som det blev uddybet og grundigt
demonstreret i forskellige mesterklasser af Norbert Brainin,
forsteviolinist i Amadeus-kvartetten — udviklet til hgjere
kompleksitet og perfektion gennem varker som Haydns »russiske«



kvartetter Op. 33, til Mozarts »Haydn«-kvartetter og derefter
til Beethovens sene kvartetter.

I betragtning af de hgjder, som klassisk komposition opndede
med Beethoven, reprasenterer den sakaldte moderne musik — og
der findes uden tvivl ogsa gode moderne kompositioner — hvis
den kaster disse principper ud af vinduet, en tilbagegang der
kan sammenlignes med at reducere et anti-entropisk univers i
stadig udvikling og med to billioner hidtil kendte galakser,
til en flad Jord.

Klassisk musik foradler

Sa godt som alle virkelig kreative mennesker, fra Confucius
(Kongfutse) til Albert Einstein, anerkendte og brugte
virkningerne af god eller klassisk musik til at fostre deres
eghe kreative evner og befolkningens astetiske uddannelse.
Confucius bemzrkede med rette, at et lands tilstand kan
afleses 1 kvaliteten af dens musik. Fordybelse i varkerne af
de store klassiske komponister abner op for den dybeste adgang
til de kreative evner i menneskets sja@l og and. Hvor ellers,
hvis ikke i klassisk musik, kan man styrke og uddybe den
passion, der er ngdvendig for at se ud over ens egne
bekymringer og beskaftige sig med menneskehedens store
spgrgsmal? Eller hvor kan man uddanne den sensibilitet, der er
ngdvendig for at imgdekomme Schillers krav, som det blev sagt
i hans tale om universel historie:

»Der skal glgde en =®del langsel 1 os for, ud fra egne
ressourcer, at tilfgje vores bidrag til den rige arv af
sandhed, moral og frihed, som vi har modtaget fra tidligere
tider, og som rigt forgget skal overleveres til de kommende
tidsaldre; og til denne umddelige kade, der snor sig gennem
alle menneskets generationer, at fastne vores egen flygtige
eksistens.«

Det er netop denne fglelsesmessige karlighed, som det kommer
til udtryk i1 finalen af Fidelio, karlighed til ens xgtefalle,
ke&rlighed til menneskeheden og ideen om ngdvendigheden af



frihed, ideen om at udfgre ens pligt med lidenskab og derved
at blive frie, at Schiller definerer de ideelle kvaliteter af
geniets smukke sjzl. Det er indbegrebet af hele klassicismens
estetiske metode og i s®rdeleshed Friedrich Schillers: »Det er
gennem skgnhed, at man opnar frihed.«

Det er imidlertid netop dette frihedsbegreb, som blev angrebet
af tilhengere af det moderne regiteater, disharmonisk musik og
postmoderne dekonstruktion, da det, snarere end frihed, gar
imod deres liberale forestilling om »frihed«.

Derfor dykker de uhazmmet ned i kassen med mglkugler og
fremmedggrende effekter a 1a Bertolt Brecht: afbrydelser,
filmklip, bannere, kameraer, der rettes mod publikum osv., for
at »chokere« seerne ud af deres vante lytte- og t®nkevaner.
Hvad der kom ud af det i Darmstadt var en blanding af
»Clockwork Orange« (den voldsomme [filmiske] gru fra Stanley
Kubrick, ledsaget af Beethovens niende symfoni), og sa
popstjernen Helene Fischers intellektuelle dybde. Nar Helene
Fischer ifgrt et rgdt latex-antrak og med orgastiske
bevegelser skriger sin sang ud, »Can you feel the 1love
tonight?« til et betaget publikum, er det omtrent lige sa
subtilt, som hvis spgrgsmalet »rgrer det dig?« skulle lyse op
pa scenen med store neonbogstaver under hele finalen af
Fidelio. Instruktgren Dittrich mener naturligvis, at det
intellektuelt udfordrede publikum skal vakkes med en
vognstang. Dertil kom sa det tidligere navnte bombardement af
gredgvende stgj fra instrumentalisterne og kormedlemmerne
spredt rundt omkring i operahuset.

Publikum udtrykte sin taknemmelighed med en pligtskyldig mini-
applaus. Hvis malet med iscenesattelsen var at indkalde
publikum til politisk handling i nuet eller at udbrede moderne
musik til et »bredere publikum« (Dittrich), md man i begge
tilfelde sige: Missionen mislykkedes. Den (for tysktalende)
velkendte »Hurz«-sketch fra Hape Kerkeling (tysk komiker f.
1964, red.) beskriver ganske passende reaktionen fra de fleste
tilskuere, der tilsyneladende gennem alt for lang tid er



blevet vannet til de uhyrlige krav fra regiteater og CCF’s
kulturkrig, som stadig pagar.

Endelig er det pa sin plads med et citat fra Alma Deutscher,
der virkelig kan komponere: »Hvis verden er sa grim, hvorfor
skal vi sad ggre den endnu grimmere med grim musik?«

For eksemplet med Annette Schliunz efterfglges og andre
klassiske musikkompositioner »skandes« i Hans Neuenfels and,
bgr denne anmeldelse tjene til at starte en debat 1
Beethovenaret om, hvordan man kan forsvare klassikerne mod
sadanne overgreb.

Fejring af Beethovenaret

Dette Beethovendr, som vil byde pa opferelser af mange af
mesterens kompositioner, ikke kun i Tyskland, men over hele
verden, giver os en vidunderlig mulighed for at huske pa vores
bedre kulturelle tradition i Tyskland, til at modstd det
moralske forfald i de forgangne artier, og til, ved bevidst at
lytte til Beethovens musik, at finde den indre styrke 1 os
selv, til at levendeggre vores egen kreativitet.

Verden befinder sig nu midt i en epokeggrende forandring, hvor
®raen domineret af de atlantiske lande klart er ved at slutte,
og hvor fokus for udvikling skifter til Asien, hvor der er
mange nationer og folk, som er meget stolte af deres
civilisationer, og som narer deres klassiske kultur. Nogle af
disse civilisationer er mere end 5.000 ar gamle. Hvis Europa
har noget at bidrage med i en humanistisk and til at forme det
nye paradigme, der fremkommer i verden, er det vores hgjkultur
fra renessancen og klassicismen.

Mange videnskabsmand, kunstnere og folk over hele verden, der
setter pris pa Tyskland, har i nogen tid undret sig over, hvad
der er galt med tyskerne, siden de har distanceret sig sa
meget fra at vaere et folk af digtere og tenkere. Hvis vi
tillader Beethovenaret at blive spoleret, vil Tyskland
sandsynligvis blive afskrevet for altid som en kultiveret

Alt imens 190 milliardzrer og deres lakajer i1 erhvervsliv og
institutioner er forsamlet i Davos og presser pa med en grgn
fascistisk dagsorden, greb den amerikanske prasident Trump ind
med et anderledes sat af grundregler.

“meningslgs optimisme”, priste han Firenzes borgere, der
handlede med fantasi og dristighed ved bygningen af den store
kuppel — en bedrift, som Lyndon LaRouche ofte omtalte som et
eksempel pa anden i menneskelig kreativitet og engagement i
fremskridt, der resulterede i renassancen — o0g understregede
dermed atter, hvorfor oligarkiet er opsat pa at afslutte hans
prasidentskab.

STUDIEVART HARLEY SCHLANGER: Hej, jeg er Harley Schlanger fra
Schiller Instituttet: Velkommen til den ugentlige webcast med
vores grundlagger og praesident, Helga Zepp-LaRouche. I dag er
den 8. januar 2020, og man kan sige, vi er gaet ind i det nye
ar med bade et enormt potentiale for positiv udvikling, men
ogsa en ildevarslende advarsel om faren for atomkrig. Dette
har at geore med mordet i sidste uge pa Soleimani, lederen af
den iranske »Revolutionsgardes Quds Styrke«. Der er sket meget
i de sidste par dage omkring dette, sa vi vil starte med en
opdatering fra Helga om, hvad der udspiller sig mellem USA og
Iran.

HELGA ZEPP-LAROUCHE: Vi er 1 en meget alvorlig situation,
hvilket meget vel kunne vare optakten til 3. verdenskrig. Jeg
tror, at alle fornuftige parter i verden vil erkende dette, og
kun krigsmagerne jubler over mordet pa general Qasem
Soleimani. Jeg vil henlede jeres opmarksomhed — publikum og
tilhgrere — pd en meget vigtig video, som blev optaget med min
afdegde mand, allerede for mere end 20 ar siden: Den blev kaldt
»Storm Over Asien.« 0g jeg vil gerne, at man vil tage sig tid
til at se den. For her peger han med forblgffende
erkendelsesmaessig klarhed pa »the great game« — det store
[geopolitiske] spil, som Det Britiske Imperium kgrer imod
Rusland og Kina, og det som vi ser udspille sig lige nu, er
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faktisk netop dette scenarie.

Se, der er mange ting, der kan siges om det, og vi vil komme
ind pa noget af det; der florerer mange historier,
fortolkninger og sa videre, men lad mig starte med et andet
punkt: Der er en lgsning. Det lyder maske vanskeligt, men
efter min opfattelse er der kun en lgsning, og det er et
hastetopmgde mellem prasidenterne Trump, Putin og Xi Jinping
med henblik pa at diskutere og planlagge en intervention.
Fordi jeg mener, at intet mindre kan ggre det.. intet mindre
vil vare tilstrekkeligt til at nedtrappe denne ekstremt
komplekse situation.

For indevarende har den iranske respons varet forholdsvis
behersket. De advarede den irakiske regering 30 minutter fgr
de foretog deres begransede gengaldelses-angreb mod to
irakiske baser, der er hjemsted for amerikanske og, tror jeg,
ogsa Nato-styrker. Se, dette korte gjeblik giver faktisk
mulighed for en nedtrapning, fordi iranerne foretog en
gengaldelse, sa de kan redde ansigt internt og sige, at de
ikke lod dette attentat forblive ubesvaret. Det kan ogsa give
preasident Trump en chance for at nedtrappe; faktisk holder han
lige nu — mens vi taler — selv en tale, sa vi kan ikke tage
hans ord med i betragtning. Men Trump har mange gange sagt,
selv efter attentatet imod Soleimani, at han ikke gnsker krig
og ikke gnsker regimeskifte; sa vi er ngdt til at vente og se.
Vi ved endnu ikke, hvad han vil sige.

Men, hvad jeg foreslar, er faktisk en 1lgsning. Fordi,
naturligvis er situationen meget rodet. Det iranske folk er
absolut i oprgr. Der er en meget stor anti-amerikansk stemning
lige nu, sa alt, der alene kommer fra amerikansk side, er
sandsynligvis ikke tilstrazkkeligt. Men, hvis vi fik et topmgde
mellem presidenterne Xi Jinping, Putin og Trump, og de
udarbejdede en plan, en omfattende plan med udstedelse af
sikkerhedsgarantier til iranerne - o0g dette vil vare
ngdvendigt, fordi den eneste grund til, at iranerne gnsker et
atomvabenprogram, er, fordi de ved, at Israel har omkring



200-300 atomspraenghoveder, og de fgler sig ubeskyttet. S3& hvis
der kunne tilvejebringes en sikkerhedsgaranti for Iran, ville
det absolut vare en vigtig ingrediens.

Men sa skal der ogsa etableres et samarbejde med disse — de
tre vigtigste magter i verden — for at lzgge en omfattende
fredsplan for hele Sydvestasien pa bordet; en plan som ret let
kunne udformes, fordi Kinas politik med den Nye Silkevej
allerede spiller ind pa forskellige aspekter af regionen. Der
er investeringer i sa henseende i Iran og i Pakistan, og
kineserne har forpligtet sig til at hj®lpe med genopbygningen
af Syrien; Assad har netop sagt, at den eneste made, hvorpa
man kan rekonstruere Syrien, er ved hj®lp af den Nye Silkevej.
0g der eksisterer allerede en plan mellem den irakiske
premierminister og Kina, et aftalememorandum for en olie-for-
teknologi-aftale, hvor Irak salger olie til Kina, og Kina pa
sin side vil opbygge infrastrukturen, industrien og
landbruget i Irak.

Sa der er allerede elementer af dette til stede. Men for at
sikre, at der absolut ikke kommer en anden provokation, og at
der ikke er andre ting, der gar galt, fordi det er egenskaben
ved store krige, og 1 sardeles verdenskrigene, at de aldrig
opstar som en fglge af, hvad folk har planlagt, men at der er
stor fare for en fejlkalkulation, for at ting gar galt. Sa for
at forandre det nuvarende paradigme tilbundsgdende, og fa et
hastetopmgde mellem de tre prasidenter, md folk gegre sig
klart, at vi befinder os pa randen af 3. verdenskrig. 0g jeg
appellerer faktisk til Jer, vore seere og lyttere, om at I
hjelper med denne mobilisering: Vi har startet en
international mobilisering med en erklaring, som jeg fremlagde
sidste fredag, umiddelbart efter mordet pa Soleimani, hvori vi
opfordrede til pracist dette hastetopmgde. Denne opfordring er
blevet til en underskriftsindsamling. Underskriftsindsamlingen
udsendes bredt i USA og internationalt, og jeg vil bede Jer om
at fa den via
linket [https://schillerinstitute.com/blog/2020/01/09/call-for
-presidents-trump-putin-xi-to-convene-emergency-summit-to-
address-danger-of-war/] — og downloade den, cirkulere den 1
jeres egne netvark, e-mails, Facebook, Twitter, sociale
medier; fa det rundt til venner og kolleger. For kun hvis vi



har et internationalt kor af mennesker og krafter, der kraver,
at et sadant topmgde finder sted, kan vi sammen skabe momentum
for at vende denne situation: Sa dette er min gjeblikkelige
appel til Jer. Der bgr ikke finde nogen diskussion sted, som
ikke kraver dette topmgde. Dette er et vigtigt, internationalt
fokus for at vende denne situation.

SCHLANGER: Helga, jeg blev interviewet pa Radio Sputnik fra
Washington DC i dag, og varterne stgttede denne idé, men de
var meget fascinerede af, at du tog initiativet til den, og de
gnskede isar at vide, hvad du mener Putin kan ggre, som ikke
kan udfgres af en anden. 0g jeg sagde til dem, at jeg ville
spgrge dig for at fa dit svar pa det.

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: For det fgrste har Putin vist sig at vare en
glimrende strateg. Allerede for fem maneder siden bragte han
hele regionen sammen; han lagde pres pa saudierne, pa Israel,
pa Tyrkiet — faktisk er Putin i Tyrkiet i dag; han er der for
at deltage i en ceremoni med &bning af »TurkStream«-
gasledningen. Han var ogsa i Damaskus. Han har selvfglgelig
forbindelser til alle relevante regeringer, og de har alle en
interesse 1 at have et godt forhold til Rusland.

Jeg tror, at iranerne pa nuvarende tidspunkt under ingen
omstendigheder vil stole pa Trump eller USA alene uden
garantier fra Putin og Xi Jinping; men med en kombination af
disse tre ledere, mener jeg, at de reelt reprasenterer
lederskabet i verden, og at det er en intervention af den
kaliber, der kraves for at afvende faren for krig. Sa jeg
mener, at enhver, der tanker over det, kan forsta, at det er,
hvad der skal til for at nedtrappe en situation, der nasten er
ude af kontrol, og som har et enormt potentiale for at
eskalere — at kun med den tillid, som nogle lande har til
Kina, andre til Rusland, og atter andre til USA.. men som du
kan se det pa »dgdvandet« i FN's Sikkerhedsrad, hvis man ikke
bryder det, vil den ene part altid std hardt over for den
anden part, og man vil ikke kunne lgse det.

Der er brug for dette hastetopmgde. 0g jeg tror, at der pa
preasidentniveau er en klar intention om at lgse det; ikke
ngdvendigvis overalt pd regeringsniveau i Washington, som er



meget splittet, og det kan vi vende tilbage til om et gjeblik.
Men jeg mener, at Trump adskillige gange har gjort det meget
klart, at han gnsker at have et godt forhold til Rusland, pa
trods af alle vanskeligheder med at forsgge at forbedre
situationen i forholdet til Kina. Og jeg tror, at hele kuppet,
og alt fra Russiagate til rigsretssagen, blev udarbejdet netop
for at afspore Trumps intention. S& hvis man tanker det
igennem, mener jeg, at det er den eneste duelige lgsning pa
problemet.

SCHLANGER: Du navnte fgr den video din mand lavede, »Storm
over Asien«. Selv fgr det, 15-20 ar tidligere, i 1975 mener
jeg, rejste han til Irak og fremsatte et forslag om olie for
teknologi. Sa dette nye forstdelsespapir mellem Irak og Kina
er i virkeligheden noget, han lagde frem for mange ar siden.
Hvordan tror du, at sadan noget kunne fungere?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: Det er meget enkelt: Det, som min mand
udviklede i 1975 efter hans rejse til Irak, blev kaldt »0Oasis-
planen«, og det var idéen om den nggleingrediens, der mangler
i hele regionen.. hele grkenstrimlen fra den atlantiske kyst 1
Afrika gennem Sahel, Sahara, gennem Saudi-halvgen og
Mellemgsten, og derefter ind 1 Kina og helt op til det
nordlige Kina.. man har denne utrolige strimmel af grken, der
vokser. 0g der er ingen planter i hele regionen. Jeg flgj en
gang over det, og jeg kiggede ud af vinduet, og det er
forblgffende — man skimter efter en oase, og der er bare
ingen. Sa dette forslag fra min mand [tilbage] i 1975 var
ideen om, at man er ngdt til at tilvejebringe en masse nyt
vand ved hjalp af moderne midler. Umiddelbart kan man aftappe
grundvandsmagasinerne, men de er begraznsede. Sidenhen er der
brug for fredelig energi, sma atomreaktorer, for afsaltning af
enorme mangder vand, som kan bruges til kunstvanding; der kan
ogsa anvendes moderne teknologier sasom ionisering af
atmosfaren, som allerede bruges i nogle af Golfstaterne og
Israel. Jeg tror ogsa, der kan skabes masser af nyt, frisk
vand til kunstvanding, til landbrug, til genplantning. Og sa
kan der bygges infrastruktur som en forudsatning for
industrialisering.

0g hvis man tager den eksisterende kinesiske plan for den Nye



Silkevej, Balte- og Vej-Initiativet, som blev foreslaet af
president Xi allerede i 2016, da han besggte Iran, Saudi-
Arabien og Egypten, og hvor han allerede da foreslog at udvide
Belte- og Vej-Initiativet til hele regionen. 0g i1 mellemtiden
har man Kina-Pakistan-@konomiske Korridor (CPEC); man har
Assad og Kinas lgfte om at rekonstruere Syrien pa denne made;
Der var adskillige store konferencer i Golfstaterne, hvor det
star klart, at de arabiske stater ogsa har en enorm interesse.
Iran har ogsa gode forbindelser med Kina. 0g naturligvis har
Tyrkiet mange gange udtrykt, at de gnsker at vare en
integreret del af det.

Sa hvis blot man udvider Balte- og Vej-Initiativet til hele
regionen, ville det vaere meget let. 0g jeg sagde for mange ar
siden — lige som min &agtemand, vi har altid arbejdet sammen om
dette — at med de store naboer i regionen, Rusland, Kina,
Indien, Iran, Egypten, og ogsa Tyrkiet, endog Saudi-Arabien og
selv Israel.. alle kunne de indse, at det er til deres fordel
at arbejde sammen for udviklingen af hele regionens velstand.

Hvis USA ville indtage en positiv holdning til dette, kunne
investorer tjene sa mange flere penge pa at skabe det stgrste
»boom« man kan forestille sig, snarere end at tillagge
kontrollen med olien alt for stor betydning. Fossile
brendstoffer, olien, er begranset, den burde alligevel ikke
bruges til energi, og hvis man havde et reelt gkonomisk
investeringsprogram, der var mange, mange gange stgrre end
Marshall-planen, kunne der opnas langt sterre overskud, og det
ville vaere et incitament for mange ivarksattere til at
engagere sig. Desuden er europzerne — Tyskland, Italien,
Frankrig, alle disse lande er opsplittede pad grund af
flygtningekrisen: Hvis man ville starte en falles udvikling af
alle de store lande, som jeg lige har navnt, inklusive Indien,
der har en interesse i det, f.eks. 1 Afghanistan, og
naturligvis ogsa situationen omkring Kashmir, Pakistan, som
kun kan lgses, hvis man har en integreret udviklingsplan.
Flygtningekrisen kunne 1lgses meget let, hvis man udvikler
Sydvestasien og naturligvis Afrika. S& jeg tror, at en sadan
intervention er ngdvendig.

Nogle gange, har man brug for et chok: Der er brug for den



chokerende bevidsthed om, at vi er ved at sprange verden 1
luften, hvis vi ikke @&ndrer paradigmet; et chok, der Kkan
forvandles til en mulighed. 0g mange mennesker har navnt, at
det kinesiske skrifttegn for »krise« er det samme som for
»mulighed«. 0g jeg tror, at hvis vi nu har et kor af mennesker
rundt om i verden, folk der er bekymrede over faren for krig,
som er bekymrede over de uendelige krige, der ma afsluttes;
ja, sa arbejd sammen med os! Lad os slutte os sammen og skabe
en atmosfare, hvor det folkelige pres for et sadant topmgde er
sa overvaldende, at det finder sted.

SCHLANGER: I forlangelse af, at du har prasenteret lgsningen
pa krisen, er en af de ting, der er kommet op, at prasident
Trump tog skridt til.. hans meddelelse for flere maneder siden
om tilbagetrakning fra Syrien, [hvor] alle forudsagde
forferdelige konsekvenser, men det fungerede, o0g blev
koordineret med Erdogan, med Putin og selv med Assad. Derefter
rejste han til Afghanistan og talte om at trazkke tropper
tilbage fra Afghanistan. De mennesker, der forsgger at afsatte
ham med rigsretssag, gik amok, krigshggene i Reprasentanternes
Hus og Senatet i begge partier modsatte sig det. Jeg tror, at
vi ud fra dette synspunkt er ngdt til at se pa spgrgsmalet om,
hvordan denne nylige, denne nuvarende krise blev fremskyndet.
Hvad var rakkefglgen af begivenheder, der fgrte til den? For
der er nogle meget klare indikationer pa, at det er de samme
mennesker, der er ude efter at afsatte Trump og som er imod
hans fredsprogram, og som der stgtter en krig med Iran. Kan du
gennemga en lille smule af denne rakkefglge, Helga?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: Ja. Der er faktisk en meget interessant artikel
af Patrick Lawrence, der er en meget fangslende person; han
var den fgrste, der allerede 1 2017 i det amerikanske magasin
The Nation bragte historien af William Binney om, at der ikke
var noget russisk hack. 0g sa for to dage siden havde han
havde en artikel i Consortium News
[https://consortiumnews.com/2020/01/06/patrick-lawrence-the-ir
anian-generals-intent/], som jeg ogsa vil opfordre vore
lyttere til at lase, fordi der er mange tvivlsomme kilder man
ikke kan stole pa; men las denne artikel og dan jeres egen



mening: For det, han siger, er en meget interessant hypotese.
Han siger, at der faktisk er omstandigheder, som tyder pa, at
det ikke var Trump, der beordrede mordet. Nu ved jeg, at der
overalt er mange mennesker, der reagerer starkt pa, hvad Trump
sagde, og nogle af disse udsagn er ganske vist ogsa
utilgivelige — jeg mener, man kan ikke sige, at et lands
kulturarv nu skal gdelagges. De forsggte at trazkke i land pa
det punkt, og det er fint, men Trump er bare undertiden lidt
uberegnelig, og jeg tror, at alle i hele verden ved det. Men
det betyder ikke, at han organiserede dette snigmord.

Hvad Patrick Lawrence antyder, og han er selvfglgelig en kilde
med gode forbindelser i efterretningskredse, er at det var en
»paladsrevolution«, at det var den samme kombination af
mennesker, der allerede forsggte, og gentagne gange effektivt
saboterede Trumps politik over for Nordkorea, Syrien, den
Persiske Bugt generelt — han peger pa aksen mellem Pompeo,
forsvarsminister Esper og Milley, formanden for generalstaben.
Jeg tror, at Milley var den person, der prasenterede Trump for
»muligheder« for, hvad der kunne ggres, og drabet pa den
gverste militezre leder i et andet land, som tilfeldigvis ogsa
er nummer to i det pagaldende land, satter naturligvis gang i
en rakke af begivenheder; der, hvis der ikke er en serigs
indgriben for at nedkgle konflikten, potentielt kunne ga helt
ud af kontrol. Ingen ved deres fulde fem ville give
preasidenten for USA en sadan valgmulighed, men der burde have
veret bestrazbelser for med bestemthed at sige: »Dette er IKKE
en mulighed.« Men det skete ikke.

I stedet fortalte Pompeo og Esper tilsyneladende Trump, at der
var fare for et umiddelbart forestaende angreb pa amerikanske
installationer og personale; for da Trump derefter
offentliggjorde denne meddelelse, var det det, han sagde.

Hvis man nu ser pa forlgbet, hvordan det udviklede sig 10 dage
fer snigmordet, var der adskillige bombeangreb pa en
militerbase i Irak, som tilhgrte Kataib Hezbollah, hvilket
ikke er det samme som det libanesiske Hezbollah, men det er en
irakisk paramiliter organisation, der var meget involveret 1
at bekampe IS. Efter disse angreb, som var en reaktion pa en
granatbeskydning — de var anklaget for at have beskudt en



irakisk base tidligere — efter disse bombeangreb, var dernast
demonstrationerne foran den amerikanske ambassade, som blev
afblast. Men dette var forspillet til angrebet pa general
Soleimani.

Adskillige personer, der 1inkluderede den irakiske
statsminister Abdul-Mahdi, fortalte det irakiske parlament, at
Soleimani var pa vej til at mgdes med Abdul-Mahdi, og at han
var pa en diplomatisk mission for at forhandle mellem Saudi-
Arabien og Iran for at forsgge at finde en eller anden made at
forsone sunni- og shiamuslimerne pa, og dette var faktisk
beordret af det Hvide Hus, af Trump selv. Med det samme stod
Pompeo frem i gar og sagde: »Nej, der var ingen sadan
mission«, men Abdul-Mahdi sagde, at der var en sadan mission,
og hvem end der nu udfgrte dette angreb, vidste tydeligvis
pracis, hvor denne drone skulle ramme, fordi de vidste, at
Soleimani ville vare til stede pa dette tidspunkt, ligesom den
stedfortradende leder af en vigtig milits, der ogsa blev
drabt, og flere andre personer.

Men som vi hgrte fra andre militzreksperter, sker denne slags
angreb ikke bare ud af den bla luft. Der er faktisk en liste
med mal, hvilket, i dette tilfalde, er blevet udarbejdet af
USA’s CENTCOM (USA’s centralkommando) Afdeling Orange, som
vidst nok er placeret i South Carolina lige nu. 0g disse er,
med andre ord, lister pa mulige mal, og dette skulle aldrig
nogensinde vare sket. 0g Trump blev simpelthen stillet i en
situation, hvor han var ngdt til at redde ansigt, fordi alt
var allerede forberedt.

Pompeo har ikke fremlagt nogen beviser, og naturligvis er
dette alt sammen stadig hypotetisk. Jeg synes, at der er brug
for en serigs efterforskning; jeg mener, at der md fremlagges
beviser. Men jeg tror, at dette er en meget plausibel hypotese
af, hvordan det skete, og konklusionen, som Patrick Lang
drager, er, at det er de samme personer, som er involveret i
retsforfglgelserne — dette kommer faktisk ogsd fra en rakke
Trump-tilhangere, og folk som ikke stgtter Trump — som siger:
»Hvorfor skulle vi lytte til de samme aviser og samme kredse,
som folk generelt kalder den »dybe stat«, der er involveret 1
»Russiagate«, i retsforfglgelserne, og imod Trump, og som



tydeligvis nu udbreder dette syn? Hvorfor skulle vi pludselig
tro pa disse personer?«

Sa jeg opfordrer jer til at betragte situationen: Det er mere
komplekst end det ses ved fgrste blik, og i betragtning af de
absolutte uhyrligheder omkring Trump, hvilket sker som et
resultat af dette, tror jeg, at et klinisk syn pd alt dette er
desto vigtigere.

SCHLANGER: Jeg synes, at et af de mere overbevisende
argumenter om dette kom fra oberst Lawrence Wilkerson, den
tidligere stabschef for Colin Powell, da Powell fremlagde de
falske beviser om Iraks massegdelaggelsesvaben i FN. Wilkerson
kom med en kort erklaring, hvor han sagde: »Ubestridelige
beviser?« Har vi ikke hgrt dette fgr? @nsker vi at gentage de
samme fejl igen og igen?

0g jeg tror at vigtigheden af en undersggelse af dette er
afgerende, men for folk, der gnsker at stogtte prasidenten, er
det bedste ikke, at lade som om dette er en amerikansk
brydekamp, og at hoppe op og ned og heppe, hver gang der er
nogen som bliver ramt. Man ma begynde fra det hgjere
strategiske standpunkt. 0g jeg tror, Helga, at dette er det
vigtige ved at kigge pa ting som videoen »Storm over Asien« og
pa, hvem der pa langere sigt drager fordel af sadanne slags
krige. 0g du har varet meget oprigtig i din beslutsomhed om at
overvinde den geopolitiske doktrin. Er det ikke i sidste ende
det, som vi har at gegre med, og det, som Prasident Trump ma
affinde sig med?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: Jo. Jeg mener, at Det Britiske Imperiums
kontrol, hvis vi gar tilbage til »The Great Game«, til Sykes-
Picot-aftalen, til Bernard Lewis-planen, til Samuel
Huntington, til Brzezinski; alt dette var geopolitik, som
udtenkt af Mackinder, af Haushofer-doktrinen, den
ondskabsfulde idé, at man matte forhindre en sammenhangskraft
af den eurasiske landmasse, fordi det ville vare til skade for
de atlantiske magter, nemlig USA og Storbritannien — og at
denne doktrin, at man bliver ngdt til at manipulere — og da
briterne efter 1. verdenskrig opdelte regionen, med Sykes-
Picot-aftalen, gjorde de det bevidst! Samuel Huntingtons
latterlige bog »Civilisationernes sammenstgd«, som jeg for



mange ar siden pinte mig selv med at lase, — denne fyr havde
intet kendskab til nogen af de kulturer og religioner, som han
snakkede om — men dette er en handbog for manipulationer.

Dette md nu ophgre. 0g grunden til, at jeg siger, at vi har

Et betydeligt
udsnit af de amerikanske valgere reagerer entusiastisk pa hans
presentationer, idet han fortsatter med at betone afslutningen
pa krigene, der blev indledt af Bush og Obama, alt imens han
bekemper sammensvargelsen, der fgres imod ham. Hun kaldte
demokraternes pres for en rigsretssag for et “hgjrisikabelt
spil.. som kan give bagslag.”

Det vi gennemlever er et utroligt historisk gjeblik, et
endeligt opger mellem millioner over hele verden der er vrede,
og som i USA bliver mobiliseret af Trump imod det britiske
imperium, der har taget Det Demokratiske Parti [som gidsel].

Forestil jer: Verdens ende indtraffer, men der mgder ingen op!
Forestil jer at teenager-klimaidolet Greta Thunberg, og alle
central- og investeringsbankfolkene, hedgefonde og
spekulanter, der er euforiske over den angivelige vished for
at planeten vil koge over inden for 18 maneder (ifelge Prince
Charles) — mens sidstnavnte er ekstatiske over astronomiske
profitter, som de tror kan opnas ved ”"grgnne finanser”. Men
sa, ikke desto mindre, fortsatter verden — trods forskellige
udsving i1 klimaet — simpelthen med at eksistere!

Denne variation af fredsbevagelsens gamle slogan: "Antag at
der er krig, men at der ikke kommer nogen”, er nyttig for at
understrege den pointe, at en ideologi kun indvirker pa
virkeligheden, hvis stgrstedelen af befolkningen tror pa den.

Der er ingen klimakrise. Klimadata for de sidste 500 millioner
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ar viser, at Jordens klima har varieret kontinuerligt med en
konstant vekslen mellem varme og kolde perioder. (Den sidste
af disse kolde perioder sluttede fgrst i 1850 med den ‘Lille
Istid’.) Dagens klimaalarmister kan ikke basere sig pa
videnskabeligt beviselige fakta, men bruger klimamodeller,
hvis forudsigelser allerede har vist sig at vare overdrevne.
Fejlen i disse modeller understreger det faktum, at klimaet er
en meget kompleks stgrrelse, som straks ma bringes tilbage pa
et videnskabeligt grundlag. Mens menneskeskabte aktiviteter
har en begranset effekt pa klimaet, er det som IPCC gor —
nemlig at ignorere den dybe indvirkning af processer 1 solen
og 1 vores galakse — hgjdepunktet af videnskabelig
inkompetence!

Demoniseringen af C02 og det resulterende mal om af-
karbonisering af verdensgkonomien er lige sa rationelt som at
brende hekse pad balet som et middel mod sygdom. CO: er ikke et
forurenende stof, men er en uundvaerlig betingelse for livet pa
jorden, og isar for trivslen af planter og landbrug som
grundlag for menneskets eksistens. Den virkelige
krisesituation er af-karboniseringen af den globale gkonomi,
hvilket den finansielle sektor presser pa med, og som vil fgre
til et sammenbrud af de industrialiserede lande, gdelaggelse
af udviklingslandene og massiv, global befolkningsreduktion —
dvs. folkedrab.

Klimahysteriet, der er iscenesat af den finansielle sektor og
de etablerede medier, er den stgrste propagandistiske
manipulation af befolkningen nogensinde; en manipulation der
har fungeret sa effektivt, at den nazistiske propagandamester
Josef Goebbels ville have opgivet sit job pa grund af sin
relative fiasko i forhold hertil. Det egentlige spgrgsmal der
star pa spil er ganske anderledes: Det neoliberale
finanssystem er absolut ferdigt. Arsagerne til nedbruddet i
2008 er langt fra blevet 1lgst, men er i stedet blevet
forstgrret gennem elleve ar med kvantitative lempelser, og
renter der er sat til nul eller endda under. Hvilke planer har



det finansielle oligarki? Ifglge et papir, der for nylig blev
fremlagt af BlackRock pa Jackson Holes arlige bankmgde, skulle
centralbankerne gennemfgre et “regimeskifte”, hvor
centralbanker, der forbliver “uafhangige”, udsteder store
mengder penge og giver dem direkte til regeringer, som kun vil
bruge dem i henhold til centralbankernes direktiver. Det er
samme princip, som Hitlers finansminister Hjalmar Schacht
brugte til at finansiere den militazre opbygning pa det
tidspunkt — men denne gang skal alle de penge der er skabt
bruges til at ggre verdensgkonomien "grgn”.

For de fleste mennesker der er indfanget af den neoliberale
ideologi, iscenesat af de etablerede medier, er det meget
svert at forestille sig, at hele grundlaget for dette system
er forkert. Men denne ideologi involverer 1ikke kun det
“regimeskifte”, der er planlagt af centralbankfolkene, men
0ogsa et “regimeskifte” mod den amerikanske prasident Donald
Trump, savel som imod Rusland og Kina, som det ses i
“farverevolutionen”, der nu bliver anstiftet i Hongkong. Og
det inkluderer ogsa ideen om, at det er helt normalt, at et
lille lag af rige mennesker bliver stadig rigere, mens
flertallet bliver stadig fattigere; at Afrika skal forblive
underudviklet for evigt; at hvert menneske under alle
omstendigheder er en parasit, der forurener miljget; og at
grenserne for vakst er ndet. 0g lad os ikke glemme de liberale
ideer om, at “alting gar an,” og at enhver mening er lige sa
god som enhver anden.

Men set ud fra universets love og menneskehedens evolution,
som de er bestemmende for, er disse aksiomer lige sa forkerte
som de fleste af antagelserne fra middelalderen, sasom
skolastik, hekseri eller flagellantisme.

Hvis vi skal slippe ud af den nuvarende voksende krise, hvor
alt ser ud til at lgbe ud af kontrol, er vi ngdt til at @ndre
hele vores tankegang. Vi er ngdt til at finde et
referencepunkt, hvorfra vi kan vurdere alle vores antagelser
om menneskeheden og universet vi bebor, og undersgge deres



gyldighed. Dette referencepunkt er rumforskning og rumfart.

Bemandet rumfart er det sejrende bevis for, at Leibniz havde
ret 1 at havde, at vi lever 1 den bedste af alle verdener.
Naturligvis ikke i den forstand, som den kyniske Voltaire — pa
sin vis den tids Sir David Attenborough — angreb Leibniz’
optimistiske billede af mennesket, men i den forstand at det
viser, at menneskeheden er den eneste (hidtil kendte) kreative
art, der gennem opdagelsen af stadigt nye principper for det
fysiske univers kan skabe grundlaget for at overvinde alle
granser.

Som Lyndon LaRouche demonstrerede i sin banebrydende bog ‘Der
er ingen granser for vakst’, (PDF) og i hele sit livs arbejde,
er det de originale opdagelser af stadigt mere komplekse
eksperimentelt beviselige principper for universet, der giver
grundlaget for helt nye gkonomiske platforme, som kan skabe
midlerne til at opretholde bedre brgdfgdte, langere levende og
bedre uddannede mennesker. Pa den made er vakstbegrebet ikke
sa simpelt som nogle fjolser, sasom Malthus, forestiller
sig; fjolser, der tanker 1 baner af en kausal verden
indskrenket af en euklidisk aritmetik eller geometrisk
multiplikation; men snarere svarende til en mangfoldigt
forbundet riemannsk manifold, der udfolder sig til hgjere
ordener, der ikke kan forstas med udgangspunkt i de lavere.
Kreativ fornuft kan, som det mest udviklede element 1
universet, skabe nye singulariteter, der igen kan gge graden
af menneskelig effektivitet i universet ud over alle granser.

De bedste eksempler pa dette er den forventede beherskelse af

termonuklear fusion — hvor mennesket efterligner
fusionsprocessen 1 Solen og derved producerer ubegransede
mengder af energi og reserver af ramaterialer - og

bekraftelsen af Albert Einsteins generelle relativitetsteori,
som det for nyligt blev gjort med bekraftelsen af
gravitationsbglger og billedoptagelser af sorte huller; sorte
huller, som befinder sig i centrum af hver af de to billioner
galakser, som Hubble-teleskopet indtil videre har varet i



stand til at opdage.

Den nye made at tenke pa md afvise bankfolks pseudo-
religioner, etablerede medier og klima-apostle, og erstatte
dem med en videnskabelig debat om eksperimentelt beviselige
fakta. Artemis-programmet, der er vedtaget af prasident Trump,
og som vil bringe folk tilbage til Manen i 2024 og etablere en
permanent station i 2028, er lovende i sa henseende, og
ligeledes rumprogrammerne i Kina, Indien, Rusland og Det
Europaiske Rumfartsagentur. I gvrigt viser Kinas enestdende
gkonomiske succes og dynamikken i ‘Den Nye Silkevej’, at
fokuseringen pa videnskabelig innovation er mere gavnligt for
de involverede lande end det neoliberale systems fokusering pa
profit.

Hvis det er muligt at bringe Europa og USA ind i et samarbejde
med det kinesiske Balte- og Vejinitiativ og, for USA’s
vedkommende, i et samarbejde med Kina om rumfart, vil
menneskeheden ikke befinde sig pa randen af en klima-
apokalypse, men snarere i begyndelsen af en ny &ra, hvor
menneskets iboende evne til fornuft frit kan udvikle sig, og
vi i en vis forstand kan overga til voksenlivet for vores art.
Vi vil udforme en mere menneskelig tidsalder, og demonstrere
at denne verden faktisk er den bedste af alle mulige verdener,
fordi der potentielt findes et geni i ethvert menneske, og
graderne af frihed i udviklingen af vores art vil stige uden
begrensning til i et omfang, hvor flere [og flere] mennesker
kan realisere dette potentiale i sig selv.

Den 11. september (EIRNS) — Aktivister og tilhangere af
LaRouche-bevagelsen besgger 1 denne uge skoler og
universiteter i hele verden — snesevis af dem alene i USA —
for at inspirere de mest eftertznksomme unge med det glade
lgfte om menneskehedens fremtid i rummet og for at mobilisere
dem til at hjalpe med at ggre det til virkelighed. Dette er
dage med aktioner den 10. september og den 12. september, som
opfordret i Helga Zepp-LaRouche’s globale skrivelse, Link:
“International opfordring til ungdommen: Fornuftens tidsalder
er ude blandt stjernerne!”

Denne mobilisering er i symbiose — drevet og styret af — det
amerikanske rumfartsagentur NASAs Manen-til-Mars “Artemis
Projekt”, potentielt dets fgrste rigtige nationale mission
siden “Apollo-programmet” af prasident John F. Kennedy. Og
meget mere: Kinas fgrste udforskning af bagsiden af Manen
nogensinde; Indiens ambitigse, nyligt blomstrende rumprogram
med opsendelser til Manen, Mars og andre planetariske
missioner og samarbejder med bade Japan og Rusland. En &gte
tidsalder med rumrejser af den menneskelige race og en
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fornuftens tidsalder i1 menneskelige anliggender kunne nu tage
sin begyndelse. Meget belejligt, afskedigede prasident Donald
Trump, 1 disse aktionsdage, sin krigs-hgg, den nationale
sikkerhedsradgiver — for som en kommentator udtrykte det,
“Dette var frem for alt gode nyheder for ungdommen”, det er
dem, der er blevet sendt ud for at kampe de uendelige og
frugteslgse krige for regimeskifte.

Aktionsdagen den 12. september vil vere mere internationalt
favnende end den fgrste. Samarbejde mellem mindst fire eller
flere rumfartsnationer — USA, Rusland, Indien og Kina fgrst og
fremmest — er afggrende for denne store opgave.

Det bundlgse ‘Jackson Hul'’

Den 27. august (EIRNS) — G7-nationerne har lige pa blandende
vis stillet deres institutionelle politiske fallit til skue pa
deres topmgde den 24.-26. 1 Biarritz, Frankrig, idet de undgik
enhver diskussion af de alvorlige problemer, som kloden star
overfor, og omhyggeligt undgik det enkelte, altafggrende sag
for menneskeheden: Den uafvendelige bankerot af hele det
London-drevne transatlantiske finansielle system og mgdet den
22-24. august 1 Jackson Hole mellem centralbankfolk og andre
finansielle koryfzer, der opfordrede til et “regimeskifte 1
pengepolitikken” for at forsgge at holde deres imperium
intakt.
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Som Helga Zepp-LaRouche fortalte til europaiske medarbejdere
den 26. august: ”"Den virkelige historie er, at der pad mgdet i
Jackson Hole blev erklaret et regimeskifte 1 pengepolitikken
og udsigten til ‘helikopterpenge’, hvorved de grundlaggende
fjernede de sidste aspekter af regeringernes suveraznitet ved
at give centralbankerne myndighed til sa& at sige at ‘ga
direkte’, hvilket betyder at pumpe penge bade ind i den
officielle stat, men ogsd ad private kanaler — og naturligvis
skal alt dette ogsad finansiere ‘the Green Deal’. Dette er
precis, hvad Hitlers rigsbankdirektgr, Hjalmar Schacht,
gjorde.”

Zepp-LaRouche gik videre og mindede lytterne om, hvordan
Lyndon LaRouche i en bergmt offentlig debat i december 1971
med den fremtrzdende liberale gkonom Abba Lerner ved Queens
College i New York City hakkede Lerner til plukfisk ved at fa
ham til at indrgmme, at han troede Schachts politik med at
abne sluserne for finansiering af nazisternes krigsmaskine var
den rigtige politik — og at hvis bare andre politikere havde
gjort det, som Schacht sagde, ville Hitler ikke have varet
“ngdvendig.”

Hvad centralbankfolkene 1 Jackson Hole, ledet af Bank of
Englands Mark Carney, foreslog, er intet andet end en nymodens
version af den samme schachtianske hyperinflatoriske redning
af deres fallerede finanssystem — hvilket har de samme
politiske egenskaber i dag som det havde dengang: fascisme.

Den gamle verdensorden er hurtigt ved at ga under, i en grad
sa endog talergr for London som dagbladet The Guardian tvinges
til med bedrgvelse at indrgmme, at G7-mgdet efterlod sig fa
spor af, at det nogensinde fandt sted .. men der var en klar
fornemmelse af, at den etablerede orden fik sin sidste olie.
"Arkitekterne og fortalerne for denne gamle orden er
imidlertid konstitutionelt ude af stand til at skabe en ny,
der fungerer for menneskeheden, understregede Zepp-LaRouche. I
stedet trazkker de verden ned i1 en malstrgm af fascistiske
gregnne politikker — ned i et bundlgst ‘Jackson Hul'.



Dette ses i den seneste udvikling i Italien, hvor briterne og
deres allierede forsgger at konsolidere et grgnt statskup ved
at indsatte en regering, der er forpligtet til “en
paradigmeezndring vedrgrende miljget, et 100 % bzredygtigt
land”. Det ses ogsda halvvejs rundt om planeten i Amazonas-
regionen, hvor den franske prasident Macron star i spidsen for
en lggnagtig kampagne 1 grgnne internationale medier og
sociale netvaerk, for at nedtromle den brasilianske suverznitet
ved at "hjelpe” dem med at handtere amazone-brandene.

I lyset af denne altoverskyggende strategiske virkelighed
kritiserede Zepp-LaRouche 1igen dem i USA og Europa, der
foreslar at fortsatte konfrontationskursen med Kina og
Rusland. "Dette er virkelig forkert,” sagde hun. "Der er
absolut ingen problemer hvad angar de strategiske spgrgsmal,
der kan lgses uden Rusland; og der er ikke et eneste gkonomisk
problem, der kan lgses uden Kina, isar med dette truende
gkonomiske sammenbrud og hyperinflation” — Kina, som trods alt
er det eneste lokomotiv for egentlig fysisk gkonomisk vakst i
verden i dag.

Zepp-LaRouche tilslutter sig kraftigt den tilgang, der
tidligere i denne uge blev taget af Kreml-talsmanden Dmitry
Peskov, som opfordrede til, at det naste G7- eller G8-mgde,
der vil blive afholdt i USA, inkluderer ikke alene Rusland,
men ogsa Kina og Indien.

Hvad der ser ud til at vare
umuligt ud 1 dag, kan blive
uundgaeligt i morgen

Den 20. august (EIRNS) — Rgde lys blinker tvaers over hele det
transatlantiske finansielle system, hvilket signalerer faren
for et umiddelbart forestdaende finansielt og banksammenbrud,
der vil fa 2008 til at blegne i sammenligning; og dette sker
nu, umiddelbart fgr det arlige mgde den 22.-24. august i
Jackson Hole, Wyoming, hvor folk fra Verdens centralbanker og
ledende internationale finansfolk beslutter politikken, samt
topmgdet den 24.-26. August mellem stats- og regeringschefer
for G7 — gruppen af udviklede nationer — som afholdes 1
Biarritz, Frankrig.

En uhyggelig, sygelig bleghed hanger over begge mgder — i det
mindste for de ledere, der er villige til at indrgmme, at det
britiske imperiums hele transatlantiske gkonomiske system er
hablgst bankerot, og at hver eneste indsats, der hidtil er
gjort for at redde dets spekulative boble pa 1,5 billiarder
dollars, er mislykkedes.

‘Bail-outs’ pa steroider i form af over 15 billioner $ i
kvantitative lempelser (QE ‘quantitative easings’) er blevet
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forsggt og er mislykkedes. ‘Bail-ins’ kollapsede endog inden
de kom ud fra startblokkene, fordi de var politisk umulige.
Negative renter er nu den dominerende virkelighed i de fleste
af G7-nationerne — USA er den vigtigste undtagelse, men det er
hurtigt pa vej i den retning — de negative renter, som er en
form for landevejsrgveri mod de befolkninger, der rammes, er
en indikation af ekstrem gkonomisk dysfunktion . For billioner
af dollars falske "grgnne obligationer” vil snart blive
udstedt i endnu et desperat forsgg pa at udplyndre de fysiske
gkonomier for at redde City of Londons og Wall Street’s
spekulative boble. Brexit-adskillelsen mellem Det Forenede
Kongerige og Den Europziske Union ligger nu fast til den 31.
oktober, og truer med at trakke stikket ud for Londons kontrol
over den globale handel med derivater — der tegner sig for
cirka 80% af den samlede internationale finansielle boble.

0g nu er der til brug for slanget ved mgdet i Jackson Hole
udarbejdet en politisk ‘hvidbog’ af top centralbankfolk og
andre, der arbejder med BlackRock, den stgrste private gruppe
af kapitalforvaltere pa kloden, der frakt foreslar en
selvmorderisk “regimeandring i pengepolitikken, en aftale, der
er lige sa omfattende, som den vi sa mellem fgr-krisen og
efter-krisen "-dvs. den hyperinflations-ordning med
kvantitative lempelser, der blev sluppet lgs efter kollapset i
2008. Deres forslag er, at centralbanker skal satte regeringer
1 de facto-‘receivership’ (en slags betalingsstandsning, red.)
og selv "gad direkte” med store gkonomiske pengestrgmme til de
bankerotte modtagere indenfor den offentlige og den private
sektor. Dette kan bedst sammenlignes med at tilfgre finansiel
heroin i venerne pad et hablgst afhangigt, nasten dedt, lig —
og det vil have lignende resultater.

De mennesker, der har studeret den fysiske gkonom Lyndon
LaRouche, vil genkende denne situation som en, hvor vakstraten
for monetare aggregater (som f.eks. ‘QE’) — i forbindelse med
LaRouche’s “Triple Curve” (eller ‘Typiske Kollapsfunktion') —
hidtil har overgdet vakstraten for de samlede finansielle
aggregater (f.eks. derivater), at der ikke er nogen mulig sats



for yderligere monetar hyperinflation, der kunne forhindre, at
boblen med de finansielle aggregater for 1.5 billiarder $ i at
implodere — og dermed den fysiske gkonomi i de dele af verden,
der ikke er tilsluttet Kinas Balte og Vej-Initiativ.

Medmindre, naturligvis, at LaRouches konkursomlagning af det
nuverende transatlantiske system gennemfgres 1 tide. Dette
krever, at De Forenede Stater sammen med andre stormagter,
sasom Kina, Rusland og Indien, satter det britiske imperium og
dets gkonomiske system permanent ud af drift.

Som den russiske prasident Vladimir Putin udtalte ved en
felles pressekonference med den franske prasident Emmanuel
Macron efter et topmgde mellem de to ledere i gar: "Det, der
ser umuligt ud i dag, kan blive uundgdeligt i morgen.” Putin
henviste til prospektet om at skabe et falles Europa fra
Lissabon til Vladivostok. Men det samme princip galder for
verdensgkonomiens tilstand og det finansielle system i dag.

Som Helga Zepp-LaRouche sagde til medarbejderne i gar: "Jeg
tror, at [Putins] -formulering ogsa eftertrykkeligt galder for
implementeringen af Lyndon LaRouches 1lgsninger pa den
nuverende krise ...

Alternativet er, at have et nyt paradigme,
hvor menneskehedens fremtid skal organiseres af forskere og
klassiske kunstnere, fordi dette essentielt er de eneste to
grupper af mennesker, der tror pad verificerbare universelle
principper. Lyndon LaRouche understregede hele tiden dette: at
ens politik skal vere baseret pa universets fysiske love, og
de eneste mennesker, der ved dette, er mennesker, der tror pa
at ggre nye opdagelser, hvilket er universelt.”



Den Grgnne Nazi
Internationale, og andet trin
af kuppet

Den 8. august (EIRNS) — Husker man Bob Mueller? Har man hgrt
tale om ham for nylig? Efter at Muellers undersggelse
mislykkedes pa spektakular vis, er fase to af kupforsgget imod
presidenten begyndt.

I forhandsvisningen af hendes prasentation i dag siges det:
"Nesten i samme gjeblik som ” Rusland, Rusland, Rusland !!! ”-
angrebet pa det amerikanske prasidentskab kollapsede med
Robert Muellers mentalt afstumpede afgivelse af vidneudsagn
for Kongressen, blev en ny ‘fortalling’, en ny fase af kuppet,
sat 1 sving, komplet med faktuel voldelig koreografi og drab
pad uskyldige. Dette angreb stammer fra de samme Britiske
imperialistiske krafter og psykologiske krigere, der opfandt
myten om Russiagate. Det er ikke kun et angreb pa Trump,
designet til at sikre hans nederlag i 2020. Det er et angreb
pa hele nationens evne til at rasonnere og vurdere
virkeligheden i takt med at verdensgkonomien balancerer pa
kanten af endnu et sammenbrud. Mest af alt er det rettet mod

vores ungdom — dem, der historisk set har afstedkommet store
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og historiske @ndringer pd afgerende vendepunkter i historien,
sasom den krise, vi star overfor nu. Prasident Trump udtalte
korrekt i denne uge, at det er presserende med en
kulturandring, og han prgver helt klart at finde ud af,
hvordan det kan ggres.”

Mrs. Boyd vil ggre det klart, at den 1ideologi, som
masseskytterne er blevet forsynet med, er en variant af grgn
fascisme.

Forhandsvisningen til aftenens LaRouchePAC-prasentation af
Boyd afsluttes saledes: "Som sadvanlig har Lyndon LaRouche
givet os en lgsning — Manen-Mars-missionen, som prasident
Trump har godkendt, og som vores folk nu ma gegre til det
centrale spgrgsmal i den kommende prasidentkampagne.

menneskehedens produktive krafter, som spreder sig fra Asien
gennem ideen om den Nye Silkevej.

Italiensk Videnskab og Kultur

Lyndon LaRouches ideer afspejler i Italien et fremskridt for
den videnskabelige og kunstneriske revolution i det 15.
arhundredes florentinske renassance. Dette fremskridt omfatter
en tilbagevenden til en naturlig musikalsk stemning, hvilket
Giuseppe Verdi kravede for mere end et a&rhundrede
siden; Italiens nylige skridt til at gennemfgre LaRouches
forslag om en Glass/Steagall-banklovgivning, en tilbagevenden
til Hamiltons principper om gkonomisk politik; og Italiens
dristige beslutning om at tilslutte sig Kinas Balte- og
Vejinitiativ for verdens udvikling.

Grundlaggende er der imidlertid ikke noget specifikt italiensk
knyttet til disse fremskridt; Italien er den gode
muldjord, som barer de nuvarende frugter af de platoniske
ideer, der opstod i det gamle Grazkenland, viderefgrt af
Nicolaus Cusanus, Johannes Kepler, den tyske matematiker og
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fysiker Bernhard Riemann, og det musikalske geni Wilhelm
Furtwangler. Furtwangler var omtrent ene om at redde den
europaiske musikkultur fra at blive destrueret af den
britiske golem Adolf Hitler. Senere blev han den ledende
inspiration for LaRouches insisteren pad at musik ikke udfoldes
i lyd, men i det riemannske komplekse domazne.

Hvorfor Vesten er ved at tabe
1 konkurrencen med Kina

Under den afsluttende diskussion pad Schillerinstituttets
seminar 1 Berlin den 27. februar fremhavede Helga Zepp-
LaRouche Vestens kulturelle forfald og Kinas helt
modsatrettede kulturpolitik som én af hovedarsagerne til Kinas
overlegenhed over for Vesten 1 den meget diskuterede
konkurrence mellem de to systemer.

Anledningen til hendes redeggrelse var det spgrgsmal, om
Vesten rent faktisk indtager en konfrontatorisk holdning over
for Kina, eller om det ikke snarere er Kina, der konfronterer
Vesten. I sit svar beskrev hun fgrst udviklingen inden for de
sidste ar. Kina har siden Deng Xiaopings tid fulgt reglen om
at "holde bolden flad og ikke fremhave sin egen rolle, men
forst og fremmest tage sig af sin egen udvikling.” Men det har
endret sig, fegrst og fremmest med Xi Jinping. "Xi Jinping har
sagt, at vi md @&ndre vor rolle som verdensmagt til gavn for
hele menneskeheden.” Sa har Kina ogsd sat sit program ”"Made in
China 2025"” meget starkt i forgrunden om at "blive globalt
ferende pa verdensmarkedet inden for ti nggleteknologier -
computere, robotter, kunstig intelligens, el-biler og
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forskellige andre omrader”.

Selv om det nye silkevejsinitiativ er det stgrste
infrastrukturprogram i menneskehedens historie, sa& har Vesten
i hele fire ar nasten intet fortalt om Den nye Silkevej. "Fire
ars tavshed, sa har man endelig bemarket noget: Lige et
gjeblik! Det gar for hurtigt, det der; og alle de lande, der
tilslutter sig!” 0g sa begyndte Vestens angreb. ”"Det var
virkeligt internationalt koordineret, pludseligt kom disse
angreb fra CSIS 1) og fra europaiske tanketanke.”

Det har udlgst visse diskussioner i Kina, om det har varet
klogt at fremhave 2025-programmets rolle sa kraftigt og derved
provokere og udsatte sig for alle disse angreb. ”Sa vidt jeg
ved, har Kina trukket det en smule tilbage. Men pa den anden
side: kendsgerningerne taler for sig selv. Med landingen pa
Manens bagside er Kina i fard med at Kina overtaget fgringen
inden for udforskningen af Verdensrummet. 0g her er der ikke
langere nogle, der kan sige, at "Kina har stjalet teknologien
i Vesten”, for her er Kina blevet den fgrende. 0g det samme
gelder for kernefusion: reaktoren EAST-projektet, har opndet
den hgjeste temperatur over det langste tidsrum.”

Hun tilbageviste forsggene pa at "svarte Kina til” som for
eksempel med pastanden om, at Kina forsgger at lokke alle de
lande, det samarbejder med, 1 en galdsfzlde. "Det stemmer
ikke! I Afrika er der for eksempel mange lande, der har
modtaget foraringer, altsd ikke blot kreditter, men hvor Kina
simpelthen har finansieret tingene, for eksempel i Atiopien og
andre lande.” Naturligvis har Kina indflydelse. "Men det er
min dybeste overbevisning, at Kina mener alt det, det siger,
altsd at der ikke er nogle hemmelige bagtanker, men at det er
den konfucianske tankegang, der pavirker politikken. En
harmonisk udvikling af alle stater, retten til at bibeholde
sit eget system, ikke-indblanding, alt det er principper, som
Kina fglger.”

FORLADT DE BEDSTE TRADITIONER



Forst og fremmest er Vesten konfronteret med, at vi har vendt
os fra vore egne bedste traditioner, tenk pa (Friedrich) List,
pa Humboldt, Schiller, vor klassiske periode, hvor vore
humanistiske tankere spillede en stgrre rolle; disse vardier
har vi forladt. 0g vi har erstattet dem med liberale eller
neoliberale vardier — alt er tilladt, der er ingen faste
principper mere. Nasten hver dag opstar der et nyt "ken”, der
er mend og kvinder og indimellem er der efterhanden utallige
underafdelinger. Det er muligt, men hvorfor fremhaver man det
sa voldsomt? Ungdomskulturen har jeg allerede varet inde pa.”

Kina har 1 mods®tning hertil forbudt hip-hop-musik med det
argument, at "hip-hop har et degenereret kvindesyn, at det
forkynder voldsanvendelse, at det promoverer ting, der er
skadelige for anden.” Det samme ggr sig galdende for banale
underholdningsudsendelser som for eksempel de quiz-shows, der
er sa udbredte i Vesten.

Over for denne underholdningskultur i Vesten fremhavede hun
Friedrich Schillers idé om den astetiske opdragelse. Den
estetiske opdragelse skal foradle mennesket. "Schiller
spgrger: 'Hvor skal forandringen komme fra, nar staten er
korrupt og masserne svakkede?’ Dette galder jo ogsd i hgj grad
for os. Man kan ikke vente, at forandringen skal komme fra
staten, og heller ikke fra masserne, for de er slgve,
degenererede, slappe. Det er jo egentligt et spejlbillede af
vort eget nuvaerende samfund, med andre ydre omstandigheder,
men grundliggende det samme.”

Schiller kommer sa med det svar, at forandringen kun kan komme
fra den store klassiske kunst, fordi den foradler mennesket.
"Skgnheden henvender sig ikke kun til fornuften, men ogsa til
sanserne. For skgnheden taler til sanserne; men da skgnheden
hos Schiller er et fornuftbegreb, lgfter den mennesket op pa
et hgjere plan gennem leg. 0g Schiller siger, sadan som Cai
Yunpei 2) i gvrigt ogsa ger det, at det kommer an pa at
foradle mennesket i dets fritid.”



Nar mennesket arbejder og er ngdt til at tjene til livets
opretholdelse, har det ikke tid til overs, for sa er det
beskaftiget med ngdvendige ting og har ikke tid til at give
sig af med skegnne ting. "Men hvis det i fritiden — i stedet
for at spilde den og gdsle den bort — giver sig af med skgnne
kunstvaerker sasom musik, maleri og digtning og fordyber sig i
dem, sa foler det sig @delt i samme gjeblik og forbedres sa at
sige af skgnheden.”

Schiller har forsvaret denne idé om, at menneskets foradling
finder sted gennem den ®stetiske opdragelse "og det er netop
ogsa en grundliggende tanke i Kina”. Xi Jinping har fremhavet
vigtigheden af den ®stetiske opdragelse "for alle samfundets
lag, og jeg tror, at det er dette, der mangler her i Vesten.
Her er der ingen, der taler om, at menneskene skal forbedre
sig, tvertimod, alt er tilladt, og medierne beretter kun om de
tabeligste begivenheder, de stgrste perversioner og de
voldeligste handelser.”

I Fjernsynet er der ingen rigtige film 1langere, men kun
"krimier, og krimierne er alle fyldt med meningslgs vold, med
perversioner og pornografi. Der er en undersggelse, der viser,
at bgrn allerede fra seks- syvarsalderen er i stand til at
finde frem til alt pornografisk indhold pa internettet og det
i den mest kvalmende form. Det har en uhyggeligt uheldig
indvirkning pa udviklingen af intelligensen, fordi det forrar
mennesket .. Samfundet her i Vesten ggr ikke noget for at
forhindre det.”

FOLGERNE AF DET KULTURELLE FORFALD

Hun kom derefter ind pa felgerne af dette kulturelle forfald.
Industrien beklager sig over, at 25 % af alle de 15-arige er
uegnede til at bestride et arbejde, "fordi de er umotiverede,
fordi de ikke gider noget, fordi de er pad stoffer eller af
andre grunde. Amerika har som industrination nu haft to ar med
faldende levealder. Te&nk lige over det engang! Hvis der er
nogen malestok for et samfunds gkonomiske succes, sa er det



n

gennemsnitslevealderen.” 0g den er faldende i Amerika "pa
grund af alkohol og stofmisbrug; man har en opiat-plage af
receptpligtige medikamenter, der har gjort folk afhangige. Og
sa gar de ud pa gaden, fordi opiatet eller medikamenterne er
billigere der. Altsa med andre ord: Vi har et kampeproblem her
i Vesten.”

Hun kom sa ind pad et nyligt fremsat program fra BDI
(Bundesverband der Deutschen Industrie) om konkurrencen mellem
Kinas og Vestens systemer. "Det er min overbevisning, at hvis
vi ikke @ndrer os her i Vesten, sa behgver vi overhovedet ikke
at hidse os op over Kina. For Kina vil udvikle sig videre, og
Vesten vil frembringe den ene generation efter den anden, der
er fuldstendigt gdelagt og fordarvet. Vesten er en dgende
civilisation.”

De, der ikke kan se det, lever abenbart ”"i en puppe... Nar de
nu og da har noget med bgrn og unge at ge@re, sa bliver de
skremte! De er aggressive, selv pigerne. Ja, unge piger er det
virkeligt — hvis De ser, hvordan de unge omgas indbyrdes ved
stranden om sommeren, sa kan man kun sige: Det lgber mig koldt
ned ad ryggen! 0g jeg mener virkeligt, at Vesten absolut ma
sla ind pa et andet spor.”

Hun mindede derefter om, at Tyskland tidligere havde et helt
andet uddannelsessystem. "Jeg var sa heldig stadig at have
haft adskillige lazrere, der reprasenterede Humboldts tanker,
tysklarere, men ogsada andre. 0g det var en helt anden
fremgangsmade. Den moralske opdragelse stod i centrum.” Men sa
kom OECD’s uddannelsesreform i 1970, der smed Humboldt og "de
sidste 2500 ars dannelse” ud af pensummet, "altsa Platon,
Homer, Schiller, alt det forsvandt, og i stedet for det kom
der praktiske ting — hvordan analyserer man annoncer i
medierne og andet af den slags”.

Kina ge@r derimod meget for at genoprette sin 5000 ar gamle
kultur. ”"De navnte Dunhuang. Jeg har vaeret sa heldig at have
veret i Dunhuang og har set grotterne. Alt dette bliver ikke



blot restaureret, men ogsa fotograferet elektronisk, sa at
flest mulige mennesker kan studere dem. Alle andre
kulturskatte restaureres med karlig hand og geres tilgazngelige
for befolkningen. 0g 1 grunden kan man sige, at Kina egentlig
gar alt for at bringe sin befolkning ind pa et godt spor.”

Hun sagde til sidst: "Jeg tror virkeligt, at Vesten er ngdt
til at vende tilbage til sin egen hgjkultur, til den
italienske renassance 1 Italien, til den tyske klassik i
Tyskland, til Ecole Polytechnique i Frankrig. Enhver nation
ber virkeligt forbinde sig med hgjdepunkterne i sin egen
historie, og det ma vi sa bruge til at udvikle os videre ud
fra. 0g der bgr finde en udveksling sted mellem alle kulturer,
sa at vi kan lare af hinanden og bringe os alle videre.
