At vende nedbrydningen af
selve samfundets struktur

Den 16. april (EIRNS) — I 1lgbet af de sidste 15 dage, siden 1.
april, er det samlede antal mennesker der er smittet med
coronavirus fordoblet, steget fra 1 million den 1. april til
over 2 millioner 1 dag. I disse to uger seksdobledes de
amerikanske dgdsfald som fglge af COVID-19, fra 5.100 den 1.
april til over 30.000 i dag, den 16. april.

I de sidste dage af marts meddelte den amerikanske
finansminister, Steven Mnuchin, at centralbanken ville
kanalisere mindst 4 billioner dollars til at redde det
bankerotte transatlantiske finanssystem pa skatteydernes
regning. Denne redningspakke er allerede en stgrrelsesorden
stgrre end den katastrofale redningspakke til det finansielle
system i1 2008 — og en stgrrelsesorden farligere og skgrere. I
2008 blev den amerikanske Kongres afpresset til at revidere
deres oprindelige afvisning af TARP-hj®lpepakken, da Wall
Street og City of London fortalte dem, at hvis de ikke
godkendte det, ville det efterfglgende kaos krave en
undtagelsestilstand.

This Is a Crisis Fifty Years in the
Making

The coronavirus was not caused by a Chinese proclivity to
feast on bats. Nor was it cooked up in a secret military lab
in the United Kingdom or the United States (although Prince
Philip’s public promotion of his desire to return as a virus
to help reduce the planet’s population, gives pause for
thought). It was caused by an underlying physical-economic
process that has been underway for at least a half century. In
fact, Lyndon LaRouche forecast the current pandemic nearly 50
years ago, first in 1971 in his public warning about the end
of the Bretton Woods system; and then repeatedly beginning in



1974 testimony before the U.S. House Judiciary Committee where
he warned of the danger of an impending biological holocaust,
due to misguided economic policies.

In a 1985 document titled “The Role of Economic Science in
Projecting Pandemics as a Feature of Advanced Stages of
Economic Breakdown,” LaRouche explained that the actual cause
of pandemics and similar phenomena is when society’s Potential
Relative Population Density (PRPD) — the physical-economic
power of a society to maintain a rising population at improved
standards of living and longevity — drops below the actual
population.

“Sustainable economic (and population) growth, is measured as
an (ideally) constant rate of increase of the potential
relative population-density of that society. This is the
measure of the average potential for growth of the society as
a whole, and 1is also the absolute measure of per capita
productivity of labor in that society.” LaRouche explained
that achieving a rising PRPD requires that the economy produce
“free energy” above the “energy of the system,” and he
specified:

“In economic processes, the ‘energy of the system’ 1is
represented by the interdependency among three ‘market-
baskets’ of consumption. Each of these ‘market-baskets,’
corresponds to a minimum value, required to maintain the
economic process at a constant level of negentropic potential.
These three are: 1) The ‘market-basket’ of households’
consumption, per capita; 2) The ‘market-basket’ of producers’
goods; 3) The ‘market-basket of ‘basic economic
infrastructure: energy production and distribution, water
management, transportation, etc.”

When do pandemics erupt?

“The ‘ideal’ case, at which economies are to be examined for
economically-determined eruption of pandemics, is the case for
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which the potential relative population-density falls below
the level of the existing population.. [such as] the instance
in which the average consumption is determined by a fall of
potential relative population-density, below the level of
requirements for the existing population.”

But there is also the case, LaRouche emphasizes, where “the
differential rates of distribution of the households’ ‘goods
market-basket’ falls below the level of ‘energy of the system’
for a large part of the population. We are most concerned with
the effects on health, as the nutritional throughput per
capita falls below some relative biological minimum, and also
the effect of collapse of sanitation and other relevant
aspects of basic economic infrastructure upon the conditions
of an undernourished population.. [In this case], the
undernourished population might become a breeding-culture for
eruption of epidemic and pandemic disease,..”

That is precisely what has occurred during the last 50 years
of deadly looting of Third World populations, especially
Africa, through the policies of the City of London, Wall
Street, and of course the International Monetary Fund.

The full impact of such policies, LaRouche concluded, can only
be understood by locating man’s development (or what Vladimir
Vernadsky referred to as the noosphere) within the total
biosphere.

“Society 1s an integral part of the biosphere, both the
biosphere as a whole, and regionally.. Rather than viewing a
deep fall of the potential relative population-density, as
merely a fall in the relative value for the society as such;
let us examine this as a fall in the relative level of the
biosphere including that society.. This must tend to be
adjusted, by increasing the role of relatively lower forms of
life.. [which] ‘consume’ human and other higher-level forms of
life as ‘fuel’ for their own proliferation.. In that variant,
human and animal pandemics, and sylvatics, must tend to



resurge, and evolve, under certain kinds of ‘shock’ to the
biosphere caused by extreme concentration of fall of
population-potential.”

Current Global Inventory

Hospitals

The world as a whole possesses a current inventory of 18.63
million hospital beds. This constitutes a tremendous deficit,
rendering country after country incapable of defeating the
novel coronavirus. To consider the needed level of beds,
consider the United States 1946 Hill-Burton Act, which set a
standard of 4.5 hospital beds per 1,000 people, per county, in
order to ensure the health and well-being of the population.
Current levels are 2.8 for the United States, 0.7 for South
Asia, 0.7 for the Heavily Indebted Poor Countries, and 0.5 for
Nigeria, which 1is one-fifth of the population of sub-Saharan
Africa.

To meet the standard of 4.5 beds per 1000 people, the world
would have to increase its hospital bed inventory to 35
million beds, nearly double the current level. This would
require the construction of 35,200 new modern hospitals,
especially in Africa, Ibero-America, and Asia, where the new
beds would be immediately put to necessary use.

Beds themselves do not save lives. Medical staff are required,
and acute cases demand additional equipment, such as
ventilators.

Ventilators

The total global inventory of ventilators 1is hard to
determine, but there are certain figures that point to the
problems of dealing with COVID-19 in impoverished nations
lacking health infrastructure. The United States has a total
of about 170,000 ventilators for its 330 million people, which
is about 5000 ventilators for every million people. Germany



has about 25,000 ventilators for its 83 million people, about
3000 ventilators per million — the highest per capita level in
Europe.

The picture in Africa, however, 1is absolutely devastating.
According to Time, there are 500 ventilators for the 200
million people of Nigeria, which comes out to 2.5 ventilators
for every million people — about 2000 times less than the
United States on a per capita basis. In Sudan, there are 1.9
ventilators for every million people. The Central African
Republic (population nearly 5 million) has a total of three
ventilators, and Liberia, with a population of 4.7 million
people, has none.

Estimates by the Brookings Institution and the Financial Times
are that India has approximately 20,000 ventilators, which
would be 15 ventilators for every million people.

For the entire world to be at the United States per capita
level of ventilators would require a global inventory of 40
million.

Current Understanding of COVID-19

COVID-19 attacks the body in at least two ways. First, it has
effects very much like the flu as it multiplies within the
body. Fevers, body aches, headaches, and fatigue are common,
as well as a cough, especially a dry cough. The cough is due
to a specific characteristic of the virus: its targeting of
lung cells and the immune system response it elicits. At the
time of writing, it is believed that in many patients reaching
the second stage of the disease, ARDS (acute respiratory
distress syndrome), the body itself is attacking the 1lung
cells as a “storm” of cytokines trigger an escalating response
against the virus and cells infected with it, as well as
healthy cells.

The death rate for those afflicted with the disease ranges
from 0.5% to over 5% and depends on the physiology of the
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individual and the capacity of their local healthcare system.
It is also uncertain, due to low testing rates. The percentage
of infected persons requiring hospitalization ranges from 10%
to 30%.

It is possible to target the following areas of disease
transmission and morbidity: reducing the transmission rate
through social distancing, hygiene, masks, and business
closures; reducing the infection rate through vaccinations;
treating the virus itself with antiviral medications; and
preventing the acute respiratory distress syndrome that the
virus causes in acute cases. These methods will be discussed
in greater detail below.

Africa: A Case Study

Sub-Saharan Africa is home to 1.1 billion people, 14% of the
total population of the planet. Due to their colonial past and
present, the nations of the region suffer extreme poverty,
lack of electricity, and slum conditions in its urban centers,
at anywhere from 2-5 times the average global rate. Sub-
Saharan Africa has:

14% of the world’s population
60% of the world’s extreme poor
70% of those worldwide lacking access to electricity

20% of urban dwellers worldwide living in slums.

This is a part of the human race where the potential relative
population-density has clearly plunged way below the actual
population, courtesy of the genocidal policies of the British
Empire and their Wall Street sidekicks.

Consider also the case of Haiti, by far the poorest country in
Latin America and the Caribbean, with conditions similar to
those of the most immiserated African nations. Haiti has a
population of 11.1 million. Health experts have estimated that
the COVID-19 pandemic could claim about 800,000 lives in Haiti
— over 7% of the population.

Nigeria, with about a fifth of Sub-Saharan Africa’s total
population, has key poverty and related indicators that are
typical for the whole region. The problems that Nigeria faces
in combating the coronavirus are emblematic of not only
Africa, but the entire Third World.

In the developing sector in general, including countries like
Nigeria, large percentages of their populations live 1in
inhuman squalor. The majority of their workforces are in the
“informal economy,” surviving from day to day on street
activities that range from the gray to the black economy. In
many cases, up to 70-80% of their workforce is part of the
informal economy. “Sheltering in place” or locking down
without work means literal starvation for very large numbers
of people, as well as certain infection with COVID-19 in the
slums where they live. Wash your hands repeatedly? This is a



cruel joke to the millions and millions of Africans, Asians,
Latin Americans and others who do not even have running water.

So how should the pandemic be addressed in such nations?

1) There must be a totally centralized national approach, in
many countries centered on the military, which is often the
only institution capable of organizing and carrying out such
an approach. In many cases, for good or bad, they are also the
only remaining national institution still standing, and with
popular credibility.

2) The population, especially in the cities, has to be fully
tested and segregated into two broad groups: Group A, who do
not have COVID-19; and Group B, those who tested positive,
even if they are asymptomatic. The health care and other
public officials conscripted to perform the tests must be
supplied with advanced testing equipment in sufficient supply,
along with adequate PPEs and other protection.

3) “Group B” must be immediately quarantined in separate
housing units, whether hotels, converted office buildings,
sports and convention centers, or quickly constructed new
modular housing units. Those new facilities must have work and
recreational facilities in situ, for those well enough to use
them, as well as necessary staffing of skilled personnel,
including nurses and doctors. Those health professionals will
also have to be quarantined, so as to not infect their own
families and friends.

4) Sick and very sick patients must be hospitalized. New
hospitals have to be built with sufficient beds to handle the
patient load, and dedicated exclusively to COVID-19 cases.
Adequate staffing by doctors and nurses has to be organized,
including by nationally conscripting them.

5) “Group A” must be quickly formed into education and work
brigades, both in industry and agriculture, much like FDR’s
CCC project in the Great Depression in the United States. They



must produce food, housing and clothing sufficient to feed
themselves, as well as “Group B.” This will require a return
to national food self sufficiency, which in turn will
necessitate the importation of the capital inputs for modern
agriculture — such as fertilizer, pesticides, tractors and
irrigation. The local workforce must also start building the
housing, hospitals, and other required infrastructure to get
the job done. This will require on-the-job training and large-
scale transfer of modern technologies

What China is already doing in Africa with the construction of
new rail lines and other infrastructure is exemplary. The
extension of the World Land-Bridge into Africa 1s essential,
and will benefit enormously from in-depth cooperation between
China and the United States in particular, as well as other
countries.

But more must immediately be done by the world community to
address the African situation, as we elaborate at the
conclusion of this report.

Defeating the Pandemic, Part II: Public
Health Measures

Health Care for Serious Cases

Hospitals

The Institute for Health Metrics and Evaluation (University of
Washington School of Medicine) estimates, as of April 8, that
a peak of approximately 100,000 hospital beds, 20,000 ICU
beds, and over 16,000 ventilators will be required, based on
current rates of spread and medical care. According to a
survey by the American Hospital Association, in 2018 there
were just shy of 800,000 staffed beds in U.S. community
hospitals, and around 70,000-80,000 adult ICU beds. Since
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these beds are not typically empty, just waiting for patients
to need them, the large number of beds does not mean that
there will not be shortages, especially local shortages, as
the number of hospitalized patients reaches its peak.

The current level of total hospital beds in the United States,
in its broadest measure, is 2.8 per 1,000 people, barely one-
third the 1970 level of 7.9 beds. On the basis of “community
hospital beds,” which most of the population uses, there are
only 2.4 beds per 1,000 people.

Consider the power, water, sanitation, and transportation
requirements of hospitals. Using the United States as a case
study, an additional 575,000 beds would be required to bring
the national average to 4.5 per 1,000 people. According to a
2007 report by the U.S. Energy Information Administration
(EIA), the largest 3,040 hospitals, with approximately 915,000
beds (at the time of the study), used about 458 trillion BTUs
of energy per year: 194 trillion BTUs in the form of
electricity (57 billion kWh) and the remainder in the form of
natural gas, district heating, and fuel oil.

Using this figure, hospitals with an additional 575,000 beds
would require about 36 billion kWh of electricity per year.
That translates into power plants supplying 5,000 MW at an 80%
capacity factor. This would be the equivalent of five large
nuclear reactors or two Grand Coulee Dams (running at average
capacity). And that doesn’t even take into account the natural
gas requirements!

In the same report, EIA estimated that these 3,040 large
hospitals used 133 billion gallons of water per year.
Hospitals with an additional 575,000 beds would require an
additional 84 billion gallons per year. For a sense of
perspective, the world’s largest proposed desalination plant,
located in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, would provide about
100 billion gallons of desalinated water per year.
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To bring online another 15 to 20 million hospital beds — to
bring the world hospital bed count to the Hill-Burton level of
35 million hospital beds — would require about 100,000 MW of
generating capacity, as could be supplied by 100 large nuclear
power plants or nearly 2,000 small scale modular nuclear
plants. Global water requirements for these new hospitals
would require about 4 trillion gallons annually, which 1is
about half the volume of water contained by the Three Gorges
Dam.

Hospital beds aren’t much good without doctors and nurses. The
current crisis is seeing retired health care workers coming
back to work, and there are cases of medical schools offering
early graduation for students in their final year if they are
willing to immediately go to work as doctors. As virus
hotspots move around the world, healthcare providers able to
travel should be encouraged to work in other regions and
countries.

Ventilators

Using influenza pandemic scenarios considered in a 2005
planning study by the U.S. Department of Health and Human
Services, there could be several million hospitalizations in
the United States, with up to a million or more patients
requiring ICU treatment and half a million requiring
mechanical ventilators. Projecting from these figures to the
present world population, 10 million people could require
ventilators, with an estimated 1 million each in Africa, Latin
America, and India.

Personal Protective Equipment

Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) is used at health care
facilities to prevent patients from transmitting disease to
health care workers or other patients. This includes gloves,
respirators and masks, face visors, goggles, gowns, hair
coverings, and full-body suits. Without the high-quality
filtration afforded by a N95 (or equivalent) certified mask,
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workers are put at serious risk of catching the disease
themselves. Shortages are causing enormous price increases and
tensions among nations seeking to produce or to import
equipment from those nations that manufacture 1it.

An industrial gear-up is required to ensure that adequate
supplies of PPE are available.

The physical layout of a hospital or other care facility can
have an enormous impact on the quantity of PPE required. In a
healthcare setting that includes only confirmed COVID-19
cases, care need not be taken to avoid transmitting the
disease from one patient to another, and health care workers
can wear protective equipment through an entire shift. But if
nurses must attend to patients of mixed COVID-19 status, best
practices mandate that they equip themselves with PPE before
entering a COVID-19 patient room, and then dispose of the
equipment immediately upon leaving, to avoid carrying the
virus to the uninfected patients they will next be visiting.
With this setup, ten sets of PPE could be consumed per day per
patient room. Thus, health care facility arrangements that
separate COVID from non-COVID patients can permit significant
savings of PPE. Accurately separating these patients requires
testing.

Respirators

A properly fitted N95 respirator protects the wearer from 95%
of particles over 0.3 microns in size. While the SARS-CoV-2
coronavirus itself is smaller than this size, the virions do
not float around entirely on their own and are effectively
blocked by N95 respirator masks.

A 2015 study by the U.S. National Library of Medicine, part of
the National Institutes of Health, examining three scenarios
of demand, estimated that if 20-30% of the U.S. population
were to become ill, some 4 billion N95 respirator masks would
be required. Extrapolating this figure to the world’s
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population, the global requirements would be on the order of
100 billion N95 masks for the duration of the outbreak: some
15 billion in Africa, 10 billion in Latin America, and 20
billion in India.

Rapid Point-of-Care Testing

Developments in testing technology now allow for thousands of
tests to be processed per day by a single piece of equipment
in a dedicated laboratory (high-throughput) as well as for
rapid test results at the point of care. The development by
Abbott Laboratories of a portable testing unit capable of
delivering a positive result in as little as 5 minutes or a
negative result within a quarter hour greatly speeds the
process of processing patients presenting with possible COVID
symptoms, allowing them to be sent to the appropriate COVID-
only or non-COVID facility or hospital wing.

Health Care for Mild or Asymptomatic Cases

Isolation accommodations

Everyone confirmed to have the novel coronavirus should have
the opportunity to be isolated from their neighbors,
roommates, and families. This means that asymptomatic or
mildly symptomatic individuals must be offered free room and
board accommodations in facilities designed to keep them
isolated and healthy. Hotels — which have occupancy rates in
the single digits — could be repurposed to this effect, with
adequate PPE supplies and training for a reduced hospital
staff. The types of shelter arrangements provided following
natural disasters would also be appropriate for these
individuals.

This was the approach taken in Wuhan, in which every positive
confirmed case was isolated under medical supervision, whether
in a hospital, gymnasium, or hotel. Mild and asymptomatic
cases could then socialize and engage 1in group exercise
classes — far better for their mental health than hiding in a



room at home, fearful of infecting their loved ones! Two
negative nucleic acid tests for the virus, taken 24 hours
apart, were required before people could leave the isolation
facilities. This form of isolation, going beyond staying (and
infecting) at home, helped drive Wuhan’s eventual victory over
the virus.

In fact, China’s achievement in Wuhan remains the most
successful model to date for combating the coronavirus.

Mass testing

Since anywhere from one-quarter to one-half of those infected
with the coronavirus display extremely mild symptoms or no
symptoms at all, it is impossible to rely on symptoms to
locate all cases of the disease. Large-scale community testing
— emphatically including for those without symptoms — will
make it possible to isolate cases in an effective and targeted
way and make contact-tracing more manageable. South Korea
tested one in 170 people and used this knowledge to trace
contacts, alert residents via text messages of nearby cases
and hotspots, and reduce the spread of the disease.

The large-scale shutdowns currently used to crush the spread
of the coronavirus do carry a toll, both economic and social.
While these shutdowns are appropriate given a relatively low
level of testing, truly large-scale testing will make it
possible to make intelligent decisions about 1lifting
restrictions.

To test the world at the South Korea level of one in 170,
would require 45 million tests. But many people will require
more than one test: Examples include a person who has tested
negative but who has had recent potential exposure or a person
in an isolation facility who is being tested to make sure it
is safe to discharge them. To perform 60 million tests
(factoring in some people being tested multiple times) at
current worldwide testing rates would take the better part of



a year.

The nasal swab tests most widely used at present operate by
detecting components of the virus’s genome. These are referred
to as PCR tests, named for the polymerase chain reaction
process by which the genetic material is multiplied by
1,000,000 to 1,000,000,000 times to allow it to be detected.

Another kind of test would use blood, rather than swabs, and
would detect, instead of the virus itself, antibodies produced
by the body to fight the disease. These antibodies are present
in people who were once infected but have since recovered. A
virus test would come back negative, but an antibody test
would be positive. With these tests, it will be possible to
identify potential blood plasma donors (for convalescent blood
serum therapy) and identify people who are no longer infected
and likely to be immune. If further research reveals that the
immunity enjoyed by those who have recovered is long-lasting,
perhaps such people could be allowed to return to work, or be
recruited to serve in the community as coordinators of meal
deliveries, workers in isolation facilities for mild cases,
etc.

Yet another form of testing could use samples of untreated
sewage to detect the general presence and prevalence of the
virus in a community.

Treatments and Vaccines

Pharmaceutical interventions can save lives and reduce disease
in several ways. Vaccines “teach” the immune system about a
pathogen, allowing it to immediately fight it when encountered
in the future. Antiviral medications can target the virus
itself, by preventing its entry into cells or its replication.
Antibodies, derived from the blood of recovered patients or
produced in a laboratory, can help the immune system fight the
virus. Combating cytokine storms is a fourth approach, which
could reduce the deadly respiratory effects of the virus,



while not fighting the virus itself.

Vaccines

Vaccines are used 1in advance to protect people from
contracting a disease, by “priming the pump” of the immune
system to get practice in defeating something that is similar
to the pathogen but does not itself cause harm. People who are
vaccinated against a disease are able to quickly fight it off
if they come in contact with it, since their bodies are
already prepared to do so.

The first phase of research is to establish the safety of the
new vaccine. Researchers must make sure that the vaccine
doesn’t itself cause problems. If study results are promising,
the next phases of study will determine the effectiveness of
the vaccine. Then manufacturing capabilities must be developed
to produce the specific treatment. These multiple stages are
the reason that a timespan of 12-18 months is given for
vaccine development and production.

Antiviral Medications

Once the virus has taken hold in the body, treatments can
prevent it from entering cells, prevent it from replicating,
or target it for destruction by the immune system.

Several already existing medications are undergoing testing:

= Avigan (favilavir / favipiravir) — an anti-influenza
drug developed by Fujifilm in Japan, it is now included
in China’s treatment plan and 1is being studied 1in
several countries, including the United States, China,
and Japan.

= Remdesivir — undergoing trials in several nations, this
drug was originally developed to combat Ebola by Gilead
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Sciences in the U.S., a company with significant
experience treating other viral infections.

= Plaquenil (hydroxychloroquine) and chloroquine -
originally used to treat malaria, these drugs have been
used for auto-immune disorders as well. Trials are
underway around the world, and many hospitals are
already using hydroxychloroquine for their COVID-19
patients. Hundreds of millions of tablets are being
produced even as 1its effectiveness is being studied.

Antibodies are structures created by the human immune system,
which attach to pathogens, deactivating them, preventing their
entry into cells, or marking them for destruction by the
immune system. They can be created in the laboratory by using
yeast, mice, or other animals as “factories.” At least a dozen
groups are working on developing antibodies against the
coronavirus.

Plasma of Recovered Patients

When someone recovers from the coronavirus, their blood
continues to contain antibodies created by their own immune
system to defeat the virus. Their donated blood can be
transfused into severely ill patients to help their bodies
fight the disease. U.S. hospital use of this technique began
in the last weekend in March, and appeals on social media are
now recruiting recovered COVID-19 survivors to donate their
blood to help others.

Preventing Lung Problems

There are some drugs that do not target the virus itself, but
seek to reduce the death rate and symptoms of COVID-19.

An advanced stage of the disease, in which severe and life-
threatening respiratory problems develop, is associated with
an excessive response by the body’s own immune system, in
which the patient’s body damages healthy lung cells 1in
addition to those harboring the virus. Two antibody drugs



already approved for other conditions — Kevzara (sarilumab)
and Actemra (tocilizumab) — are being studied and used to
reduce this excessive immune system activity. Entirely new
antibodies are also being developed for this purpose.

Steroids can be used to reduce the immune auto-response,
although they have the side effect of weakening the immune
system. They are also becoming widely used by physicians.

Social Stability

Society must maintain stability, and people who are ill must
be able to follow public health measures.

Sick leave, unemployment benefits, basic income
stipend payments

It is impossible to require people to remain at home if they
rely on their daily work to supply their necessities of life.
It is impossible to require homeless people to remain at home.

Employees must be provided with sick leave time to allow them
to quarantine themselves to arrest the spread of the virus.
Loans and grants must be made to businesses to allow them to
continue to pay employees unable to work. Unemployment
protection should be expanded to include those 1in
nontraditional employment situations. To protect those who
work informally and could not be expected to benefit from such
programs, direct assistance in the form of basic income
payments and the supply of necessities such as food and basic
supplies is required. It is important that the isolation
facilities for positive cases include people without homes,
and that food and other necessities be included to allow
everyone to isolate safely.

Moratorium on foreclosures, evictions, and utility
shutoffs

Basic income to ensure the necessities of life will not be



sufficient to pay mortgages, rent, utilities and car payments.
A moratorium on foreclosures, evictions and utility shutoffs
(including internet and telephones) must be implemented during
the time of lockdown, and payments on mortgages and personal
loans should be made optional. Businesses negatively affected
by these policies will be able to apply for aid.

Securing financial system stability

The world’s financial system, particularly that in the trans-
Atlantic world, includes quadrillions of dollars in financial
instruments that can never be settled. There should be no
general attempt to maintain the values of financial markets.
The financial collapse now occurring may have been triggered
by the coronavirus, but the conditions for the blow-out have
been laid by decades of disastrous policies. As Lyndon
LaRouche expressed concisely with his triple-curve image, the
physical productivity of many so-called “western” nations
(including the United States) has decreased in per capita
terms over the last several decades, in a way that accelerated
with the collapse of the Soviet Union, while financialization
has increased at a rapid and accelerating rate.

The required summit of the leaders of the United States,
Russia, China, and India must take up the need for an orderly
bankruptcy-style reorganization of the financial markets, to
set the stage for banking to play a useful role in financing a
global economic and health gear-up.

Social Distancing / Non-Pharmaceutical
Interventions

Closing of non-essential businesses

People whose daily work is not truly essential for the
functioning of society should stay home. Financial and
logistical arrangements required to support their livelihood
must be implemented.



Masks

Everyone should wear masks when they are among other people
(which should be kept to an absolute minimum). This will
provide the wearers themselves some protection against
infection and reduce the potential for wearers to spread the
disease. They also reduce face-touching. Read why here. (Note
that the CDC now does recommend wearing masks.)

Hand washing / sanitation

Frequent hand washing with soap can help reduce the spread of
coronavirus, as does the use of alcohol-based hand sanitizers.

But there are over three-quarters of a billion people on this
globe without access to improved water. Two and a half billion
people lack access to improved sanitation infrastructure. The
costs to health and well-being are staggering. According to a
fact sheet issued by the CDC, citing research published in the
Lancet, every year 800,000 children under five years of age
die from diarrheal diseases. Lack of sanitation and of water
for drinking and hygiene contributes to 88% of deaths from
diarrheal diseases worldwide.

Urging a community without sanitary facilities to practice
frequent handwashing is both insulting and foolish. A crash
program to develop sanitary facilities must be implemented,
supplemented with the provision of hand sanitizer for hygiene
purposes.

Contact Tracing

In the United States, the NSA’s intimate knowledge of the
whereabouts of everyone with a cellphone can be put to good
use! As one example, it could be used to provide text alerts
to people who have been in the vicinity of someone who later
tests positive. This approach was used in South Korea to help
people get a better sense of their risk of exposure, and 1is
part of the relative success that nation has seen in reducing

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the spread of coronavirus.

Travel Restrictions

When testing is performed at a high enough level to give a
sense of the different incidence of the virus in different
areas, travel restrictions may be sensible to prevent its
spread from areas with significant community transmission.
This may make more sense as the first wave of the pandemic 1is
crushed.

Defeating the Pandemic, Part III:
Industry, Infrastructure, and Political
Requirements

Providing the health measures in Chapter 1 will require major
investments into manufacturing and into basic economic
infrastructure. Here in Part III, we take up the physical,
economic, scientific, and political changes needed to make
these measures possible on a global scale. The inexcusable
condition of the world, in which poverty still exists in the
year 2020, must be remedied. This is eminently possible, as
China’'s experience in eliminating poverty over the past four
decades has shown.

Infrastructure

The platforms of physical improvements we make to our
surroundings provide the human species with a synthetic,
nurturing environment far superior to the “natural”
environment we share with the apes. By controlling water
flows, draining swamps, irrigating fields, building canals,
railroads and roadways, developing water and wastewater
systems, creating electrical and communication grids, and
improving the flora and fauna, the human species has a unique
power to make this Earth a garden. This infrastructure



includes such soft infrastructure as an educated and
culturally uplifted populace. Much of the investment into
eliminating poverty will be of the form of basic economic
infrastructure. And the current coronavirus pandemic points to
the particularly urgent need of health infrastructure. But can
a hospital be built where there are no roads or electricity?
What are the requirements for the provision of health
services?

Production Requirements

Medical equipment

Numerous companies have expressed interest in retooling for
the production of ventilators, from automakers to aerospace
companies. The list includes:

= Automakers General Motors (which will work with Ventec
Life Systems to produce 10,000 units a week), Ford Motor
Company (which has committed, with General Electric, to
produce 50,000 by July 4), McLaren, Jaguar Land Rover,
and the VW Group.

= Aerospace companies such as Brazil-based Embraer,
Europe-based Rolls Royce and Airbus, and the American
firm SpaceX.

Current producers are ramping up production:

» Philips is doubling production to 2,000 per week, and
Getinge will increase production to 3,750 per week.
Drager, Vyaire, and the Smiths Group are all working to
produce additional ventilators for governments.

If all goes according to projection, the companies listed
above would supply at least 300,000 ventilators by July. An
April 9 Politico article reports that estimated demand solely
from the United States and several Western European nations
was for one million ventilators; the world’s needs will be
higher.

N95 respirators over the next year, and is presently producing
about 100 million respirators per month.

Honeywell Industries has upgraded a facility in Rhode Island
and is revamping its aerospace facility in Phoenix as part of
their overall increase in production to 120 million per year.

Required Global Policy Changes

International Collaboration

The coronavirus pandemic now afflicting the world is only one
of the deadly viruses we face. The financial virus chiefly
centered in the City of London and in Wall Street has proven
to be no less deadly over the past decades. The cultural virus
infecting the addled minds of foolish politicians still
fighting the Cold War threatens to wreck the potential for
precisely the kind of collaboration required to defeat the
other viruses.

A summit discussion 1involving President Donald Trump,
President Vladimir Putin, President Xi Jinping, and Prime
Minister Narendra Modi is urgently required to achieve the
cooperation needed in the short term to address the menacing
health crisis. Such a summit is also the means by which,
according to Lyndon LaRouche, a new and just economic system
can be put into place globally.

The world must join forces as a single humanity to stop the
impending mass-death in Africa, 1in particular, as the
coronavirus spreads. Brigades of engineers, medics, and other
skilled personnel from scores of nations must be mobilized,
deployed and coordinated under the United Nations and African
Union, and with full respect for the sovereignty of all
nations. Building health and sanitation infrastructure,
assisting in supplying necessary medical and protective

equipment, and assisting with administration of health systems
are among the urgent jobs at hand.

African nations must also be granted an immediate cancellation
of their foreign debts; the world must choose life over debt.

Similarly, all sanctions, armed conflict, border disputes and
the like must stop internationally. Much better to use those
resources for the common battle of mankind against the
coronavirus.

A Paradigm Shift

Lyndon LaRouche warned nearly fifty years ago that President
Nixon’'s August 15, 1971 takedown of the Bretton Woods system
would lead to devastating economic effects that would result,
in the end, in fascism. This is seen today in, among other
places, the green outlook whereby people supposedly concerned
about the world’s future act to deny energy development to the
world, condemning millions to early deaths. Some few years
later, in 1974 and 1975, LaRouche warned that worsening
economic conditions would create the conditions for the rapid
spread of diseases, including new diseases, threatening a
biological holocaust. While it may seem that China and major
developed countries are bringing the current pandemic under
some form of control, what will the next months bring to the
developing world if there is not a radical and sudden change?

To create an economy resilient in the face of such crises as
the emergence of new diseases, requires enormous investments
in basic economic infrastructure, as well as a
reconceptualization of economics.

Lyndon LaRouche was adamant that economics is not about money,
or about values that could be expressed in monetary terms.
Rather, the secret of economic growth is the ability of the
creative human mind to discover and develop new physical
principles that expand the capabilities of the human species.
As a rough measure of the value of a discovery, or of a



cultural outlook, Lyndon LaRouche used the metric of increase
of potential relative population density — a measure of what
the population density could be, relative to the quality of
land and improvements made to it. That is, how many people
could be supported, per square kilometer, on the basis of a
certain repertoire of discoveries, technologies, and culture?
And what sort of culture could act to increase that value?
That is the location of economic value.

In one of his last policy papers, Lyndon LaRouche demanded the
immediate implementation of four laws that he said were
necessary for the United States. They are needed for the world
as well. First, a banking reform based on principles of the
1933 Glass—-Steagall law, to deny speculative investment the
protection of government while ensuring commercial banking
could play its useful role. Second, national banking
arrangements whereby governments can make long-term credit
available for physical economic purposes, rather than for
financial stability as has been the practice of the Federal
Reserve and European Central Bank. Third, metrics for the
application of the needed credit, based not on financial gain
but on physical economic growth. Fourth, the new discoveries
needed for human growth over the next fifty to a hundred
years: nuclear fusion, space research, and fundamental
breakthroughs in biology, to name three powerful examples.

By unlocking the true economic potential of our current
repertoire of scientific discoveries and the potential to
further expand 1it, poverty and hunger can be entirely
eliminated within a generation, or even within a decade.
Nuclear fusion power will change our relationship to energy,
water, and resources. Fusion-powered rockets will keep us safe
from any asteroids threatening to careen into our planet.
Biological advancements will cure disease and allow for the
rapid eradication of newly emerging threats. And, most
importantly, the fear of large-scale international conflict
can be overcome as we come to realize our common aims, here on

Der er
ikke nok medicinske forsyninger, ansigtsmasker, respiratorer,
leger, sygeplejersker, intensiv-enheder. Det star ogsa meget
klart, at denne pandemi — pandemi betyder, at det er en
verdensomspe&ndende epidemi — spreder sig meget hurtigt til
udviklingslandene. Man kan vare sikker pa, at hvis den rammer
lande som Haiti, eller de 55 afrikanske nationer eller store
befolkede nationer i Asien, vil situationen blive endnu varre.
Det er meget tydeligt, at de ikke har tilstrazkkelige medicinsk
forsyninger; de har ikke engang et sundhedssystem. De har ikke
rent vand. Idéen om at isolere sig selv og vaske sine hander
betyder intet, for sadan noget findes ikke for mindst
halvdelen af befolkningen. 0g det betyder, at denne ting er
ved at komme helt ud af kontrol.

Sa formalet med denne konference og dette mgde i aften er at
starte en kampagne for at satte ét enkelt sporgsmal pa
dagsordenen. Det er, at vi er ngdt til at reagere pa dette som
en enig menneskehed, og at vi ma droppe alle andre
dagsordener. Vi er ngdt til at opbygge et
verdenssundhedssystem; vi er naturligvis ngdt til at geare op
for at forsvare folket i USA, i de europaiske lande. Men 1
betragtning af det faktum at det er en pandemi, vil dette ikke
vere tilstrakkeligt. Denne virus vil mutere; den vil vende
tilbage, og den vil vende tilbage i bglger, og i stigende grad



gdelagge vores reelle produktion. Det vil have en alvorlig
indvirkning pa fedevareproduktionen. OECD (Organisationen for
P@konomisk Samarbejde og Udvikling) har allerede fremsat
erklaringer om, at de forventer, at den gkonomiske effekt vil
vere en reduktion af den industrielle produktion i OECD-
landene pa 30%; man vil fa millioner af arbejdslgse. Derfor er
vi ngdt til at have et komplet skifte i dagsordenen for
udelukkende at producere for en effekt; nemlig at opbygge et
sundhedssystem i hvert eneste land i verden med den samme
energi, den samme lidenskab, de samme midler.

President Trump har indfgrt undtagelsesloven ‘National Defense
Production Act’. Guverngr Cuomo har opfordret til en hidtil
uset mobilisering af alt sundhedspersonale - 1lager,
sygeplejersker, omskoling, uddannelse af unge. Dette er skridt
i den rigtige retning, men det skal ledsages af en opbygning
af den industrielle produktion for at producere alle de
ngdvendige midler til at bekampe denne pandemi. Det betyder
hospitaler i hvert land; det betyder beskyttelsesdragter,
ansigtsmasker, respiratorer. Hele industrien skal indrettes
med dette for g@je, indtil vi har besejret denne pandemi.

Der er ingen made, hvorpa centralbankernes likviditetspumpe
vil kunne fortsatte igennem denne mobilisering. Der er
mennesker der siger, at dette kommer fuldstandig uventet, at
dette er et komplet chok. Altsa, vi kan bevise, at dette ikke
er tilfeldet. Lyndon LaRouche advarede siden 1971 om, at dette
ville ske, da han advarede om konsekvenserne af, at Nixon
forlod Bretton Woods-systemet. Siden 1973 og 1974 advarede han
i sardeleshed om, hvad den gkonomiske effekt af de betingelser
som IMF og Verdensbankens politik palagde udviklingssektoren
ville vaere. 0g han advarede om, at pandemier ville blive
resultatet. Hele hans 1livsvark var at advare om den
kendsgerning, at monetarisme — denne anden dgdbringende virus
som Dennis talte om — ville resultere i pandemier. Man kan
ikke sanke levestandarden pa hele kontinenter over langere tid
uden at fremme lavere livsformer i biosferen til at tage over;



nemlig vira.

Ideen er at starte en mobilisering pa verdensplan, en
mobilisering som fuldstandig vil ®ndre paradigmet. Vi har
opfordret til et topmgde med de vigtigste lande 1 verden -
USA, Rusland, Kina og Indien — at de mad holde et topmgde for
at &ndre systemet; at blive enige om at fa en ny
verdensgkonomisk orden, der skaber mulighed for, at ethvert
land pa denne planet kan overleve. Der er bevagelser i denne
retning. Netop 1 dag talte president Trump i telefon med
Macron, den franske premierminister, og de blev enige om at
fremskynde et lignende forslag fremsat af president Putin 1
begyndelsen af januar, hvor de fem faste medlemmer af FN’s
Sikkerhedsrad straks skal indkalde et hastemgde og enes om
gget samarbejde mellem FN’s nationer om at gd i denne retning.

Schiller Instituttet indkalder til en international
internetkonference den 25. og 26. april. L®znge fgr omfanget af
pandemien stod klart, var malet med Schiller Instituttets
konference at formulere et program, der kan hjazlpe med at
forme diskussionen for topmgdet mellem disse stormagter. Vi er
ngdt til at have en drastisk aksiomatisk &ndring. Der er
allerede mange diskussioner, som er nyttige og skal
understgttes; sasom ophavelse af alle sanktioner for at give
alle lande mulighed for at bekampe pandemien. At holde en
gjeblikkelig vabenhvile; at stoppe for alle militare
handlinger, men der er brug for mere. Der er brug for en
massiv mobilisering med opbakning fra mange mennesker og mange
organisationer, for fuldstandig at ®ndre dagsordenen.

Der findes en vellykket model for, hvordan coronavirus blev
besejret, 1 det mindste midlertidigt; det var hvad Kina gjorde
i Wuhan og Hubei-provinsen. Det vil sige, at man md have total
testning; man bliver ngdt til at have identifikation af de
mennesker, der tester positivt, man ma isolere dem og satte
dem i karantzne. P& den made kan infektionskaden brydes, og
virusset kan besejres. Problemet er, at det har vist sig, at
det ikke er muligt at gentage denne model 1 den



transatlantiske verden, simpelthen fordi testudstyr ikke er
tilgengelige, fremstillingsvirksomhederne var ikke klar endnu.
De vestlige regeringer bortgdslede den varslingstid, som de
fik gennem den kinesiske intervention.

Men det ma der nu sattes fart i, ved hjalp af den form for
mobilisering som jeg talte om. Den apokalyptiske dimension af
hvad vi star over for vil std meget klar inden for kort tid.
Al forvirringen, alle de falske nyheder om, at coronavirus kun
ville vere som en slem influenza, al denne misinformation vil
fortone sig. Der vil vere en abenhed over for at diskutere et
helt nyt paradigme.

Der er ogsa behov for at gore det meget klart, at bagmandenes
ideer, de folk og krafter der er ansvarlige for, at vi endte 1
denne situation i fegrste omgang, ikke ma sejre. I dag er der
for eksempel en artikel af Henry Kissinger i Wall Street
Journal med overskriften “Coronavirus vil for evigt @ndre
verdensordenen”. Vi skal huske, at Kissinger maske ved, at
timen er ved at vare inde, hvor den gamle verdensorden
uopretteligt og for evigt forsvinder. Men vi ma ikke glemme,
at det var Kissingers politik med NSSM 200 (National Security
Study Memorandum 200 er et amerikansk dokument om
befolkningsreduktion, red.) der blev aftalt i 1974, og som var
en stor del af denne morderiske malthusianske
affolkningspolitik mod udviklingslandene.

Dette memorandum, som fgrst blev offentliggjort i begyndelsen
af 1990’'erne, sagde, at befolkningen i visse udviklingslande
ma reduceres og kontrolleres, fordi der er store ressourcer,
som alle er i USA’'s strategiske interesse. En anden af
‘gerningsmandene’ var den onde politik fra Romklubben, der
begyndte at sprede denne idé om, at der er granser for vakst,
og at man er ngdt til at ga over til en gkonomi med nulvakst.
En lggn som straks blev tilbagevist af Lyndon LaRouche, der
skrev en meget vigtig bog med titlen ‘There Are No Limits to
Growth’ (Der er ingen graenser for Vaekst). Det var ogsa John D.
Rockefeller III's politik, der pd FN’s befolkningskonference i



Bukarest samme ar — 1974 — begyndte at tale om overbefolkning,
befolkningseksplosion og andre sadanne malthusianske ideer.

Disse mennesker er mordere. Hvis I gnsker at se beviser, sa se
pa hvad Jeremy Warner skrev den 3. marts i Daily Telegraph,
hvor han sagde, at der er en fordel forbundet med coronavirus.
Det er, at den frasorterer de aldre. Det er klart, at Warner
er pa linje med prins Philip, der pa en offentlig konference
om religion sagde, at han gnsker at blive reinkarneret som en
dgdbringende virus, sa han bedre kan hjalpe med at reducere
verdensbefolkningen. Eller lyt til hvad Sir David King, den
ledende videnskabelige radgiver for bade Blair- og Brown-
regeringerne, der abent sagde, at de @ldre ma ofres af hensyn
til gkonomien. Disse malthusianeres synspunkter ma bringes for
en ny Nurnberg-domstol, fordi det helt klart gzlder for dem,
at de vidste eller burde have vidst, hvilke konsekvenser deres
politik ville have for Den tredje Verden.

Selv den tyske hars taenketank, Det Tyske Institut for Forsvar
og Strategiske Studier, har netop fremsat et krav om en
tilbundsgdende undersggelse af, hvordan verden sa blindt kunne
ga ind i katastrofen. En sadan undersggelse er allerede
foretaget. Den har vi foretaget igennem de sidste 50 ar.
Lyndon LaRouche advarede igennem et halvt arhundrede om, at
ngjagtigt dette ville ske. 0gsd i det tyske parlament var der,
i 2012, i forbindelse med SARS-pandemien, et scenarie pa den
sakaldte modi-SARS — hvilket betyder modificeret SARS — der
sagde, at en mulig pandemi kunne na frem til Europa, USA og
Asien. Mazrkeligt nok udelod de Afrika, sa hvis man taler om
pandemien og man udelader Afrika, er det meget underligt. Men
det blev ogsa ignoreret.

Hvad der er brug for nu, er en hidtil uset — og jeg mener
virkelig hidtil uset — mobilisering. Jeg opfordrer jer alle
til at deltage i at opbygge en alliance af mennesker, der vil
deltage i Schiller Instituttets konference den 25. og 26.
april. 0g jeg vil have jer til at na ud til mange
organisationer og mennesker i Nordamerika, Europa, men ogsa



Latinamerika, Asien, Afrika. At nd ud til FN-organisationer,
til ngo'’er, til Verdenssundhedsorganisationer med det ene
formal: At vi er ngdt til at geare op for at opbygge et
Silkevejs-sundhedssystem i alle lande. Vi ma opna en
damptromleeffekt af mennesker, der straks kraver hospitaler,
ICU-enheder, men ogsa mad. Fordi der allerede er fare for, at
denne pandemi ledsages af en fgdevaremangel pa grund af
sammenbrud af dele af fgdevareproduktionen, fra de bergrte
mennesker, osv.

Men hvis vi samtidigt egnsker at opbygge et nyt sundhedssystem
pa verdensplan, er det meget tydeligt, at det ikke kan ggres
med den nuvarende kasinogkonomi. Sa er der brug for Lyndon
LaRouches fire love. Det vil vare ngdvendigt med en global
Glass/Steagall-bankopdeling for at finansiere et
sundhedssystem i alle lande. Vi har brug for en nationalbank 1
hvert land, og disse nationalbanker skal vare tilsluttet et
Nyt Bretton Woods-kreditsystem. Resultatet af dette ma ogsa
vere et helt andet sat af vardier. Absolut ikke den liberale
orden og ‘Oplysningstidens’ vardier, som Kissinger beder om,
men hvad vi i stedet har brug for er en tilbagevenden til
humanistiske vardier, til ideen om menneskeheden som én
menneskehed. At vi satter de falles interesser for
menneskeslagten foran de nationale interesser, og at vi kommer
ud af dette med et helt nyt paradigme for karlighed til
menneskeheden og et nyt system for internationale relationer,
der satter samarbejde over konfrontation. Hvis vi alle er
forenede i denne and, tror jeg, at vi kan forvandle denne
forferdelige krise til en chance for hele menneskeheden ved at

For republikanerne: Prasident Xi
Jinping fra Kina er ansvarlig for sygdom og dgd blandt
amerikanere. Begge sgger at stoppe den amerikanske befolkning
fra at fglge prasidentens anvisninger og fra at mobilisere sig
selv til at tage ansvar. Medierne, fra CNN til Fox og mange
utraditionelle, alternative talergr forsgger at forsyne begge
lejre med fabrikerede "beviser”.

Malet fra begge sider er at forhindre det som er absolut
ngdvendigt for at stoppe pandemien fra at drabe utallige
millioner, specielt 1 udviklingslandene: amerikansk- kinesisk
samarbejde sammen med Rusland, Indien og andre stormagter.
Disse propagandistiske kampagner far et staerkt input fra
britiske imperiale organer, der ogsa er involveret i anti-
russiske korstog og i at anstifte "Russiagate” 1 USA.

MSNBC og New Republic er gaet sa langt som at forsgge at
kombinere de to "diskussionsemner”: Xi og Trump er 1
fellesskab "manden med leen”, dgdsengelen, bag hele den
globale pandemi — New Republics pahit.

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fuldstendig interviews med en fgrende forsker og forfatter,
Laurie Garrett, om fremkomsten af nye sygdomme og pandemier
over de sidste 30 ar.

“Hvordan Trump, Xi satte scenen for corona-pandemien” er
maden, hvorpa MSNBC reklamerede for deres interview med
Garrett pa deres hjemmeside. Intervieweren, Mika Brzezinski,
en rasende Trump-hader, datter af Zbigniew Brzezinski,
stillede det ene provokerende, partiske spgrgsmal efter det
andet til Garrett, som ikke besvarede nogen af spgrgsmalene
direkte, selv om hun er kritisk over for begge ledere. Garrett
understregede i stedet, at “det eneste hab” for at stoppe
pandemien fra at harge hele wudviklingssektoren er et
samarbejde mellem Trumps Amerika og Xis Kina.

Arsagen, i hendes
gjne, er ikke Kina eller Trump, men globaliseringen og Wall
Streets privatisering af sundhedssystemet.

Garrett-afstnittet i New Republic — reklamen for “manden med
leen” — er ligesa “Hvordan Trump, Xi satte scenen for corona-
pandemien”. Ligesom til MSNBC siger Garrett, selvom hun ggr
det klart, at hun hverken kan lide Xi eller Trump og ser dem
som "autokrater”, at hvis de samarbejder om at forsyne verden
med en ny sundhedsinfrastruktur i tide til at redde millioner,
da burde de dele Nobels fredspris.

Amerikanere burde arbejde hen imod dette, frem for at lade sig
manipulere til at gdel®gge denne mulighed.

med nye ideer og kunstvarker.

I dag er en genoplivning af klassisk kunst den uundvarlige
forudsatning for, at menneskeheden kan 3dbne et nyt kapitel
i dets historie. En renassance af klassisk musik og en dialog
mellem de bedste klassiske traditioner indenfor alle kulturer
skal lagge grundlaget for en ny renassance.

Med spredningen af pandemien og centralbankernes
kursendring til “helikopterpenge”, er vi nu ndet til pracist
det gjeblik, som Lyndon LaRouche advarede om i august 1971, da
han forudsagde, at den monetaristiske flydende
valutakurspolitik, der blev vedtaget af prasident Nixon, da
han forlod Bretton Woods-systemet, ville fgre til en ny
depression og faren for en ny fascisme. Fra 1974 af advarede
LaRouche o0g hans videnskabsteam gentagne gange og
offentliggjorde adskillige undersggelser, der pegede pa faren
for en genoplivning af gamle sygdomme og nye pandemier, som et
resultat af den nedskaringspolitik som Verdensbanken og IMF
palagde udviklingssektoren.

Meget af den sdkaldte ’'vestlige verden’ ligger i ruiner.
Afviklingen af et tidligere fremragende sundhedssystem af
hensyn til privat profit, hvilket nu grelt demonstrerer det
liberale etablissements kortsynethed, er kun et af de mange
symptomer pa et fejlslagent system. Den udviste mangel pa
solidaritet inden for denne vestlige alliance i krisetider,



som det viser sig i klgften mellem USA og EU, savel som mellem
EU og dets medlemslande, er et andet sadant symptom — for ikke
at navne den foragtelige ligegyldighed overfor suveraniteten
af, og menneskeliv 1, landene i udviklingssektoren. Allerede
fgr udbruddet af pandemien var EU’s moralske krise synlig for
verden 1 1lyset af EU’s politik for flygtningene samt
indvandrerkrisen.

Pa den anden side tilbyder Kinas Balte- og Vejinitiativ (BRI)
for fegrste gang 1 historien et reelt perspektiv for at
overvinde fattigdom og underudvikling til udviklingssektoren.
Siden det blev lanceret 1 2013, har 153 lande tilsluttet sig
dette initiativ. Hvis man sammenligner BRI eller Den Nye
Silkevej med de konkrete udviklingsplaner for alle
kontinenter, der er udarbejdet af LaRouche og hans bevagelse
siden 1970'erne, finder man stor affinitet, som det passende
er udtrykt i adskillige studier.. ‘Den Nye Silkevej bliver til
Verdenslandbroen’, som er en plan for den globale udvikling af
vores planet. Dette reprasenterer ogsa den gkonomiske platform
for det ngdvendige nye paradigme for 1internationale
forbindelser, hvilket er det eneste, der kan stoppe den
dobbelte pandemi med COVID-19 og den globale spekulative
cancer pa 1.800 billioner $.

Desvarre er et stort segment af verdens liberale etablissement
ikke villige til at reflektere over arsagerne til deres
systems fiasko, og uvillige til at acceptere at samarbejde med
det nye system, der tilbydes af BRI - selv under
omstendigheder med pandemi og gkonomisk sammenbrud.

Trump har opildnet
bade erhvervslivets og militarets ledere, samt institutioner,
til at palagge den amerikanske industri og infrastruktur en
fordringsbaseret gkonomi, for at imgdekomme de akutte behov
fra en befolkning konfronteret med en eksistentiel krise uden
sammenligning i den moderne historie. Han ggr dette i 3abent
samarbejde med Rusland og Kina, pa trods af den hylende
modstand fra de neo-konservative og neo-liberale, der
kontrollerer de politiske partier og den korrupte presse.
Trump har haft lange, produktive samtaler med prasidenterne
Vladimir Putin og Xi Jinping gennem den seneste uge, 0g pga.
hans anstrengelser kommer de fgrste to fragtfly, medbringende
medicinske forsyninger til at hj®lpe med at redde amerikanske
liv, fra Rusland og Kina.

Man ville nappe erfare dette ved at fglge de offentlige
amerikanske nyhedsmedier. I stedet laser man 1 Bloomberg at
"efterretningstjenesterne” har sendt en hemmelig rapport til
preasidenten, der viser at Kina 1lyver om dgdsfaldene 1
forbindelse med coronavirusset i Kina, imens den Europaiske
Unions udenrigspolitiske kontor tordner om at Putin spreder
misinformation om virusset "for at undergrave Vesten og skabe
en ny verdensorden.”. Pa samme tid forsgger hardkogte hoveder
i det militer-industrielle kompleks at hive prasidenten ind i
nye krige mhp. regimeskifte i Iran og Venezuela, med formalet
at provokere en konfrontation med Kina og Rusland.

Trump svarede utvetydigt igen pa "efterretningstjenesternes”
svindel. Spurgt om Rusland havde vundet en "propagandasejr”,
ved at sende medicinske forsyninger, svarede Trump, "Jeg er
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ikke bekymret for russisk propaganda. Det vil maske redde
mange liv.”. 0g om Kinas angivelige lggne om antallet af
COVID-19-ofre, sagde han, "Jeg er ikke en revisor fra Kina.. Vi
ved det virkelig ikke. Hvordan ved vi hvorvidt de under-
rapporterede?”. Han udtrykte klart, at "vi ikke har modtaget”
en sadan efterretningsrapport, ”"men vi havde et fantastisk
opkald forleden nat [med Xi Jinping]. Vi samarbejder om en
masse forskellige ting, inklusiv handel.”.

Men alligevel kraver bade republikanske og demokratiske ledere
en gkonomisk, og sagar en militer, konfrontation med Kina! I
et brev til Udenrigsminister Mike Pompeo (hvis verbale
stormlgb mod Kina snart gerne matte efterlade ham uden
arbejde), bebrejdede republikanere fra Reprasentanternes Hus
Kina, for COVID-19-krisen, og forlangte "tilbageslag” for
deres angivelige underminering af verden, og for at forarsage
"ubeskrivelige lidelser.”. Den republikanske Senator Rick
Scott opfordrede sagar til en kongresundersggelse af chefen
for Verdenssundhedsorganisationen (WHO), Dr. Tedras, fordi
WHO's ros af Kinas beslutsomme indgriben (karantaznemetoden 1
Wuhan) angiveligt viser at Tedras er en marionet af Kinas
kommunistiske parti!

Ironien er, at precis de dirigistiske metoder, som Prasident
Trump genoplever, er pracis de samme som den kinesiske
regering brugte til at skabe de sidste 40 ars mirakel, hvorved
de er blevet verdens fgrende nation i high-tech-infrastruktur,
og bringer nu denne teknologi til resten af verden gennem
Belte og Vej-Initiativet.

— Systems Are Manmade — — — You Can Change Systems When One
Breaks Down —

HARLEY SCHLANGER: Hello, I'm Harley Schlanger from the
Schiller Institute. Welcome to our webcast with our founder
and President Helga Zepp-LaRouche. It’s April 1, 2020. We're
clearly in the midst of one of the most profound crises in
modern history with the combined effects of a financial system
that’s blowing out, and as well with the expanding pandemic of
coronavirus. It’'s clear that the old way of thinking no longer
works. So, Helga, what’s your assessment, especially with the
situation in the United States seeming to be heading out of
control?

HELGA ZEPP-LAROUCHE: It is an unprecedented crisis, and I
think none of us has experienced anything like that in our
lifetime. Maybe it was like that in the world wars, but it
guickly is developing such a seriousness of the situation. I
think that reality dawns on some people belatedly, but it 1is
unavoidable, because the elements are that not only the
coronavirus is hitting the United States and Europe, but it
will really be extremely bad for the developing sector. We
will come to that in a second. But I think first to start with
the United States, yesterday’s White House coronavirus
taskforce meeting, which was given by President Trump and his
health advisors [Dr. Anthony] Fauci and [Dr. Deborah] Birx was
really completely sober and sobering. What they basically said
is that if everything is being done right now, maybe the
number of deaths can be reduced to 100,000 or 240,000 people.
But if things go wrong, it may be 1-2 million. Right now, it
does not look like this is going to be an easy job. If you
look, for example, to situations like New York and New Jersey
where you have the hotspots, with the highest infection rates



exponentially growing right now, 1t is quite desperate.
Despite Governor Cuomo trying to get sufficient ventilators
for the expected outbreak, he said he was only able to get
2500 ventilators in two weeks from now from China, but that he
is lacking 15,000. Obviously all the other states in the
United States were in a bidding war to get ventilators until
FEMA took it over, and is now organizing it centrally.
Ventilators are in the critical phase of the coronavirus
infection, that which is 1lifesaving. If there are no
ventilators, then these people will just die. It is a very
serious situation. For an industrialized country, it has
unbelievable social consequences. For example, they let out
the prisoners in Rikers Island, a famous prison, and they are
now, because they have no other place to go, hanging out in
Penn Station where they get food deliveries from the guardian
angels. Then, you have 114,000 homeless children in New York
alone, who used to get meals in the schools. So, you have all
kinds of social consequences which really show the underlying
problem of the lack of infrastructure investment, the
privatization and dismantling of the health system over the
last decades; all of that is now really coming to a point of
complete crisis. There are incredible efforts being made to
retool some of the industries, there is an air bridge which
has been established with many planes from China and other
Asian countries — 50 planes all together. There were
yesterday, the first Russian airplane coming to the United
States delivering medical support. So, there is an incredible
mobilization going on, but it is also very clear that this is
a pandemic, and you will have mass unemployment. Some people
are saying that the unemployment in the United States may go
up to 30%; so this is really an unbelievable crisis.

SCHLANGER: Helga, you talk about the crisis affecting the
United States, and how desperate it is. What are we seeing now
in countries like Africa? India has got a total lockdown;
Indonesia is now in the midst of a developing crisis. This 1is
obviously much more dangerous in the developing sector.



ZEPP-LAROUCHE: If you think that the United States is a very
well industrialized country — or, at least it used to be. If
you go to Africa or the other developing areas of the world,
supposedly developing, not so developing countries, it will be
really very bad. You have some countries like South Africa,
Kenya, Lagos is completely overwhelmed already, where you
don’t have that kind of a health system. And you have already
infectious diseases; you have HIV, tuberculosis, famine,
malnutrition. This 1is really a powder keg. The head of the
World Health Organization [WHO], Dr. Tedros, said that both in
the United States and in Africa, the next two weeks will tell
how bad the crisis will be. But so far, there is a certain
delay factor, because of the poor transport connections of the
African continent to the rest of the world, it arrived
relatively late. But now it'’s there, and there is the absolute
danger that this will spread. You have half of the world de
facto locked down; that’s incredible! You have India, a
country of 1.3 billion people, in a lockdown. But that
obviously is relative, because many day workers — people who
just work for a day’s pay in big cities like Delhi — are now
all fleeing these big cities, because they don’t earn any
money, and they have absolutely no reserves. So you see these
pictures where these poor people get on crowded buses, where
they are absolutely not in a position to keep social distance,
and then they are trying to rush home to their rural areas.
But there is no health system. Despite the fact that Prime
Minister Modi had quite some success with the “Clean India”
campaign, and the “Modi Care” where he tried to improve the
health care system, naturally this is all not enough. You have
places like Jakarta in Indonesia — 10 million people in one
city. Half of the people don’t have access to clean water. A
similar situation 1is in many developing countries, including
Mexico, including Peru. So, we are really looking at an
unprecedented world crisis. The danger 1is that this will
overwhelm the health systems; there is not enough production
possible. The winter, which is now developing in the Southern
Hemisphere, will favor the spread of the virus. You really



will probably see many millions of people dying. I think this
makes very clear that we need urgently a completely different
system. Nothing will be like it was before. I think we have to
go into a mass mobilization internationally; which the
Schiller Institute is already engaged in, to establish a new
world economic order. We have called for that for a very long
time, but immediately in this situation it requires a summit
of the most important powerful countries: China, Russia,
India, the United States. They have to establish a new system.
What we need is a completely new system. All the rules of the
liberal economy, of the neo-liberal model, the cheap labor
markets, the out-sourcing, all of that has to be replaced; and
it has to start with the immediate building of a world health
system where a decent health system is being built up in every
single country. That must be the beginning of an industrial
revolution for the whole world. Nothing short of that will do.
That means we need a New Bretton Woods system, and a new
credit system to finance that. If you agree with that, then
help us in this mobilization, because what is at stake are the
lives of many millions of people, and maybe yourself.

SCHLANGER: Over the last few days, President Trump had
discussions with President Xi Jinping of China and President
Putin of Russia. Do you see this as a positive step towards
the idea of a summit? These are bilateral discussions, but so
far we haven’t seen a response to your call on the level
needed.

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: I think it’s a step in the right direction. The
fact that Trump and Xi Jinping re-established contact, that
there were discussions between the health ministers, that the
United States started to accept this air bridge, that Trump
started to discuss with Putin. ALl of these things are very
positive, but they fall short. Also, the proposal by UNCTAD
[UN Conference on Trade and Development], which proposed to
have $2.5 trillion for building up the health sector in the
developing sector, 1is a step in the right direction. $1



trillion is for debt write-off, $1 trillion is for Special
Drawing Rights from the IMF, $500 billion is for a world
health Marshall Plan. That is very positive, but when you
count that, it’s still proverbial peanuts; because to build up
a world health system needs much more than $500 billion.
That's for all the developing countries, not just for one
country. It’'’s for the entire 180 or so developing countries;
if you divide it, it’'s just not enough.

SCHLANGER: There’s a lot of talk about the time lag in doing
the emergency mobilization, getting the equipment, and other
things. To me, the real time lag is the almost 45 years since
your husband first sounded the warning in 1974 that a shift in
the financial system to a neo-liberal new kind of colonial
system would lead to this kind of pandemic. People obviously
weren’t listening. The idea that there was no warning 1is
completely false, isn’t it?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: The first memorandum that the economic
financial policies of the IMF and World Bank would lead to
pandemics, he issued in 1973. Then in 1974, he initiated a
Biological Holocaust Taskforce, which presented their findings
of a study at the end of 1974. I was just rereading a report
which he also initiated in 1985, which is one of several large
studies which absolutely predicted why this would happen.
There is a connection between the biological sphere — the
biosphere — and the economy. If you lower the living standard
and the energy of the system of the economic society, then
lower forms of life of the biosphere just take over. He
compared it at that time, and I think this is a very fitting
image for today, he said that the cheap labor orientation
towards the developing sector and keeping development down in
the so-called Third World, has to be compared to Schachtian
economics in the concentration camps in Nazi Germany. He said
a lot of deaths in the concentration camps came from forcing
the people sitting in these camps to do hard labor. They would
have to do work for 2-3000 calories, but they would only get



food for about 1000 calories. Then it was just a question of
time before they would die of over-exhaustion. That is a
fitting image, because if you lower the living standard of the
developing countries wunnecessarily by denying them
infrastructure, like the World Wildlife Fund did in all their
campaigns to ruin the prospects for dams, for industrial
development, just blocking development with phony arguments of
ecologism. What you do then is you reduce the ability of
people to withstand diseases. You lower their immune system,
you make them susceptible to pandemics, and this is exactly
what we see today. That was clear; we discussed it in no
uncertain terms. He said, these policies would have more
consequences than the genocide of Adolf Hitler. I absolutely
want to repeat that. When you see people today who are
indifferent, who say “I don’t care. What do I care about
Africa? What do I car about Latin America?”; these are people
who are morally the equivalent of Nuremburg criminals. If you
remember at the Nuremburg trials, the judges said, you either
knew or should have known, about what was going on in the
Third Reich. And concerning the condition of the developing
sector, the exact same thing can be said. The people who are
pushing no development, who are more concerned about the
little snail in some corner than millions of people, these are
people who are criminal. And that criminality absolutely has
to stop. We have to start rebuilding the world. And every life
in Africa, in Latin America, and in Asia is as precious as any
child in Germany, or in the United States or any other place.
I am consciously using this rather stark language, because
this complacency and this arrogance of the Euro-centrists, or
the American-centrists has to stop. We are at a point of moral
and economic breakdown crisis of the whole world. We need a
new system, and that has to be mobilized, and it has to be
gotten through. If we don’t do that, we are risking our
humanity either physically — because it is not yet clear if it
doesn’'t lead to war as a consequence of conditions of a
breakdown crisis — or it leads to our moral demise. I really
think that we have to absolutely change this. We have to allow



industrial development in every single country in the world,
and we have to have a decent living standard. It is very easy,
because China has shown the way, that you can bring
infrastructure development as the precondition for development
to every country. It is up to us in the so-called Western
countries in Europe and the United States to absolutely change
our ways.

SCHLANGER: I think it’s also important going back to Lyn’s
warnings in the early 1970s that he identified individuals who
were committed to population reduction, knowing this would
happen. We’re seeing some of these same kinds of comments. You
had mentioned before, people talking about “Oh, isn’'t it
wonderful! There are now blue skies!” There are people who are
cheering on the demise of the elderly and the so-called
“useless eaters”, aren’t there?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: There 1is the flagship magazine of the British
Empire, which is just coming out with that line today — {The
Economist}. They say, isn’t it wonderful that the economy is
coming to a grinding halt? No C02 emissions. We just have to
make sure that after this crisis, we are not going back to
normal. There are some other criminal people who call
themselves economists, who also say that if this crisis stops
and is over, we have to rebuild the economy and it has to be
all based on climate protection. We have discussed the reasons
why the Green ecology is exactly what caused this crisis; and
if we would go back to the same policies which have caused
this crisis, then we clearly do not have the moral fitness to
survive.

SCHLANGER: Helga, you’ve been talking about the rebuilding of
the whole world health system. You had a conference call
yesterday morning with young people, where you called on them
to take responsibility for the organizing process to do this.
What is your sense of the ability to mobilize youth today to
take on this task?



ZEPP-LAROUCHE: I think this was very encouraging, because this
was the first such international youth call, and it had about
70-75 young people from all over the world; from the United
States, Mexico, Peru, Pakistan, Africa, Europe, China. I think
the discussion really reflected that these young people are
morally absolutely committed to make sure that they have a
future. The idea that every country has the right to have a
decent health system is obvious. They are committed to bring
this message to a lot of other young people, to the
universities. They are committed to spread it other
organizations, especially in the developing sector. All of
them are really tuned in to the approach that you need the
world leaders of the most important countries to change the
system. I think this is important, because people have not
really thought about it. You cannot sit out this crisis; you
cannot just wait until it’s over. This is a pandemic, and it
may come back in waves. It is intersected with the breakdown
of the financial system, the collapse of the physical economy.
The only to get out of that is to have a completely new
system. Most people have not spent much thought on whether
that is necessary or possible, or they say you can’t do that.
Yes, you can do it. Systems are man-made; they are not built
in the physical universe. They are man-made, and you can
change the system. If the old system is not suitable for the
common good of the people, then it has to be replaced. We have
specified many times what that must look like: You need a
global Glass-Steagall banking separation, you have to end the
casino economy; you have to protect the commercial banks; you
have to create a national bank in every country; you have to
connect these national banks in a New Bretton Woods system
which provides cheap long-term credit for clearly defined
development projects. Then you have to have international
cooperation. I think among the young people in particular, the
idea that cooperation has to replace confrontation is a very
easily understood idea. There were several especially young
women — which made me especially happy, because I'm all for
woman-power — and they especially emphasized that the passion



which needs to be mobilized for that is agape. The change
which has to occur must be based on a love for humanity. In
this discussion, you could get an inkling of what the kind of
new system will be like; namely, that the geopoliticians will
be out. The people that think you can start endless wars just
to make profit, this is an obsolete idea of troglodytes. The
future must belong to young people who organize the world in
different ways, in the interests of each country and vice
versa. That was actually a very hopeful call, and I would urge
people to get in contact with us to see how they can join it.

SCHLANGER: When you talk about troglodytes, look at what'’s
going on in Europe with the European Union; the battles that
are going on around the continuation of the neo-liberal
policies. This 1s in complete contrast to what you're
discussing with the young people, the complete absence of
agape. Catch us up a little bit on what’'s going on in the EU.

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: It’s almost a question of the past to talk
about the EU. It’'s really right now a question mark as to how
long this construct will remain in place. There 1is no
solidarity; there is a big feud right now between Germany and
Italy, France, and the other southern European countries. It’s
a little bit on the wrong issue; namely, this issue of
Eurobonds, which I think is not a good idea. It’'s still in the
realm of banking bail-out. Just to mention in parentheses, the
Federal Reserve just yesterday opened their repo credit
facility to all other central banks. That means basically that
they intend to help each other to bail each other out. The
Federal Reserve earlier had allocated $4 trillion for the
bail-out of the U.S. banking sector which was characterized by
Republican Congressman Thomas Massie as the biggest transfer
of wealth from the ordinary people to the very rich and the
bankers. This is part of the Eurobonds, so I'm not in favor of
the Eurobonds. The conflict which has arisen between Germany
and Holland and Austria on the one side, and these other
countries on the other side, pertains to a real issue. That is



that obviously the countries of the south — especially Italy
and Spain, and increasingly also France — are really suffering
an incredible exponential growth rate of this virus, and they
have demanded some finance mechanism organized by the EU,
which was blocked by Germany in particular and Holland and
Austria. So, what these countries are saying 1is, this 1is the
ugly face of Europe. The tone becomes quite nasty. For
example, the Italian media and I think also Prime Minister
Conte were saying that if that would have been the attitude of
the other European countries at the 1953 debt conference in
London, where half of the German debt was forgiven, which
obviously was an extremely important factor 1in the
reconstruction of Germany after the Second World War, if that
had not been done, then Germany would still live on the
garbage piles. So, the tone is becoming nasty, and everybody —
Italy, Spain, Serbia - all say that they got more help from
China, from Russia, from Cuba, even the small country of
Albania was sending 30 health personnel to Italy to help. You
can really see who is your friend, and who is completely only
motivated by other reasons. This will remain, and I think this
anti-China campaign which is coming from Pompeo, from {Foreign
Affairs} magazine, from the Council on Foreign Relations, who
are all still in this absolutely vicious campaign against
China, I think that will vanish. Because people in this crisis
see who 1is helping, and who is not. I think the situation in
Europe maybe in a week or two weeks when we talk next time,
the EU may not exist. That’'s not a bad thing, because it was a
bad construction from the very beginning. It could not work.
It never existed. There is no European people. There are many
nations and many cultures, but the European bureaucracy is an
evil structure which is not in correspondence to the interests
of their own members. The sooner it is replaced by something
else — either a Eurasian alliance of sovereign states from the
Chinese Sea to Vladivostok to Lisbon — or some other kind of
new alliance of sovereign republics working together for a new
world economic order. That does not mean that European
countries cannot work together, but they should not be under



the tutelage of some supranational structure. I think we will
see big changes in this coming period. It requires the active
intervention of as many state citizens as possible. So, please
get in contact with us and help us to try to change the agenda
on a large scale.

SCHLANGER: Toward accomplishing that goal, the Schiller
Institute is going to have an international conference April
25-26. Just give us a little bit of a sense of what you hope
to come out of that conference with.

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: We had to shift that conference which was
planned for sometime, to be an internet conference, because
you can’t have physical conferences at this point. But in that
lies also an advantage; namely, that you can reach much larger
audiences. Therefore, people should start to register for that
conference, because then you will be also supplied with
additional information and materials you can read ahead of
time to be prepared to participate as a more active person in
this conference. What we will try to do is, we will try to
discuss the issues at that conference which we think should be
taken up these large governments. So, we will try to inform
the population on the needed changes 1in the strategic
alliance, the needed cultural changes, the need to go to a
Classical renaissance of art and music. We will discuss the
frontiers of science; what is necessary to defeat not only the
coronavirus, but to really get a completely different sense of
space medicine, of breakthroughs in optical biophysics in
redefining what life is. What do we need to know to be able to
combat such problems much better? And naturally, what must be
the principles of physical economy when we rebuild the world
economy. So, you should definitely get in touch with us,
register for the conference, and be part of it.

SCHLANGER: I would encourage everyone to join this
mobilization with a very simple thing. Share this webcast!
Pass it around! Get your friends to watch it. Then, go to the
Schiller Institute website, the LaRouche PAC website, and



study these ideas. It’s these ideas which were generated from
Lyndon LaRouche back in the 1960s and 1970s that are not only
valid, but represent universal principles.

Det skal
veare MEGET STORT & DRISTIGT, to billioner dollars, og
udelukkende vare fokuseret pa jobs og genopbygning af vort
lands engang sa storslaede infrastruktur! Fase 4.”

Kan dette fungere? Med det demokratiske partis lederskab
tvunget til at samarbejde med prasidenten 1 lyset af den
verste krise siden 2. verdenskrig — ved at have vedtaget tre
store humanitare bistands- og stimuleringspakker for at tackle
den gdelagte gkonomi og Wall Streets udplyndring af nationens
folkesundhed, industri og infrastruktur igennem artier — vil
demokraterne nasten helt sikkert ogsa stegtte Trump i dette.

Udviklingslandene har brug
for et nyt globalt
sundhedssystem for at
overleve

Den 30. marts (EIRNS) — Det stadig stgrre skifte hen imod et
reelt samarbejde mellem USA og Kina i kampen mod pandemien, og
den potentielle inkludering af Rusland betyder, at den store
udfordring for deres dagsorden er at tilvejebringe moderne
sundhedssystemer og hospitalsfaciliteter til adskillige
udviklingslande, der selv mangler midlerne til at kunne
bekempe virussets dgdelige udbredelse. Idéen om skabelsen af
en international udviklingsbank, 1lige nu til dette vardige
formal, venter stadig pa at blive sat pa dagsordenen.

Den 29. marts udgav FN’s Kommission for Handel og Udvikling
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(UNCTAD) en rapport og et forslag angaende de fgrste skridt
hen imod dette formdl. De opfordrede til at de industrielle
lande skulle frigive $2,5 billioner i alt, "for at
udviklingslande kan handtere chokket fra coronavirusset.” De
foreslog at afskrive omring $1 billion i gald, baseret pa
modellen fra konferencen i 1953 angadende den tyske gald. I
dette tilfazlde var det halvdelen af al tysk gald, som blev
ophavet for at muliggere efterkrigstidens genopbygning. Denne
idé fra UNCTAD understgtter prompte de sidste dages forslag
fra Argentina, samt kravet fra femten afrikanske lande til G20
om en generel afskrivning af gald.

UNCTAD foreslar 1ligesa, at omfordele Den internationale
Valutafonds "special drawing rights” (SDR) og tildele flere
SDR-rettigheder til udviklingslande; og $500 milliarder til en
Marshall-plan for et offentligt sundhedssystem. De i alt $2,5
billioner, som UNCTAD udpeger, er halvdelen af hvad de fgrende
G20-lande, 1 deres telekonference d. 26. marts, blev enige om
at bruge pad deres egne gkonomiers overlevelse og
genoprettelse. Det er, igen, halvdelen af det som en enkelt
centralbank, den amerikanske Federal Reserve, hektisk trykker
for at forsgge at redde snesevis af billioner af de nu giftige
aktiver 1 de spekulative markeder, som i stedet burde lukkes
ned, imens krisen varer ved.

Serligt afgerende opfordrer UNCTAD’s rapport til at tillade og
tilskynde kapitalkontrol, hvor igennem udviklingslande kan
standse kapitalflugten.

"De gkonomiske konsekvenser fra chokket fortsatter og er til
stadighed svare at forudse, men der er klare indikationer pa,
at situationen vil blive varre for udviklingslandenes
gkonomier fgr de bliver bedre,” sagde UNCTAD's
generalsekretar, Mukhisa Kituyi. I lgbet af februar og marts
er kapital ’'flygtet som en tyv’ ud af hvert eneste
udviklingsland, uden undtagelse; deres valutaer falder hurtigt
i verdi; deres eksportindtjeninger er styrtdykket;



rentesatserne pa deres udlandsgald er skudt i vejret; de har
tabt turisme; og prisen pa deres ravarer er faldet kraftigt.
Etiopiens premierminister Abiy Ahmed Ali — som reprasenterede
ngdvendigheden for en galdseftergivelse — talte for dem, da
han sagde, at disse nationer fuldstandig mangler midlerne til
at kunne varetage de enorme programmer for bygning af
hospitaler og produktion af hospitalsudstyr og den
efterfglgende gkonomiske genoprejsning, som de udviklede lande
ivaerksatter.

Vi ser hvordan lederne af de industrielle lande har
forferdelig travlt med at genskabe de hospitalssenge og udstyr
og den offentlige sundhedsinfrastruktur, som deres monetare
sindssyge har stjalet fra deres befolkninger over de sidste 50
ar. En &gte, ny gkonomisk orden ma nu opsta, grundlagt pa
fuldstendig anderledes gkonomiske aksiomer end tilbedelsen af
"mig f@rst”, "alfa”, og business-uddannelsen.

En international udviklingsbank, der kan patage sig jobbet for
verdens sundhed og udvikling, som UNCTAD blot antyder i deres
forslag, ma igangsattes af, minimum, de fe@rende videnskabelige
og teknologiske nationer. Disse er Kina, USA, Rusland og
Indien; og deres stigende tendens til at samarbejde over for
denne store krise, mda lede dem til at skabe et nyt
internationalt kreditsystem — et Nyt Bretton Woods, som
genopliver Franklin Roosevelts intention om at udvikle den
underudviklede verden gennem eksport af kapitalgoder.

Schiller Instituttet vil afholde en international
internetkonference, "Menneskehedens Eksistens afhanger nu af
Etableringen af et Nyt Paradigme!”, d. 25.-26. april for at
realisere dette, som invitationen til konferencen forklarer.



Ingen sejr over COVID-19 uden
at opna et nyt gkonomisk
system og samarbejde, der
viser vejen.

Den 30. marts (EIRNS) — Et udtryk for status for spredningen
af COVID-19, samt modsvaret herpa, er, at det anslas, at
minimum en fjerdedel af verdens befolkning nu er underlagt
restriktioner af bevegelsesfriheden siden Indiens ordre den
24. marts. Samtidig er graden af logistisk mobilisering fra
sted til sted pa en krigstids-skala. Denne pointe blev
dramatiseret i USA i weekenden, ved eksempelvis at prasident
Donald Trump personligt stod ved afgangskajen i Norfolk — det
amerikanske NATO-center — da hospitalsskibet USNS Comfort
afgik med ankomst til New York City i morgen. Pa samme made
holdt i New York guverngr, Andrew Cuomo, fredag den 27. marts
sin daglige presse-briefing i Javits Centret 1 hjertet af
Manhattan; centret er pd fire dage omdannet til et hospital
med 2.900 senge og abner i morgen. Cuomo takkede hjemmevarnet
(the National Guard) og Hzrens Ingenigrkorps mange gange for
deres arbejde.

Men tag ikke fejl. Artierne med afvikling af medicinsk
infrastruktur og folkesundhedssystemer i det transatlantiske
omrade, og forhindring af en opbygning i Afrika, i store dele
af den vestlige halvkugle, Sydasien og andre steder, betyder,
at der stadig er store huller i kapaciteten til beskyttelse af
liv.

Imens vi kaemper som ind i helvede for at redde liv md vi
fremme kampen for at opna etableringen af et nyt gkonomisk
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system i1 menneskehedens tjeneste. Dette blev drgftet under
garsdagens LaRouchePAC-webcast, ;En Apollo-mission for at redde
menneskeheden: Opbygning af;Sundheds-silkevejen hvor Schiller
Instituttets prasident Helga Zepp-LaRouche gav hovedtalen. Hun
gentog sin opfordring til at suspendere aktiemarkederne, der
er ude af kontrol, og traffe ngdforanstaltninger for gkonomisk
reorganisering. Ggr dette i forbindelse med drgftelser mellem
stormagtledere, prasidenterne Donald Trump, Vladimir Putin, Xi
Jinping og premierminister Narendra Modi ved et topmgde
hurtigst muligt.

I opposition til ethvert sadant trak for et nyt system
understregede finansminister Steven Mnuchin i dag gentagne
gange, at finansministeriet og den amerikanske centralbank,
Federal Reserve Bank (Fed), vil pumpe likviditet ind i Wall
Streets/City of Londons dgde system, ligesom at halde benzin
pa et bal. Mnuchin sagde: "Jeg taler med Jerome Powell, Fed-
direktgren, hver dag. Han fortazller hvad han har brug for. Jeg
har aldrig afvist ham.” Mnuchin fortsatte, ;Vi har $ 4

billioner i 1likviditet .. der rulles ud i disse Fed-
programmer;. Med andre ord, mens Mnuchin;holder sit foredrag
om at hjalpe “mainstreet America” — og den fgderale bistand er

virkelig pa sin plads i forhold til arbejdstagere, landmand,
hjelp til hospitaler, lokale og statslige regeringer og sa
videre i den nye CARES-lov, som Trump underskrev fredag — er
Mnuchin i virkeligheden ved at ga ad helvede til.

Drivkraften til et nyt verdensgkonomisk system kommer fra
opfordringer til galdssanering og omorganisering 1 Afrika og
Sydamerika. I denne weekend sagde for eksempel Alicia Barcena,
direktegr for FN’s @konomiske Kommission for Latinamerika og
Caribien (ECLAC): Vi er ngdt til at gentanke hvilken type
udviklingsmodel, der skal komme ud af denne krise. Det er
ngdvendigt at gentenke globaliseringen. Det latinamerikanske
strategiske center for geopolitik (CELAG) opfordrede til
eftergivelse af latinamerikanske nationers suverazne gald til
multilaterale langivere, sasom IMF, Verdensbanken osv., samt



0ogsa til private kreditorer.

Fra Afrika udsendte Prasidiet for Den Afrikanske Unions stats-
og regeringschefer en meddelelse den 26. marts, inden G20-
topmgdet, med opfordring til at traffe de ngdvendige
gkonomiske foranstaltninger til at tackle COVID-19 og alle
sygdomme. Det er kun siden januar 2017, at Afrika overhovedet
har haft et center for sygdomskontrol og -forebyggelse og fem
regionale underenheder.

Disse oprab kan besvares. Det eksisterende neo-britiske
imperiale, monetaristiske system, der skabte sarbarheden over
for sygdomme og lidelser, kan lukkes ned for altid. 0g ved
sejren over virusset kom et symbol pa hab i dag, i form af det
personlige besgg som Xi Jinping foretog til to store havne 1
Zhejiang-provinsen syd for Shanghai og andre lokaliteter, hvor
den gkonomiske aktivitet efter COVID-19 nu genoptages. Der er
stadig behov for varsomhed imod en genopblussen af sygdommen,
men det kan ggres.

Internationalt spiller Kina en ledende rolle ved at yde
bistand til snesevis af lande i deres kamp mod COVID-19, og
der er andre afggrende eksempler, f.eks. russisk bistand til
Italien.

Denne samarbejdsand er til stede mellem Xi og Trump, som det
fremgik ved deres telefonkonference sidste torsdag. I dag
papegede Trump pa et mgde i Det hvide Hus med erhvervsledere
om forsyningsma&ssige spgrgsmal, at medicinske forsyninger nu
flyves ind til USA fra Kina og bidrager til Project Airbridge,
der leverer forsyninger overalt i USA. En flylast fra Shanghai
landede her til morgen 1 New York City, den fgrste af 20
sadanne leverancer i april.

Overalt i USA er der en voksende and af samarbejde, hvilket
guverngrerne og prasident Trump og Det hvide Hus pa mange
mader viste i lgbet af weekenden i viruszonernes forskellige
brandpunkter. Guverngr for Maryland, Larry Hogan, formand for



den Nationale Sammenslutning af Guverngrer, sagde pa Fox News,
at der kan vare store flaskehalse i mangel pa testudstyr,
masker og ventilatorer, og der er frustration derude, men, vi
er sammen om alt dette.”

Sadan kan vi abne Danmark op
igen uden at risikere, at
COVID-19 far overtaget
Udtalelse af Schiller
Instituttets formand Tom
Gillesberg den 30. marts 2020

Mette Fredriksen og den danske regering har wudvist
forbilledligt 1lederskab i handtering af den nuvarende
sundhedskrise og fik Danmark hurtigt lukket ned, da det var
klart, at der forekom udbredt smittespredning i Danmark. Den
danske befolkning har reageret godt pa lederskabet og det ser
ud til, at vi har formdet at sanke smittespredningen fra
omkring 2,8 nye smittede per smittet til omkring 2,0. Det
lyder af lidt, men det er ufatteligt godt gaet og har kegbt os
ekstra tid. Med en smitterate pa 2,8 vil antallet af nye
smittede pa 6 uger vare 1350 gange stgrre. 1.000 smittede
bliver altsa til 1,35 mio. Med en smitterate reduceret til 2,0
vil antallet af nye smittede efter 6 uger vare 128 stgrre.
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1.000 smittede bliver altsa i stedet til 128.000 nye smittede
over de 6 uger. Dermed har vi kebt kritisk tid til at undga,
at vi far katastrofale tilstande, som dem vi har set 1
sundhedsvasenet i Italien her 1 Danmark.

Dette var det erklarede mal for nedlukningen af Danmark, sa
det ser ud til at blive succesfuldt, men det rejser et ligesa
stort problem: Hvornar kan vi gendbne Danmark uden at se en
eksplosiv udvikling i antallet smittede af COVID-197?

Studiet fra Imperial College i London (Impact of non-
pharmaceutical interventions (NPIs) to reduce COVID-19
mortality and healthcare demand), der blandt andet fik den
britiske regering til at Llukke Storbritanien ned og
overbeviste den amerikanske regering om alvoren 1 COVID-19-
epidemien, kommer frem til, at en nedlukning er ngdvendig for
at undgd en katastrofe, men slar samtidigt fast, at man ma
forvente en kraftig opblomstring af epidemien, sa snart man
gar tilbage til det normale liv, og smittespredningen dermed
bliver stgrre. Rapporten konkluderer, at det er sandsynligt,
at man det meste af tiden frem til udviklingen af en eventuel
vaccine, som man forventer kommer pa banen om tidligst 12-18
maneder, eller til at sa stor en del af befolkningen har vearet
smittet (ca. 60 %) til at give en flokimmunitet 1
befolkningen, ma fastholde en nedlukning af samfundet med blot
enkelte abne perioder ind imellem, hvor man s& lukker ned
igen, nar epidemien begynder at vokse for kraftigt.

En sadan hel eller delvis nedlukning af Danmark i op til 12-18
maneder vil vere katastrofal for det danske samfund og den
danske gkonomi. Derfor mda vi introducere andre redskaber, der
kan give os nye fordele i kampen mod COVID-19 end blot af
satse pa udviklingen af flokimmunitet eller udviklingen af en
vaccine om 12-18 maneder. Et sadant redskab, der har vist sig
effektivt andre steder, er en aggressiv opsporing og isolering
af COVID-19-smittede, som bl.a. i1 Kina og Sydkorea har gjort
at man har kunnet holde epidemien i skak. Vi vil selvfglgelig
ikke kopiere deres metoder til fulde, da vores samfund



fungerer anderledes, men benytte erfaringerne og indsztte dem
i en dansk sammenhang. Samtidig er et ekstra vigtigt redskab
pa trapperne, der om fa dage vil gegre det muligt, at finde ud
af, om en person har veret smittet med COVID-19. Det kan give
os flere fordele bdde med at bekampe smitten her, og holde
Danmark abent mest muligt — uden at risikere et sammenbrud af
det danske sundhedsva&sen og ungdigt mange dgde blandt den
danske befolkning — og samtidigt hjalpe 1 den globale kamp
imod COVID-19.

Vi skal bruge det pusterum, som vi har faet gennem den
effektive nedlukning af Danmark, til hurtigst muligt af fa et
sa komplet overblik over udbredelsen af smitten her i landet
og fa identificeret og isoleret flest muligt COVID-19
smittede. Vi skal have gang 1 den form for effektiv
smittesporing, der ophgrte, da man lukkede Danmark ned og
sundhedsstyrelsen erklarede, at inddemning nu var umulig. Alt,
hvad vi ved, om hvem, der er er smittet eller har varet
smittet og om, hvordan og hvornar de blev smittet, er nemlig
guld vaerd i bekempelsen af epidemien. 0g i at sikre, at vi kan
holde Danmark mest muligt abent.

Det stgrste problem med COVID-19 er nemlig, at den spreder sig
veldigt effektivt fra menneske til menneske og at mange
smittede, ikke udviser kraftige symptomer eller bliver meget
syge, men alligevel kan bringe sygdommen videre “under
radaren”. Som nar det galder isbjerge, sa ser man kun en meget
lille del af det egentlige problem. Det betyder, at sygdommen
sandsynligvis kom til Danmark langt inden, at vi fik den
sakaldt ferste smittede (TV2-medarbejderen) den 27. februar.

I lgbet af de seneste dage har man fundet ud af, hvordan vi
hurtigere og lettere kan teste sekret fra mulige smittede for
COVID-19. Inden for de naste dage, vil vi ogsa kunne teste
blodprgver for anti-stoffer til COVID-19, og dermed kunne
fastlagge, om en person har varet smittet med COVID-19. At
vide, at man har haft COVID-19 og har overlevet, er en god
information at have, da man i sa fald (medmindre vi ser nye



mutationer af COVID-19) ikke langere kan blive smittet og
heller ikke risikerer at kunne smitte andre. Men det er ogsa
en vigtig information at have for at kunne fastl®gge, hvor og
hvornar den enkelte blev smittet. Det giver overblik over,
hvordan epidemien har udviklet sig og hvordan den fremadrettet
vil udvikle sig. Vi skal sa vidt som muligt have et billede
over samtlige smittekader i Danmark. Det kraver massiv
testning og en kortlagning af COVID-19's 1liv og virke 1
Danmark.

Operation “Fjern virus fra skindpelsen”

Vi skal have kortlagt COVID-19 i Danmark, sa vi kan holde
epidemien stangen, og det kraver (udover den indsats, der ydes
pa de danske hospitaler) en massiv testindsats fremadrettet:

1. Alle, der udviser selv svage symptomer pa COVID-19, skal
omgdende testes og i tilfalde af COVID-19-smitte sattes
i hjemmekarantzne indtil 48 timer efter, at de betragtes
som symtomfri og raske. Forlgbet afsluttes med en
yderligere blodprgve, der viser, at de har nok anti-
stoffer imod COVID-19 til, at de ikke 1langere at kan
huse sygdommen. Mens sygdommen star pa skal patienten
indsende daglige rapporter til sundhedsmyndighederne
over, hvordan man har det, sygdommens udvikling,
symptomer etc. Dette er vigtigt, ikke blot for at
overvage den enkelte patient og i tide kunne vyde
ngdvendig hjaelp til behandling af sygdommen, men ogsa
for at fa et langt bedre overblik over sygdomsforlgbet
og dens symptomer til fremtid smittesporing og
sygdomsbekampelse. Alle familiemedlemmer og andre tatte
kontakter skal testes (bade for COVID-19 og evt. ogsa
for anti-stoffer) og pa lignende vis selvovervages, for
at sikre, at de ikke o0gsa er smittede. Dette fortsatter
i en karantazneperiode, som afsluttes med yderlig en
test. Der laves samtidig klassisk smittesporing for at
finde alle mulige smittekontakter den/de syge har haft,
dels for at finde personen/personer de er blevet smittet



af, men ogsa de personer, som de muligvis har smittet.
Hjemmekarantezne og daglig indrapportering kraves af dem,
som vurderes at vere mulige smittede.

2. Alle, der mener, at de eventuelt har varet smittet, skal
sa hurtigt som muligt testes for anti-stoffer imod
COVID-19, for at finde ud af, om de har haft sygdommen.
Hvis disse tests 1 dag sendes ud af landet, som en del
af det internationale forskningssamarbejde, skal dette
arbejde sa vidt, det er muligt, hjemtages for en hurtige
informationsstrgm (mens vi selvfglgelig samtidig fortsat
vidensdeler med vore forskningspartnere). Finder vi
personer, der har varet smittede med COVID-19, s3
starter smittesporing for at finde ud af, hvor og
hvornar de blev smittet, og hvem de eventuelt selv har
smittet. Selv om dette 1 mange tilfalde involverer
personer, der ikke langere er smittede, sd er det vigtig
information for at etablere smittekader og finde mange
af de smittekader, der indtil nu er gdet under radaren.
Det vil ogsa hjelpe i arbejdet med at fastlagge
forskellige typer af COVID-19, forskellige
smittemgnstre, symptomer og evt. o0gsa senere
differentieret behandling.

3. Der forskes flittigt i udvikling af behandlingsmetoder,
mange gange med brug af allerede godkendte lzgemidler
eller en kombination af dem, til at lindre og evt. ogsa
forkorte sygdomsforlgbet hos indlagte patienter. Der
skal forberedes en hurtig implementering af nye
modaliteter i takt med at der er lovende resultater fra
forskningen.

At lave dette arbejde med testning og smittesporing er ganske
omfattende, men vil i stor udstrakning ikke overlappe med de
ressourcer, der kraves i kampen imod COVID-19 pa hospitalerne.
Det er andre ressourcer, der skal mobiliseres fra samfundet,
borgere og virksomheder for at sikre, at vi s& hurtigt som



muligt kan lukke Danmark op og holde Danmark abent mest muligt
indtil COVID-19 er besejret. Samtidigt vil det bibringe
vigtige data om COVID-19, der hjelper ikke blot Danmark, men
hele verden 1 kampen imod COVID-19.

Ressourcer, der skal bringes i spil for at kunne
handtere denne indsats, inklusive 50-100.000
testninger per dag, involverer bl.a.:

1) Der skal oprettes en lang rakke teststeder (bl.a. drive-in-
teststeder), hvor folk kan fa taget sekret fra de nedre
luftveje til COVID-19-test. Dette skal fungere med personale,
der ikke ma tages fra den normale behandlingsindsats pa
hospitalerne. Eventuelt med personer, der allerede har haft
COVID-19.

COVID-19 prgver om dagen. Kapaciteten kan findes pa
eksisterende laboratorier pd universiteter og lignende, men
ogsa, hvis de bliver spurgt, pa danske virksomheder, som nok
gerne vil bidrage med testkapacitet, som Novo Nordisk har
valgt at ggre det. Vi har mange medicinalvirksomheder i
Danmark, og de fleste vil ikke takke nej, hvis de bliver bedt
om at hjalpe til. Det forberedes selvfglgelig at kunne tage og
behandle endnu flere tests, hvis det skulle blive ngdvendigt.

3) Der oprettes et lignende beredskab til at tage blodpregver
for at konstatere anti-stoffer imod COVID-19, hvis det
nuvarende system ikke er i stand til at handtere den ggede
volumen. Der oprettes flere enheder til hurtigt at omsatte
blodprever for anti-stoffer til COVID-19 til brugbare
testresultater.

4) Der skal oprettes en del enheder til smittekortlagning og
smittesporing. Samtidig skal der vare enheder til at handtere
alle de data, som man far ind fra testresultater, daglige
tilbagemeldinger fra COVID-19-smittede, folk i karantzne etc.
Det vil vaere langt stegrre mangder af data, end man har varet



vant til, og det kraver evt. en oprustning pa
databehandlingssiden. Danske virksomheder med ekspertviden pa
omradet vil sandsynligvis med glade bista med at udvikle de
ngdvendige digitale varktgjer 1 ekspresfart, hvis de bliver
bedt om det.

5) Med hensyn til hjalpemidler til testindsatsen og
vernemidler til personalet pa alle COVID-19-omrader, der evt.
er mangel pa i dag, osv. sa vil de af dem, som man ikke kan
anskaffe hurtigt pa markedet til rimelige priser,
sandsynligvis kunne fremskaffes fra, eller produceres af
danske virksomheder, hvis man blot beder dem om det. Lokaliser
evt. flaskehalse og find ud af, hvem i Danmark, der vil kunne
hjelpe. Hvis man spgrger om hjalp, sa vil man blive positivt
overrasket over, hvor mange, der blot venter pa at kunne
hjelpe til.

Udover at vare en uvurderlig hjalp i at inddamme COVID-19 sa
meget som muligt, sa vil brugen af udbredt testning og
smittesporing give os de ngdvendige redskaber til at forsta og
handtere sundhedskrisen langt bedre. Vi vil gennem det langt
bedre overblik over COVID-19 og dens aktiviteter bedre kunne
forhindre en kraftig opblomstring af epidemien pa et senere
tidspunkt, og gennem den tatte overvagning vide, hvornar vi
eventuelt md lukke dele af Danmark ned igen, for at fa
kontrollen over COVID-19 tilbage.

Alle disse tiltage er 1ikke gratis, men den samlede
indsatspakke er billigere end blot en enkelt dags nedlukning
af Danmark. Samtidig kan man ogsa habe, at de store mangder
indsamlede data g@r os i stand til bedre at forsta COVID-19,
og dermed kunne bekampe COVID-19 langt mere effektivt bade i
Danmark og globalt indtil vi forhabentligt snart kan
endegyldigt besejre COVID-19 og fa vores normale
samfundsfunktioner tilbage.

This is a real
pandemic, and it does require the absolute unified cooperation
of all countries in one effort to overcome it — because, this
is a pandemic. And a pandemic means it 1s raging across the
globe.

Yesterday, Prime Minister Narendra Modi in India, shut down
the whole country for 20 days, and that is 1.3 billion people.
Now, if you have an idea of what the condition of life are in
many parts of India, where you have real poverty, and not even
infrastructure, no roads in some parts of the country, it will
be, in all likelihood - despite the excellent healthcare
system which India has — it probably will be much worse than
in China.

It is spreading very rapidly to Latin America, to Peru, to
Brazil, other countries; to Africa.

And if you look at the situation in Europe, the north of Italy
is out of control. In Lombardy, the army had to come to
transport the corpses from Bergamo and other places, because
there were too many to be handled by the medical staff.
Yesterday, the trade unions called for an eight-hour general
strike, because they insist that the government should impose
stricter measures, because of confusing messages people were
still running around, trying to drive to Sicily by cars, and
so forth; so this situation 1is one of really, absolute
disaster.

If you look at Spain, where now the rate of infection is even
greater than in Italy, you think you are in the 14th century,
as you see from the paintings of Breugel and Bosch and



Holbein, where, for example, in Madrid, there were so many
dead that the army had to come to transport them temporarily
to a big ice skating rink, because the hospital morgues were
overwhelmed. Then, there are 400,000 people in nursing homes,
where there is no protective gear, not enough personnel; the
same situation is in Germany. I mean, Germany, the supposedly
rich industrial power, because of a lack of precautions, and
the budget cuts for 20 years, the health officials, like the
chief of emergency of the Wolfsburg Clinic, Dr. Bernadett
Erdmann, she said there is absolutely no protective gear for
the medical personnel; others say they have only a few days,
and if it strikes the medical personnel, that that is the end.

Then, in Great Britain, finally Boris Johnson, after pursuing
for quite some time, this completely irresponsible policy of
the “herd immunity,” which is the idea that 60% or 70% of the
population must get infected first — which naturally means
many people will die — he reversed course and imposed a
lockdown, pretty much in the same way as Germany — only 2
people can meet, and only important missions can be done out
of the home.

In the United States, the situation is getting to be the worst
epicenter, according to the World Health Organization. New
York and other places, but especially New York and Seattle,
the West Coast, they’re red alert areas. Gov. Andrew Cuomo is
doing a lot to do whatever 1is possible to increase the
intensive care units in the hospitals, build more hospital
beds, but it is an absolutely dramatic situation. Because if
you think that you have all these homeless people, generally
you have a complete lack of medical staff, you have a lack of
medical equipment, and now the effects of the neo-liberal
cutbacks of the last decades are really coming home to roost
and we have a dramatic situation, which 1is why we absolutely
need to reflect on the changes.

Obviously, we first have to do everything possible to stop it,
and there, I can only say the experience from China, from



Wuhan and Hubei province, 1is, you have to have testing,
testing, testing, as much as possible; you have to gear up the
production as much as you can, because what functioned in
Wuhan was that they just tested everybody several times. They
isolated the infected people, they put them in quarantine, and
that did work. So, as a positive result, today, the quarantine
in Wuhan can be lifted. But these kinds of measures which were
applied in China are not being applied everywhere in the West
and that lesson has to be learned very quickly.

SCHLANGER: Helga, you’ve mentioned in terms of the health
emergency, the importance of cooperation and solidarity
between nations. And we see an enormous effort coming out of
China and also Russia, as well, to provide personal protective
equipment and so on, and yet, we still hear the voices
attacking China, blaming China - what’s wrong with these
people?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: As you say, China is making an unbelievable
effort: They’'re now sending medical equipment to 82 countries
around the world. They'’re sending their medical teams, helping
the African nations; they’re sending teams to Italy, to Spain,
to France, to Iran, to Iraq, to Venezuela, and actually also
to every country which asks for help, they’re responding to;
even 1in Germany, where the district administrator from
Heinsburg [North Rhine-Westphalia] was calling on President Xi
Jinping for help. The general consul from Dusseldorf responded
instantly on behalf of the Chinese ambassador in Berlin, and
just asked how much equipment was needed and they would
immediately cooperate. This district administrator was on a
German TV program and the moderator asked, quite indignantly,
why did you do that? And this administrator just said: Look,
you have no idea. Heinsburg was the hotspot which was put
under quarantine — it’'s a small city but the entire population
was under quarantine, because of a high infection rate; he
said, you have no idea what it means to have days and days to
treat so many people, and then have no equipment, so it was a



complete act of desperation.

And I have said that any nursing situation, or any hospital,
where you have a lack of equipment, people should ask China,
because China has done certain things right, and the West has
not. So, let me just say this: In an emergency like this, if
you then have attacks on China and Russia, — and Cuba for that
matter — I think these people are either insane, that they
just don’t have the moral fitness to survive, or they’'re
criminal. And there are right now many think tanks and
mainstream media that are still on this rampage. The think
tank CSIS, the American Enterprise Institute, both had such
statements, blaming even the Belt and Road Initiative and
connectivity for [spreading the virus]. This 1s just
completely insane, and shows a very evil intention. A certain
moderator on the 2nd Channel on German TV yesterday, went into
a raving attack, commenting on the fact that Wuhan is now
ending the quarantine, and that they can also reactivate the
economy; going into a really rabid, this moderator should be
test for rabies, because something is wrong with the way he
thinks.

If you look at what China did, and that cannot be stressed
enough, China alleviated 850 million people from poverty in
the last decades. Because of that, it became the second
strongest economy in the world, and if China would not have
done that, it would not have been in the position to react to
the outbreak of the pandemic the way it did: Namely by
immediately taking strict measures 1in Wuhan and Hubel
province, by sending 42,000 medical staffers from around the
country, and the whole country went into solidarity supporting
this most-affected region. And that was successful, so now,
they can lift the quarantine. And naturally, they have geared
up their whole production to produce testing kits, masks,
protective clothing, respiratory ventilators, and they have
now decided to keep this up despite the fact that the crisis
has somehow slowed down and signs of hope that it will be



lessened inside China, so that they can supply the rest of the
world.

To attack that, is, as I said, shows either an insane mind or
a criminal intention.

I think what China 1is doing, and Russia for that matter, who
have sent large amounts of support to Italy, and Cuba which
has sent many medical teams around the world, these countries
should be praised and this ideological indoctrination which
some people cannot get rid, really has to be marked as a sign
of senility or worse.

SCHLANGER: One of the other signs of insanity are people who
are saying “No one could have predicted this, that'’s why we’re
not prepared.” But it’s clear, there’s a lack of personal
protection equipment, a lack of ventilators, lack of hospital
beds, and the idea that no one could have known about this, 1is
completely false, as proven by what your late husband Lyndon
LaRouche, has been warning about, going back to the 1971 break
with the Bretton Woods system. And given the economic crisis
that’'s a part of this emergency, I think it’s really important
for people to hear from you, precisely what Lyn had said and
tried to do to get us to prepare for this.

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: Yes. As you said, he warned that when Nixon
took down the Bretton Woods system in ’'71, he warned that this
would lead to the danger of a new Depression, the danger of a
new fascism, and pandemics. And then, in 1974, he instituted a
Biological Holocaust Task Force, to study the effect of both
the austerity policy following out of these Nixon measures,
but also the result of the IMF and World Bank policies on the
developing sector. Because, if people remember, the IMF
introduced the “conditionality” policy, which meant that
developing countries first had to pay their debt before they
could invest in the health sector or infrastructure, and this
Task Force warned that this would lead to new pandemics.



Now, we published in the meantime, six comprehensive studies,
showing exactly what this economic Malthusian policy towards
the developing sector would do, warning of pandemics,
throughout the ’'80s, the '90s, the 2000s, and nobody can say
that we did not put out the warning that this would happen.

Then, 1in 2002-2003, when the SARS epidemic broke out, there
were many studies and scenarios saying, this can come back.
And at that time, the latest, the governments should have gone
into preparations for the outbreak of such pandemics, but the
opposite was done: They increased the austerity, the cutback
in the health sector. Many hospitals were taken down, the
privatization health the sector to just go for profit, instead
of the protection of the health of the population. In 2012, in
the German parliament there was a study warning of exactly of
such a pandemic of a coronavirus to come - and still,
absolutely nothing was done. And we already talked last week
about the scenario done by the Bill and Melinda Gates
Foundation, by Johns Hopkins Center for Health Security, the
World Economic Forum in October last year exactly studying the
outbreak of a coronavirus pandemic — and still, nothing was
done.

And even when the pandemic broke out in China, end of last
year, into January, and the Chinese government reacted with
the known measures, all they could do was to attack the
“authoritarian style” of China, but they did not do anything!
The fact is, the German Health Minister Jens Spahn, in this
period, said he did not expect the virus to come to Germany.
He kept saying in January into February that the German health
system was well prepared, and this is all either utter
incompetence, or worse.

So I think that it should be really noted that my late
husband, and the organization associated with him, we are on
this since 50 years. And a lot of the attacks on us, came
because of that, because we attacked Wall Street and the City
of London and the casino economy as being responsible for



this, and naturally, the powers that be really felt that to be
their Achilles’ heel. So they started an unprecedented attack
of slanders and vilification against us. They put my husband
innocently in jail, Bush Sr., in particular. And I think the
fact that our warnings were not listened to, really is now the
reason why many people are paying with their lives. And if
there’s any conclusion, then people must look at the analysis
of my late husband, and also the solutions he had proposed,
and which are still the only solutions to remedy the situation
in the future.

SCHLANGER: Helga, I want to get to that in a moment when we
take up the financial crisis, but I just want to bring it back
to one other aspect of the solidarity of cooperation versus
geopolitics: We have a call from the UN Secretary General for
a world ceasefire. You've issued a call for an end to
sanctions to countries like Iran and Venezuela, that are
suffering from lack of equipment, lack of support. Just say
something about that, because I think this is something that
this geopolitics is actually war crimes.

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: Yes. Sanctions are a war crime, because if you
deprive entire countries from acquiring the medical supplies
to protect their population, this is a war crime. And I think
there must be an absolutely ruthless change in the thinking: I
full heartedly endorse what UN Secretary General Guterres 1is
calling for, a ceasefire worldwide, all the drone attacks and
skirmishes, and whatnot has to stop. Because only if mankind
is putting all our forces together to solve this, do we have a
chance to overcome this crisis. And I think that the idea of
President Xi Jinping, who already in 2017, at the Belt and
Road Forum for International Cooperation, in Beijing, which I
attended, where he called for a “Health Silk Road,” this is
also something which absolutely must be put on the agenda,
instead. Because we have to work together to build a decent
health system in every single country around the world, what
Xi Jinping calls the Health Silk Road, because if you don’t do



that, you cannot protect a country. You cannot stop a virus
from coming through the border.

The only protection is to go in the direction of building the
economy in the Southern Hemisphere, our proposal to develop
the Silk Road to a World Land-Bridge connecting all the
continents through infrastructure and creating the economic
conditions for countries in Africa, Latin America and Asia,
and parts of Europe and the United States, to survive. That 1is
the only remedy. And people have to really straighten up and
become reasonable.

And as the crisis will escalate, I think that will become
clearer, and those who are still warmongers should be shut
down and put in asylum, because they’'re really a danger and a
menace to the whole human race.

So I think this initiative of Guterres should really be
discussed everywhere, and that should be the mindset to solve
the problem.

SCHLANGER: The other area where your husband has been proven
right, over and over and over, and you have absolute authority
on, is the economy: We have to distinguish, I think, in the
financial package between the emergency health aid that'’s
needed, and protection of people, versus the use of the so-
called “big bazooka” to carry out multi-trillions of dollars
of bailouts of hedge funds, shadow banking institutions and
others. You issued a call for a shutdown in financial trading
— why don’t you tell us what you had in mind with that?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: As you say, it is absolutely legitimate if the
governments are now providing liquidity to keep the firms
going, to keep people having access to wages, to payments to
just maintain economic activity of the real economy. That is
legitimate.

But that is not the whole reason why the Federal Reserve, and
the ECB are going into the direction of helicopter money, and



in the case of the Federal Reserve they already have announced
$4 trillion in liquidity creation, and they said there 1is no
limit to that. Lagarde, the President of the ECB has also
said, whatever it takes. Ursula von der Leyen, the President
of the EU Commission, said every country can now “pump,” — and
she used the word “pump” — pump as much money into their
economy as they wish. The black zero is all of a sudden no
longer the sacred cow it was.

And if that would be only for the real economy it would be
fine. But a large part of that is to maintain the casino
economy part of the whole problem. I think the former
economist of the Landesbank Bremen, Folker Hellmeyer, he put
out in his newsletter the correct point, that the over-
dimension of that is to protect the dynamic of the algorithms
in the financial markets, which is a sort of — one way of
describing that, the derivatives trade 1is occurring 1in
nanoseconds around the globe, and to protect that speculative
bubble, this is why they are opening the sluicegates of the
financial system. And that will lead in the very short term to
hyperinflation as happened in Germany in 1923. And if people
remember that lesson, that was the expropriation of the entire
population of their life earnings and life’s savings, and that
is now being threatened not in one country, but really in all
the countries which are part of that system. And only those
which are not entirely integrated into that have a chance to
escape that, under present conditions.

So this is why I said that this is now the moment to close the
markets, to stop these insane vacillations in the stock
market, and use that pause of a short period of time, whatever
it takes, and then implement a Glass-Steagall reorganization.
And we have talked about this many times: The reintroduction
of Glass-Steagall, the banking separation introduced by
Franklin D. Roosevelt in 1933, would mean that the state 1is
protecting the commercial banks, keep them running, and make a
firewall so that the investment banks are separated and have



no longer access to the savings in the commercial banks, or
bailouts from taxpayer money, but that they have to bring
their books into order on their own, and if they can’t, they
have to declare insolvency and disappear.

Now, the reason why you need a certain pause, 1is because it’s
complicated, because many of the things belonging to the real
economy and are legitimate, like the pension funds, are now
heavily involved in the casino economy because that has been
the system as it developed. And you have to somehow protect
those things which belong to the life’'s earnings of people or
their physical existence, and the real economy, and that takes
some sorting out. So some things you have to freeze and it
takes a while to figure it out. And then naturally, there is a
lack of liquidity, and that’s why you have to have the
immediate installation or reactivation of National Banks:
These National Banks must give out credit lines directed to
the real economy, and investment in productive projects. And
that has to be done in every country.

Now in most countries you have the possibility, like 1in
Germany you can reactivate or just strengthen the role of the
Kreditanstalt fur Wiederaufbau — the credit institute for
reconstruction which was used in the postwar period to finance
the economic miracle in Germany, which was based on
Roosevelt’s Reconstruction Finance Corp. And similar
approaches can be taken in every country.

Now, then, we need to have cooperation among all these
national banks. You have to reintroduce a fixed-exchange-rate
system, and then that becomes the New Bretton Woods system, a
new credit system. And then, naturally, you have to introduce
different criteria for what is a legitimate investment and
what 1s not. And they are those things which mean an increase
in the productivity of the economy, such as crash programs for
thermonuclear fusion, for optical biophysics, for life
sciences in general, to combat the origins, or to find out
what are the origins of these pandemics, and how to overcome



them; but also space medicine, space technology in general,
international cooperation in space research and travel, these
are the areas which absolutely need to be serviced by these
credit lines, in order to develop new economic platforms:
Because the devastation of this pandemic against the real
economy is going to be very big. And you have to really think
of, when you combat it, which hopefully will happen sometimes,
with new vaccines and so forth, but you will have a
devastation after that and you have to recreate the world
economy on a higher level.

So these are the principles which my husband called the Four
Laws [https://larouchepub.com/lar/2014/4124four laws.html],
and we are calling right now to implement all of this. And I
ask all of you, our viewers and listeners to help in a
mobilization, because it is very clear that the governments
who were caught by surprise by this pandemic which they should
not have been, because there was ample warning, they are also
not yet in a position to discuss the principles, how to
reorganize the economy: So, I'm really calling on you to sign
our petition to have this shutting down of the markets, to go
for the Four Laws, and to have a summit of the most important
countries, especially China, Russia, India, and the United
States, and hopefully with the cooperation with some other
countries, to implement such a top-down, new world economic
order, because nothing less will solve the problem.

SCHLANGER: Helga, I think people will appreciate what you just
went through in terms of an actual solution, without panic,
how to address what is an existential crisis. But you’'ve also
made the point, repeatedly, that this offers us an opportunity
to think about the way we think about ourselves and our fellow
human beings. You’ve talked about the “new paradigm.” I think,
in the minutes we have remaining, it would be useful to give a
sense of not just why that’s necessary, but also why it’s
possible.

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: I think the idea that geopolitics would be
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there forever is really a troglodyte idea, which only people
like Ursula von der Leyen and such people seem to cling to.
Geopolitics, the idea that one nation or a group of nations
has the right to defend their interest against another group
of nations, with all means, if necessary even military means —
this is something, which in the age of thermonuclear weapons,
pandemics, and just the fact that the whole world is hanging
together so closely, 1is really an outdated idea. And it
absolutely must be replaced by a new paradigm of cooperation,
of defining the interest of the one humanity first.

What we have to adopt as a philosophy, is that there are
common aims of mankind, such as the Strategic Defense of the
Earth: This is a program of my late husband, which he put
forward some years ago, where he said, our planet is not only
threatened by asteroids, comets, and if one of these heavenly
bodies would crash with Earth, it could be a complete
catastrophe for our species, as a result. That's something
which no one nation can defend itself against, but we should
cooperation. But in the same SDE approach, he also said, that
we have to defend against the outbreak of pandemics. And
obviously, that is an urgent lesson to be learned, because a
pandemic also cannot be solved by one country, but you need to
eliminate the conditions which make pandemics possible, which
requires both a study of what is life; life is not yet well
understood, because otherwise we could have solved sicknesses
like cancer, or virus. A virus is not something which is not
part of life — there are many viruses which are part of the
biosphere, but we don’t understand exactly how they function
and what is the process of life in general as part of the
universe. It’s a principle of the universe, which we have to
absolutely work together, all the scientists of the world
should exchange their knowledge, they should cooperate on it.

So, I think the new paradigm, must be completely different
relations among nations. Nations will probably be important,
probably for a very long time to come, because they are the



expression of a joint history, a joint culture, a joint
language, poetry — you will not have an Esperanto and write
poems — so nations will be important, but I think also they
will become less important as compared to the idea of the one
humanity, if we are supposed to survive as a human species.
And that is an idea which also was articulated by my late
husband, actually, late in his life, but he made it a big
point: In the same way, he called for the abolition of the
party system, in the tradition of George Washington, who said
watch out for the party system because this is what causes the
separation of people who then follow their lobby interests.
And we should not have these parties. And in the same way,
nations should cooperate and not be pitched against each
other.

So I think the future of humanity must be defined from the
standpoint of what kind of a future do we want to have in 50,
in 100 years from now. Xi Jinping has called it “the community
of a shared future” and this pandemic makes very clear, we
have a shared future! We either survive all together, or maybe
only a few of us, or none.

If we look at the present from the standpoint of where do we
want the world to be in 100 years from now, we will have joint
space exploration, we will have villages on the Moon, we may
have a city on Mars already — we will have a completely
different idea of collaboration and rationality, working
together, referring to the creativity of the other, being
happy when the other one is developing, instead of seeing it
as a competition. And I'm quite confident that the human
species 1is the only creative species, at least known in the
universe so far, and that if we get through this crisis and
really change our life, and change the view we have about this
whole question, then we can actually come out strengthened out
of this crisis and start a new era of cooperation of all of
humanity.

But it does require a change in the thinking, and I'm inviting



you to join us in this effort. And we need a lot of support:
So, contact us, sign our petition for the Four Power summit,
and work with us, because we need right now a mass
mobilization, to do the kinds of things which the politicians,
obviously, have not been able to do, or very poorly. So: Join
us!

SCHLANGER: OK, Helga, thank you very much, and we’'ll see you
next week; and we’ll evaluate how things have moved in the
course of the next days ahead.

Verden 1 nedlukning — vil der
blive lukket ned for Wall
Street?

Den 24. marts (EIRNS) — Bade Storbritannien og Indien
bekendtgjorde indenfor det sidste dggn total nedlukning. De
nesten 1,4 mia. indbyggere i Indien blev af premierminister
Nerendra Modi informeret om, at der vil vare et “totalt forbud
mod at forlade hjemmet”, selvom supermarkeder var inkluderet
pa listen over vigtige funktioner, der ville forblive abne.
For Boris Johnsons vedkommende havde premierministeren
tidligere en telefonsamtale med prasident Xi Jinping mandag
forud for sit nationale webcast, hvor han meddelte
nedlukningen. Johnson fortalte Xi, at COVID-19-situationen 1i

Storbritannien er “alvorlig”, og at “Storbritannien har
studeret og lart af Kinas nyttige erfaring og truffet
videnskabelige 0g effektive forebyggelses- 0g

kontrolforanstaltninger.”
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Faktum er, at hverken NATO eller NATO-landene har tilbudt
hjelp af nogen betydning til de mange lande 1 verden, der
lider under denne historiske pandemi. Selv om mange af de
europeiske lande har henvendt sig til Kina og Rusland for at
fa hjalp. Kina hjalper nu mindst 82 nationer i verden med
forsendelser af medicinske forsyninger og hold af lager og
medicinske fagfolk. Kinesiske lager afholdt den 18. marts en
videokonference med deres kolleger i 24 afrikanske nationer,
og endnu en konference i dag med eksperter og embedsmend fra
Latinamerika og Caribien (lande med diplomatiske forbindelser
med Kina plus Nicaragua); begge konferencer varede over tre
timer. Rusland har flgjet 14 fragtfly med medicinsk udstyr og
et team af lager til undsatning for de hardt ramte italienere,
mens Kina har ydet lignende stgtte.

Den nederdragtige bagvaskelse af Kina i1 den amerikanske presse
og fra visse medlemmer af Kongressen fortsatter med
uformindsket styrke, men bestrabelserne pa at vende prasident
Trump mod Kina er faldet til jorden. I et par dage i sidste
uge udtrykte han nogle af beskyldningerne om Kinas pastdede
“ansvar” for den globale katastrofe, idet han brugte
betegnelsen “Kina-virus”, men det har han holdt op med, og han
har fornyet sin ros af prasident Xi og Kina, og tilfgjet at
Kina lever op til deres lgfte om — som en del af
handelsaftalen — i meget hgj grad at forgge kgbet af
amerikanske landbrugsprodukter.

Den kendsgerning, at internationalt samarbejde er absolut
ngdvendigt for at besejre denne “usynlige fjende”, star i
stigende grad klart for befolkningen i alle nationer. Det
burde sta lige sa klart, at “sanktions-vanviddet” ma afsluttes
af alle parter, sadan som prasident Putins talsmand, Dmitry
Peskov, bemarkede i dag, alt imens FN’s generalsekretar
Anténio Guterres, ogsa i dag, opfordrede til at lette alle
sanktioner, herunder dem mod Iran og Nordkorea, for at hjalpe
med at bekampe virusset. Guterres opfordrede ogsa til en
universel vabenhvile i de forskellige krige, der stadig raser



rundt om i verden, sa alle mennesker kan bekampe den falles
fjende.

Men det underliggende spgrgsmal — arsagen til, at verdens
offentlige sundhedsfaciliteter ikke er forberedt pa at
forhindre pandemien — md drgftes samtidigt; ellers vil

virusset og nye vira og andre farer, som menneskeheden star
overfor, ikke blive overvundet. Da Lyndon LaRouche forudsa
udbruddet af nye pandemier 1 1971, efter Bretton Woods-
systemets sammenbrud den 15. august samme ar, identificerede
han arsagen tydeligt: opbrydningen af Franklin D Roosevelts
kreditorienterede Bretton Woods-system ville tillade det
britiske system med uhazmmet spekulation at skabe nye niveauer
af fattigdom, faldende 1investeringer 1 grundlaggende
infrastruktur og oppustning af spekulative vardipapirer, uden
forbindelse til den reelle produktion.

Forvarslet om en ny mgrk
tidsalder, som nu konfronterer samvittigheden hos alle folk i
denne verden, kan vendes, men 1ikke ved delvise
modforholdsregler. Krisen i sig selv skaber de betingelser,
hvorunder de kravede revolutionzre @ndringer kan og ma
foretages.

President Trump ved, at Glass Steagall md genindfgres, og er
klar over at det amerikanske system med Alexander Hamilton,
Abraham Lincoln og Franklin Roosevelt kraver en ende pa
“Casino Mondial” (‘kasinogkonomien’), centreret i City of
London og Wall Street. Der er brug for opvakte og aktive
borgere for at give prasidenten magten til at besejre de



imperialistiske monetarister, for at bringe USA, Rusland,
Kina, Indien — og alle nationer — sammen 1 den globale
udvikling med ‘Den nye Silkevej, et nyt Bretton Woods-
finanssystem, og for at iverksztte den videnskabelige og
kulturelle renassance, der behgves for at afslutte imperiet en
gang for alle gennem et nyt paradigme for menneskeheden.

HELGA ZEPP-LAROUCHE: Goddag! Lad mig tale om corona-pandemien.
Hvad der kan forventes; hvad der kan ggres; og hvordan en reel
lgsning ville se ud.

Det er abenlyst et uhyre alvorligt gjeblik, og mange mennesker
er vagnet op og har indset, at intet efter denne pandemi vil
veare, som det var fgr, fordi nogle af de grundlaggende
aksiomer bag maden vi tanker pa netop nu, er i gang med at
blive knust. Mange spgrgsmal er stadig ubesvarede, og en
lgsning er naturligvis ikke kommet til syne endnu.

Men lad mig begynde med en egentlig reference til det, som jeg
lige sad og laste i Washington Post. De rapporterer, at
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representanter fra sundhedssektoren i New York og Californien,
nu opfordrer til at begranse testningen af coronavirusset til
sundhedspersonale og smittede personer som er indlagt, i et
forsgg pa at spare pa de for fa vernemidler, sasom masker,
ventilatorer, senge for intensiv behandling, osv. Ellers ville
muligheden for at kontrollere smitten ga tabt, og hele
situationen ville ga ind i en ny fase. Dog tror jeg ikke at
dette er det sidste ord, eftersom Trump fredag for en uge
siden holdt en pressekonference foran Det hvide Hus, hvor alle
direktgrer fra apoteker og medicinale firmaer deltog, og
bekendtgjorde, at der ville sattes en masseproduktion af
testset 1 gang, og at parkeringspladserne for disse steder
ville blive omorganiseret til "drive-thru”-testning. Jeg
syntes, at dette var et meget vigtigt skridt, og at det
faktisk gar i pracis den rigtige retning. Hvis vi ser pa hvad
der skete med coronavirusset i Kina, f.eks. i1 Wuhan, hvor
udbruddet begyndte, havde de succes med at stoppe spredningen.
To tusinde personer er dgde fra januar til nu, og sa, for tre
dage siden, var der nul nye tilfalde. Dr. Tedros, som er
pre@sident for Verdenssundhedsorganisationen (WHO), gav et rad
til al sundhedspersonale i verden, og sagde at den bedste made
at bekampe denne virus pa er at teste, teste, teste. Mange
andre sundhedsreprasentanter har konkluderet, at den bedste
fremgangsmade er gennem proaktiv testning, for at identificere
potentielt smittede personer, isolere dem, og satte dem 1
karantezne; ikke sende dem hjem, ikke selv-isolation, men reel
karantane.

Jeg tror at denne lare er absolut afgegrende, fordi den
beviser, at et udbrud kan stoppes. Dette blev ikke kun opnaet
i Wuhan, men ogsd i en lille by i Italien, byen V0O, som har
3300 indbyggere, hvor de fgrste dgdsfald i Italien skete. De
begyndte gjeblikkeligt at teste alle, genteste, fandt de
smittede personer, sporede hvem de havde varet i kontakt med,
og satte dem i karantazne. 0g nu er smitten i VO blevet
stoppet. S& jeg mener virkelig at dette er meget vigtigt.
Tydeligvis er grunden til at der ikke er den samme



fremgangsmadde overalt den, at der ikke er nok testudstyr.
Verdenssundhedsorganisationen har lige offentliggjort, at de
har uddelt 1,5 millioner testpakker verden over, men at der
faktisk er brug for 100 millioner. Dette foregdr sammen med
mange andre skridt, f.eks. at alle er i fuld gang med at
udvikle vacciner, osv. Det vil jeg vende tilbage til om et
gjeblik.

Angdende Kina, hvis man blot tenker over det, er der denne
utrolige anti-Kina-kampagne, som foregar i USA og andre
steder, men specielt i USA, hvor folk snakker om Wuhan-
virusset, Kina-virusset. Jeg har ikke engang lyst til at
gentage alle de xkle ting, som der er blevet sagt om Kina. Men
jeg gnsker at I stopper op et gjeblik, og tanker. Da Kina, som
muligvis begik nogle fejl ved ikke at anerkende problemet, og
pga. dette mistede en eller to uger; men efter at den centrale
regering i Kina erkendte problemets omfang, foretog man de
mest drakoniske skridt mulige. De lukkede byen Wuhan og
provinsen Hubei ned; og satte reelt set 60 millioner personer
i karantzne. De indfgrte de mest strikse regler overhovedet.
Det var kun tilladt familier at handle ind hver tredje dag;
kun ét familiemedlem. Det var pa ingen made tilladt at bevage
sig rundt. De lukkede al produktion ned, og jeg tror de
byggede 22 hospitaler alt i alt, flere intensivafdelinger pa
en uge. Nogle af dem har de allerede taget ned, fordi der ikke
leangere er brug for dem, da de var midlertidige hospitaler.
Men med denne fremgangsmade var de succesrige.

Hvis vi husker den umiddelbare pressedakning, og det som
politikere sagde, at Kina fratager dig dine
menneskerettigheder, "sikke et diktatur”. Der var et
fuldstendig vanvid om dette. Nu, to maneder senere, efter at
Kina virkelig gjorde verden en tjeneste de to efterfglgende
maneder, kigger vi rundt, og hvad ser vi? Vi ser, at
regeringerne i Europa og USA ikke virkelig brugte disse to
maneder til at forberede sig, for at begynde en
hastemobilisering for produktion af testudstyr, ventilatorer,



beskyttelsesmasker, beskyttelsesdragter, senge til intensiv
pleje. Men de begyndte meget langsomt. Rent faktisk sagde
Tysklands sundhedsminister Spahn i begyndelsen af pandemien:
"Rrh, denne virus vil ikke komme til Tyskland.” I januar sagde
han, at det tyske sundhedssystem er fuldt forberedt, at der
ikke var noget at vare bekymret for. Nu har folk pludselig
travlt, fordi de ikke har brugt tiden til virkelig at begynde
en fuld mobilisering.

Hvis man imidlertid betragter Italien netop nu, er der
allerede flere mennesker dgde af COVID-19 end i Kina.
Sundhedssystemet er fuldste®ndig overveldet i den nordlige del
af Italien, i Lombardiet-regionen, i Bergamo. Maske har I
allerede set de horrible billeder, hvor haren nu hjzlper med
at bringe ligene vak, fordi de er sa overvaldede, og ikke kan
handtere det mere. Disse er scener fra det 14. arhundrede;
dette er hvad der skete under Den sorte Dgd. Boccaccio beskrev
dette i Decameron. Vi har nogle medlemmer i det nordlige
Italien, og de rapporterer om folks absolutte desperation lige
nu, fordi dgdsfaldene bliver for mange.

Men hvad er resultatet? Nu handler regeringerne mere eller
mindre pracis ligesom Kina gjorde i januar. De har indfgrt en
nedlukning i Italien, i Spanien, i Frankrig. I Tyskland er
dette allerede i sket i Bayern, i Saarland, i byen Dresden, og
i gar i fjernsynet sagde de, at folk md forvente, at hele
Tyskland vil blive lukket ned i begyndelsen af ugen. Abenlyst
gjorde Kina noget rigtigt, og ingen snakker om overtradelser
af menneskerettigheder i disse europaiske lande lige nu, fordi
alle ved, at jo hurtigere man handler, desto bedre. Frankrigs
fagforening for sundhedspersonale og organisationen for unge
leger har sagsggt den franske regering for ikke at have
gennemfgrt strikte foranstaltninger nok. De siger at den
eneste made, hvorpa problemet kan kontrolleres, er ved at ggre
precis dette

Naturligvis kraever dette et helt sat forskellige
foranstaltninger. Jeg tror, at testningen.. testning sa bredt



som muligt.. gentestning, det er klart den allerfgrste
betingelse. Man bliver ngdt til at lukke hele samfundslivet
ned.. gkonomien. Man m& lukke det ned for en vis periode. Men
det indebazrer selvfglgelig en hel rakke problemer. Det ma
forventes, at denne pandemi, fordi det er et
verdensomspandende fenomen, ma besvares med en fuldstandig
&ndring i verdenssystemet. Fordi den ikke kan handteres under
de nuverende omstzndigheder.

Det er nu den samstemte opfattelse hos mange af de fgrende
eksperter, som professor Drosten, der er virolog pa Charité
Hospital i Berlin, en ekspert, der sagde, at de var ngdt til
at revidere tanken om, at virusset vil bremse op i lgbet af
foraret og sommeren pa grund af sommertemperaturerne; der vil
forekomme bglger af virusmutationer. 0g at virusset, 1 den
periode som er vinterperioden for den sydlige halvkugle,
spreder sig hurtigere pa kontinenter som Afrika eller
Latinamerika, asiatiske lande, og det er virkelig noget, der
ma tages hgjde for. Hvis man ser pad situationen i Afrika, og
professor Drosten sagde, at denne pandemi nu udvikler sig
parallelt i alle lande i verden, og har netop naet
Sydvestasien, som har en taet forbindelse til Afrika — og disse
lande har ingen chance for social isolering. De har ingen
chance for at vaske handerne. De kan [godt] vaske handerne,
men der er 2 milliarder mennesker pa planeten, som ikke har
adgang til rent vand. Professor Drosten sagde, at vi mellem
juni og august vil se billeder, som vi hidtil kun kender fra
film. Vi vil se scener, som han ikke engang kan forestille
sig, og han er usikker pa, hvordan det vil pavirke os. I
Afrika — alene i Sydafrika er der flere millioner mennesker,
der er HIV-inficeret. 60 % af disse har desuden tuberkulose.
Det er tydeligvis folk i kategorier med hgj risiko. I Afrika
alene er der 60 millioner bgrn, der er underernzrede, og sa er
der grashoppeplagen, som spreder sig. Der er allerede en
sultkatastrofe i mange afrikanske lande; sa man kan forestille
sig, hvilken gdelaggelse dette vil forarsage i Afrika; og
rapporterne vi far fra Latinamerika gar stort set i samme



retning.

Denne pandemi vil selvfglgelig vende tilbage. Den vil aldrig
ga helt vaek, men vil komme forstarket tilbage til efteraret;
og det er meget usandsynligt, at vi vil have en vaccine pa det
tidspunkt — maske vil vi have terapeutisk medicin, som vil
give en vis lettelse for de mildere tilfzlde — men denne
‘ting’ vil forblive med os. Et af de store problemer er
selvfglgelig, at man i1 den indledende fase er ngdt til at
lukke gkonomien ned, fordi kontakten mellem mennesker under de
nuverende omstazndigheder ma minimeres. Jo mere der lukkes ned
jo ste@rre er chancerne for at inddamme den. Men nar disse
forholdsregler forhabentlig har succes, ligesom nu er
tilfeldet i Kina, er man ngdt til at gendbne gkonomien, og i
det omfang man ggr det, er der fare for en genopblussen af
pandemien. S3 dette vil ikke forsvinde sa let, men vil, efter
hvad eksperterne siger lige nu, sandsynligvis blive her indtil
sommeren 2021; fordi det forventes, at det vil vare sa lange
at udvikle en vaccine. Der arbejdes nu pa verdensplan pa
omkring 20 forskellige vacciner, men denne proces kan ikke
bare forkortes, netop af den grund som blev udtrykt af Dr.
Mike Ryan fra WHO. Han sagde, at der kun er én ting farligere
end en slem virus, og det er en darlig vaccine; og at vi skal
vere meget omhyggelige med at indsprgjte noget i
verdensbefolkningen i potentielt massivt omfang, nar man ikke
kender alle virkningerne af det.

Det har abenlyst absolut hgj prioritet at arbejde pa en
vaccine, og denne vaccine skal, nar fgrst den
eksisterer, stilles til radighed for alle. Den mad vare
tilgengelig for hele verden. En meget vigtig komponent 1 dette
lige nu er Kina, der klarer sig bedre — de har nye tilfalde,
men mest fra folk der kommer tilbage fra andre lande. De har
aktiveret, hvad Dr. Tedros allerede bekendtgjorde under talen
pa ‘World Belt and Road Forum i 2017’ i Beijing, som jeg
deltog i, nemlig en Health Silk Road (‘Sundheds-silkevej’).
Han sagde, at der md vaere et internationalt samarbejde mellem



de lande, som samarbejder med Bzlte- og Vejinitiativet, om at
oprette sundhedssystemer i hvert land, og Kina ggr netop
dette. De har nu sendt medicinske teams til Iran, Irak,
Italien, Spanien. De har sendt store ma&ngder masker,
testudstyr, beskyttelsestgj, til Italien, til Spanien, til
Frankrig; selv Ursula von der Leyen, prasidenten for Europa-
Kommissionen sagde, at EU skal takke Kina for at have sendt
alle disse ting.

Det er min absolutte overbevisning, at USA burde stoppe
kampagnen mod Kina og tage imod prasident Xi Jinpings tilbud
om samarbejde. Der var noget samarbejde, og prasident Trump er
vaklende; undertiden taler han om ‘Kina-virussen’, sa snakker
han om sin gode ven Xi Jinping. Jeg mener, at sidstnavnte
tilgang bgr tages, og jeg synes, at prasident Trump skal tale
med praesident Xi, og at de bare skulle sige, at vi er i en
ngdsituation; “send millioner af testudstyr, s& vi kan ggre
alt for at fa dette under kontrol”. Mens USA naturligvis gger
sin egen produktion med aktiveringen nu af ‘National Defense
Production Act’, hvor mange virksomheder opfordres af
regeringen. Det bgr alt sammen finde sted, men timingen er
afggrende.

Det kinesiske udenrigsministerium har netop bebudet, at de nu
hjelper bade med hensyn til medicinsk forsyning savel som med
at sende eksperter til 82 lande 1 verden. Det kinesiske
ekvivalent til CDC (Center for Disease Control and Prevention,
USA’'s sundhedsstyrelse, red.) har netop holdt en
hastekonference med reprasentanter for 24 afrikanske lande og
lovede, at de ville hjalpe i denne situation.

Det er klart et kaplgb mod tiden, men jeg tror, at de skridt
der derudover ma tages er pa det finansielle og gkonomiske
omrade. Der er mange tegn pa, at det finansielle system
allerede var bankerot inden denne krise brgd ud. Vi ved, at
der ikke er blevet gjort noget siden 2008 for virkelig at
afhjelpe de underliggende arsager til kasinogkonomien, og
hvorfor den brgd sammen i 2008. Lyndon LaRouches ord om, at



dette er en global sammenbrudskrise, og at der absolut ikke er
noget, der kan ggres for at redde dette system; at det er
bankerot, og at man er ngdt til at erstatte det ved hjalp af
hans Fire Love — gennem et nyt kreditsystem, et Nyt Bretton
Woods-system og intet andet kunne afhj®lpe situationen — disse
ord er forblevet sande igennem alle disse ar siden 2008. Vi
ved ogsa, at Federal Reserve, den amerikanske centralbank,
siden 17. september 2019 gik ind pa disse utrolige penge-
pumpeoperationer, de sakaldte ‘overnight’ repo-kreditter, der
angiveligt bliver taget ud af systemet igen hver morgen. Men
hvis man ser pa Federal Reserves balance, er det meget
tydeligt, at de har tilfgjet flere hundrede milliarder dollars
til denne balance, og at situationen virkelig er en
hyperinflatorisk ‘penge-pumpning’.

Man er ngdt til at skelne. Jeg siger 1ikke, at de
foranstaltninger, der blev truffet af EU, at ECB for eksempel
stiller 750 milliarder dollars til radighed pa forskellige
vis, med opkgb af obligationer, at regeringer hjalper
virksomheder med at holde sig oven vande, udsatter
skattebetalinger. Disse foranstaltninger er meget nyttige, og
Federal Reserve har gjort lignende ting. Jeg tror for 1,2
billioner $ tilsammen, og mere 1 vente. Men sagen er, at
selvom jeg ikke siger, at disse foranstaltninger ikke bgr
tages — inklusive at give penge direkte til enkeltpersoner for
at holde dem oven vande.. for hvad er situationen for
arbejdslgse og hjemlgse? Alt dette skal der virkelig tages
hand om, men det lgser ikke problemet. Hvis man beholder
kasinogkonomien, og dette absolut fallerede system og blot
fortsetter med at tilfgje likviditet, kan det vare en mulig
lgsning pa kort sigt. Men det vil have en fuldstendig
hyperinflatorisk effekt - ikke pa lang sigt.. ikke pa
mellemlang sigt — men pa relativ kort sigt.

Det er ngjagtigt, hvad der vil ske verden over. Hvis man ser
pa, hvad der skete i Tyskland i 1923, da hyperinflation
gdelagde alle menneskers 1livsopsparing, fordi penge blev



stadig mere verdilgse, er det en stor fare. Derfor opfordrede
jeg for et par dage siden i en kort udtalelse, som Dennis
henviste til i begyndelsen, til at de finansielle markeder
lukkes ned. Hvis man holder denne kasinogkonomi kgrende, vil
det lige precist fegre til hyperinflation. Jeg mener, at dette
ma gegres. Man bliver ngdt til at lukke markederne ned. I
mellemtiden er der mange gkonomer, der har opfordret til
lignende foranstaltninger. 0gsad den militazre analytiker Pat
Lang sagde dybest set det samme, fordi disse vilde udsving pa
aktiemarkedet; dette er et holocaust, som ikke stopper.
Derefter ma man ga ind for Glass-Steagall; nu! Udsat det ikke!
Stil det ikke i bero. Prasident Trump lovede mange gange i
valgkampen 2016, at han ville gennemfgre Glass-Steagall, og nu
er pracis gjeblikket til at ggre dette.

Hvad det betyder, er at ngjagtigt de samme foranstaltninger,
som dem der blev truffet af Franklin D. Roosevelt i 1933, m3
iverksattes praecis saledes. Min afdgde mand understregede
altid, “Der skal ikke &ndres noget. Argumenterne om, at
markederne 1 dag er mere komplicerede, og at der er brug for
derivater, afviste han det kategorisk altid. Grundlaggende
ville det betyde, at der opstilles brandmure mellem
forretningsbankerne o0g investeringsbankerne; o0g at
forretningsbankerne sattes under statsbeskyttelse, sa de kan
fortsatte med at yde kredit til realgkonomien, de smd og
mellemstore virksomheder, handel, detailhandel, alle disse
ting, der er vasentlige for den reelle gkonomi. Men man
udskiller investeringsbankerne fuldst®ndig. Det betyder, at
investeringsbankerne 1ikke 1langere skal have adgang til
forretningsbankernes opsparingskonti, og at de ikke skal
reddes med skatteydernes penge.

"Da nogle af disse produkter er komplicerede, fordi
pensionsfondene og andre legitime ting, der hgrer til folks
livsopsparing, i mellemtiden er vavet sammen med derivaterne
og hele kasino-aspektet i det finansielle system, er der
derfor brug for en ‘timeout’; alt md indefryses, og sa skal en



statskommission undersgge, hvad der er legitimt i disse
aktiver, og de skal skilles ud og beskyttes. Det vil vare
kompliceret, men det md og skal ggres.

"Derfor vil der, hvis investeringsbankdelen af det finansielle
system elimineres, naturligvis ikke vare tilstrazkkelig med
likviditet. 0g det er grunden til, at hr. LaRouche sagde, at
dette er tidspunktet, hvor man md genoprette et hamiltonisk
banksystem, man er ngdt til at oprette en nationalbank — ikke
blot i ét land, men praktisk talt i alle lande — og sa er man
ngdt til at forbinde disse nationalbanker gennem faste
valutakurser. Der ma indgas langsigtede aftaler om
investeringer 1 veldefinerede genopbygningsprojekter;
genopbygning af sundhedssektoren, beskyttelse og genopbygning
af suveraznitet indenfor landbrugsomradet for at rekonstruere
krigshergede regioner som Sydvestasien. Arsagerne til at det
afrikanske kontinent og andre lande pa den sydlige halvkugle
er sa sarbare ma én gang for alle afhjalpes; hvilket betyder,
at man for alvor md begynde at industrialisere disse lande,
landene 1 Afrika og landene i Latinamerika og Asien, o0g man er
ngdt til at hj®lpe dem med at opbygge infrastruktur som en
forudsatning for industriel produktion og udvikling af
landbrug.

"0g pa den made skaber man betingelserne for at skabe et
tilstrakkeligt sundhedssystem 1 alle lande. Alt dette skal
gores samtidig, og det vil naturligvis ikke ga glat, men hvis
ikke man gar i denne retning, er der ikke alene fare for, at
coronavirus kommer tilbage og harger, men der er absolut intet
til hinder for udbrud af nye vira og nye sygdomme.

“0g derfor er dette en absolut ngdvendighed, at vi retter
fejlene begdet igennem de seneste adskillige artier, isar de
sidste 30 ar med deregulering af markederne og at give
spekulanterne ret til alting og skare ned pa den almene
velferd.”

Hvorfor er det, at USA’s og de europaziske sundhedssystemer er



i sa darlig stand? Fordi der var nedskaringer; hospitaler blev
lukket ned, alt blev privatiseret, vasentlig produktion blev
outsourcet til lavtlgnslande, og lagre af testudstyr,
vernemidler blev opgivet. Hospitaler lukkede, og produktionen
blev outsourcet til Kina og Indien, hvorfor vi i de sakaldt
avancerede lande nu ikke har denne slags ressourcer.

Sa det ma korrigeres. Jeg mener at denne ngdvendighed for at
vende tilbage til idéen om det almene vel, som varende
gkonomiens omdrejningspunkt, er absolut tidens hovedspgrgsmal.
0g jeg tror at vi bliver ngdt til at reflektere over hvilke
fejl er blevet begdet, og vi har én uomstgdelig malestok, og
det er det som hr. LaRouche sagde for over 50 ar siden,
begyndende i 1971, hvor han pegede pa faren for en ny
depression, en ny fascisme, da Nixon frakoblede dollaren fra
guldstandarden og droppede de faste vekselkurser. Pa det
tidspunkt sagde han, at hvis man fortsztter i denne retning,
vil det ende i en katastrofe, faren for en depression, faren
for en ny fascisme. I 1974 etablerede han dernast en Biologisk
Holocaust-arbejdsgruppe, som havde til formal at undersgge
effekten af Verdensbankens og Den internationale Valutafonds
politik, som ikke tillod tredje verdenslandende at udvikle
infrastruktur, et sundhedssystem, og havde betingelser, der
tvang dem til at betale deres g®ld til disse institutioner og
geld til bankerne i Vesten, fgr det var tilladt at investere 1
deres egne gkonomier. Det er grunden til at Afrika stadig
befinder sig i denne tilstand. Dette ma forstds. Vi sagde pa
det tidspunkt, at Den internationale Valutafonds politik er
varre end Hitlers, og der var en voldsom reaktion pa dette;
jeg husker det tydeligt, men det ramte hovedet pd segmmet. Hvis
man betragter de millioner af mennesker, som dgde uden nogen
som helst grund, udover manglen pd udvikling, sa er det
fuldstendig berettiget.

Denne organisation har i de efterfeglgende ar produceret seks
stgrre studier, som man kan finde enten pd internettet eller
fa dem ved at kontakte os, hvor vi fuldstendig paviste hvad



resultatet ville blive af denne politik. Nu bliver vi virkelig
ngdt til at genoverveje hvad der gik galt med den liberale
politik. Der var en masse angreb pa Kina, fordi de er et
diktatur, og jeg mener, altsa, hvis man har et velvilligt
diktatur, et diktatur der mener det vel, som er godt for dens
borgere, som lgftede 850 millioner mennesker ud af fattigdom,
og nu hjalper 82 lande i verden med at bekampe pandemien,
maske er dette diktatur ikke sa darligt, og maske er det en
forkert made at navngive det pa. Maske er det en konfutsiansk
stat, som er mere interesseret i befolkningens almene vel. Jeg
synes at folk, frem for at blive fortgrnet, burde tanke
nermere over grunden til at Kina har succes, og hvorfor det er
Vesten, som har disse problemer lige i gjeblikket. Kina er
ikke skadefro, tvart imod, og jeg tror, at det vigtigste, som
kan drages fra hele denne oplevelse, er, at vi ma lare at
samarbejde.

I mellemtiden lavede Prasident Putin et lignende
forslag ved at krave et topmgde mellem de permanente medlemmer
af FN’s sikkerhedsrad, for at behandle presserende anliggender
for hele menneskeheden, og alle de andre lande har allerede
accepteret at samarbejde om et sadant mgde. 0g jeg tror, at
den eneste made hvorpa vi kan overvinde denne nuvarende krise,
er at have et sadant hastetopmgde, hvilket, som hr. LaRouche
nermere beskrev dette for mange ar siden, ma inkludere USA,
Rusland, Kina og Indien, fordi disse fire lande er
reprasentative for hele verden. Dette er ikke en eksklusiv
idé; andre lande og regeringer kan deltage og stgtte op om
dette, men der er brug for en sadan form for
magtkonstellation, for virkelig at kunne etablere en
anderledes verdensorden.



Jeg mener, at det fegrste skridt abenlyst er et samarbejde for
at bekampe pandemien. Jeg tror, at Kina videregav genomets
kode, gensammensatningen, umiddelbart efter at de havde
kortlagt dette til alle laboratorier, og det var det fgrste
positive skridt i den rigtige retning. Der findes allerede en
hel del samarbejde mellem forskellige institutioner; for
eksempel mellem kinesiske videnskabsinstitutioner og Pasteur-
Instituttet i Frankrig. Dette bgr styrkes, og alle
laboratorier og alle videnskabsfolk bgr absolut samarbejde, og
ikke bekazmpe hinanden, fordi dette er et for stort problem for
ét enkelt land.

LaRouche betonede ofte, at et Nyt
Bretton Woods mda og skal forsyne udviklingslandene med
kreditter til industrialisering.

Jeg tror, at et sadant topmgde er absolut muligt. Jeg mener,
at dette er vejen vi ma ga.

Der er en tydelig forstdelse for, at man i en krise som denne
har brug for skgnhedens inspiration, man har brug den
klassiske kulturs dybeste udtryk, fordi man ma give folk den
indre styrke til at klare sig igennem sadanne meget, meget
svere tider. Dette bringer mig til min sidste pointe, nemlig
den at vi absolut ma overvinde denne krise, ved at smide alt
det affald ud, som har domineret vores kultur de sidste
artier. Al hasligheden i den sdkaldte moderne kultur,
ungdomskulturens haslighed, det meste af den populare kultur
burde bare smides pa lossepladsen, og vi mad have en klassisk,
musikalsk renassance. 0g det skegnne er, at dette ar er
Beethoven-aret, og selvom det er meget, meget forfardeligt, at
de fleste, eller alle Beethoven-arets begivenheder i Tyskland
er blevet lukket ned, pga. pandemien, betyder dette ikke, at
man ikke kan lytte til mange gode opfgrelser fra tidligere.

0g man kan virkelig lytte til Beethoven hver eneste dag for at
fa den inspiration og styrke til at tenke som Beethoven, som
hr. LaRouche skrev, eller gav som overskrift til en af hans
artikler, og oplgfte en selv til den form for tankegang, hvor
man taenker som Beethoven eller Schiller. "Alle Mennesker
bliver brgdre,” det er teksten fra den 9. symfoni, "dette kys
til verden vid”. 0g den skgnhed i den fjerde del af den 9.
symfoni er den and, som vi, som én menneskehed, md have, nar
vi kommer ud pa den anden side af disse kriser. Hvis vi ggr
dette, hvis vi forener menneskeheden, gennem en enorm, falles
anstrengelse, i1 karlighed til hele menneskeheden, da tror jeg,
hvis det lykkes at komme igennem denne krise, at vi virkelig
kan ga ind i en ny historisk @ra, for menneskeheden, hvor vi
faktisk i1 sandhed kan sige, at dette er en menneskelig verden,
og at vi vil ge@re ting pa en helt anden made fra nu af. Det er
hvad jeg ville sige.



Arsag og virkning

Den 23. marts (EIRNS) — Ofte er den stgrste hindring for at
lgse et problem en forkert identifikation af dets arsag. Dette
er isar tilfaldet i tider med stor social og gkonomisk uro, 1
et ‘faseskifte’, som 1 dag.

Det er ikke
fordi “kineserne kan lide at spise levende flagermus”; det er
ikke fordi et eller andet skummelt efterretningsagentur
frembragte et biologisk vaben i et hemmeligt laboratorium et
sted (selvom det giver stof til eftertanke, at folk som prins
Philip abent taler for et sadant malthusiansk folkemord); og
det er ikke fordi dette er “naturlige fanomener”, der altid
vil vere der, og som man bare skal lade kgre deres lgb.

Verden bliver hjemsggt af en coronavirus-pandemi i dag af
netop de grunde, som Lyndon LaRouche advarede om, og ikke
andre: en tilbagegang i1 menneskehedens potentielle relative
befolkningstathed til niveauer, der 1ligger konstant og
dramatisk wunder den faktiske befolkning. LaRouche
specificerede, at dette vil forekomme som et resultat af
finansielle o0g gkonomiske politikker, der favoriserer
spekulation over videnskabelige og teknologiske gennembrud og
tilhgrende udvidet fysisk-gkonomisk produktion.

17. januar 1998 til en konference med Schiller Instituttet 1
Virginia advarede LaRouche:

udslettet gennem sygdom og hungersngd og forskellige former
for vanvid. Hgjdepunktet var, som 1 dag, et sammenbrud af det
finansielle banksystem, det sakaldte lombardiske banksystem. I
denne periode forsvandt halvdelen af kommunerne, Europas
sogne. En tredjedel af Europas befolkning forsvandt i lgbet af
en ret kort periode pa grund af sygdom og hungersngd og
strid. Vi er pa randen af sadanne ting, ikke kun i Asien, ikke
kun i Sydamerika, men her 1 selve USA. Ikke 1 det naste
arhundrede, men i ar.”

I samme tale sagde LaRouche: "Se jer omkring. Tag ikke en
begivenhed ad gangen og prgv at forklare den. Se pa
processen.”

Det dgdbringende coronavirus, der truer den menneskelige art,
og den lige sa degdbringende finansielle kraft pa 1.800
billioner $, der har metastaseret over hele det
transatlantiske finanssystem, er en del af den samme proces —
de er virkninger, der er produceret af den samme arsag, og
derfor underlagt den samme lgsning.

Lyndon LaRouche opfordrede engang til politisk at begrave Wall
Street og London City sa dybt, at man ikke engang ville vare i
stand til at lugte stanken. Denne begravelse har et navn: den

avanceret videnskabelig forskning inden for omrader som
fusion, rumforskning og optisk biofysik.

Grundlazggende ville det betyde, at der opstilles brandmure
mellem forretningsbanker og investeringsbanker; og at
forretningsbankerne sattes under statsbeskyttelse, sa de kan
fortsatte med at udstede kreditter til realgkonomien, de sma
og mellemstore virksomheder, handel, detailhandel, alle disse
ting, der er vasentlige for den reelle gkonomi. Men
investeringsbankerne skilles fuldstendigt fra. Det betyder, at
investeringsbankerne 1ikke 1langere skal have adgang til
forretningsbankernes opsparingskonti, og at de ikke skal
reddes med skatteydernes penge.

"Da nogle af disse produkter er komplicerede, fordi
pensionsfondene og andre legitime ting, der hgrer til folks
livsopsparing, 1 mellemtiden er vavet sammen med derivaterne
og hele kasino-aspektet i det finansielle system, er der
derfor brug for en ‘timeout’; alt ma indefryses, og sa skal en
statskommission undersgge, hvad der er legitimt i disse
aktiver, og de skal skilles ud og beskyttes. Det vil vare
kompliceret, men det md og skal ggres.

"Derfor vil der, hvis investeringsbankdelen af det finansielle
system elimineres, naturligvis ikke vare tilstrazkkelig med
likviditet. 0g det er grunden til, at hr. LaRouche sagde, at



dette er tidspunktet, hvor man ma genoprette et hamiltonisk
banksystem, man er ngdt til at oprette en nationalbank — ikke
blot i ét land, men praktisk talt i alle lande — og sa er man
ngdt til at forbinde disse nationalbanker gennem faste
valutakurser. Der ma& indgas 1langsigtede aftaler om
investeringer 1 veldefinerede genopbygningsprojekter;
genopbygning af sundhedssektoren, beskyttelse og genopbygning
af suveraznitet indenfor landbrugsomradet for at rekonstruere
krigshergede regioner som Sydvestasien. Arsagerne til at det
afrikanske kontinent og andre lande pa den sydlige halvkugle
er sa sarbare ma én gang for alle afhjalpes; hvilket betyder,
at man for alvor ma begynde at industrialisere disse lande,
landene i Afrika og landene i Latinamerika og Asien, og man er
ngdt til at hjazlpe dem med at opbygge infrastruktur som en
forudsatning for industriel produktion og udvikling af
landbrug.

"0g pa den made skaber man betingelserne for at skabe et
tilstrakkeligt sundhedssystem i alle lande. Alt dette skal
gores samtidig, og det vil naturligvis ikke ga glat, men hvis
ikke man gar i denne retning, er der ikke alene fare for, at
coronavirus kommer tilbage og harger, men der er absolut intet
til hinder for udbrud af nye vira og nye sygdomme.

“0g derfor er dette en absolut ngdvendighed, at vi retter
fejlene begdet igennem de seneste adskillige artier, isar de
sidste 30 ar med deregulering af markederne og at give
spekulanterne ret til alting og skare ned pa den almene
velfaerd.”

Dette var Lyndon LaRouches anbefalede politik for at udrydde
arsagen til de problemer, vi star overfor.

Schiller Instituttets formand Helga Zepp-LaRouche
offentliggjorde, d.

Schiller Institute New Paradigm Webcast, March 19, 2020
With Helga Zepp-LaRouche

HARLEY SCHLANGER: Hello, I'm Harley Schlanger from the
Schiller Institute, with our weekly webcast with Helga Zepp-
LaRouche, our founder and president. It’s March 19, 2020.

Let me begin by simply saying that we had intended to do this
webcast yesterday, but the sheer volume of activity on the
internet has made it questionable. Hopefully, we will be able
to get through the briefing and discussion today, but please
bear with us if there’s some shakiness or jumpiness in the
picture. These are extraordinary times, and it does require a
certain amount of patience and concentration.

We’'re facing a situation which is a worldwide emergency, and
Helga, we’ll start with your call yesterday. You issued an
emergency call for a bank holiday, which I think addresses the
problem of the corona virus and the financial crash
simultaneously. So, why don’t we start with what you said
yesterday?



HELGA ZEPP-LAROUCHE: I think the need to address the fact that
we don’t only have the coronavirus crisis, which 1is a
pandemic, but we also have clear signs that the financial
system is collapsing. So, that is why I issued a call to close
the markets for a few days, which I will specify, in order to
take the absolutely necessary reforms of the financial system,
which has to start with the immediate implementation of a
Glass-Steagall banking separation. Followed then by the other
measures which we have been asking and demanding for, namely;
a national bank in every country; a New Bretton Woods credit
system in order to restart the economy and concentrate on the
physical economy. This is absolutely necessary because, while
it is clear that now, finally, after a quite significant
delay, all the governments of the trans-Atlantic sector are
clearly taking measures. For example, the European Union has
suspended the rules of the stability pact, Trump has invoked
the National Defense Act, there are obviously many measures
being taken. For example, the various bazookas which have been
taken out, giving credit to firms to delay tax payments, to
even talk about helicopter money — in other words, directly
handing out money to everybody who needs it. All of these
things are necessary steps to just keep the economy going, and
also calm down the population, which is really in a difficult
state of mind. And physically, many people have existential
worries about their livelihoods.

But this is all missing one essential point. That is, the
reason why we are in this crisis has to be addressed. That is
something which absolutely only we can bring on the agenda.
So, the very first step would be to close the financial
markets in order to implement Glass-Steagall. Now that 1is
obviously something which requires a different kind of
approach. It requires the intervention of the most powerful
governments in the world working together. And that is the
need to have the summit of the United States, Russia, China,
and India; then other countries can support that. But you need
a decision on the level of the heads of government to end the



casino economy, to go in the direction of a world credit
system which enables a world health system. Because it should
be very clear that this pandemic will not be fought in one
country, but you need a health system in every single country
of the world, and that is absolutely not possible under the
present circumstances. So therefore, the shutting down of the
financial markets is the absolute necessary first step, but it
must be followed by the whole package.

SCHLANGER: In saying that, and looking at the importance of
taking emergency measures, I think it’'s really important that
people step back and recognize what you just said. This 1is
something that'’s been in the making for many years, and your
expertise in this comes from your long working relationship
with your husband, who forecast this back in 1971. It was
clear to him back then that this is what we were facing; and
yet, governments missed these warnings. Why don’t you just
review for a moment his forecasting on this, and how we missed
the boat?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: My late husband, in 1971, was probably the only
economist who with absolute clarity recognized the
significance of Nixon abandoning the fixed exchange rate
system and abandoning the coupling of the dollar to the gold
standard, and going in the direction of unregulated
monetarism. He said in August 1971 that if the world would
stay on this course, it would absolutely necessarily lead to a
new depression and the danger of a new fascism, or you would
replace the system with a completely different one; namely, a
just, new world economic order. Then, at every step of the
way, whenever the financial oligarchy moved in the direction
of further deregulation, he absolutely pointed to the
consequences of that. He predicted the crash of 1987, he
absolutely recognized the significance of the 1997 so-called
Asia crisis as being really the eruption of a global crisis.
And he made this famous video on the 25th of July in 2007,
saying this is the end of the system, and all which we see



right now will be coming to the surface of the total
bankruptcy of the system.

Obviously, the measures which were taken by the central banks
and the G-20 after the 2008 collapse, just amplified the
problem by pumping more liquidity into the system. Now we are
at the absolute end phase of that process. He also was very
much on the record saying the consequences in the physical
economy of this monetarism would lead to the eruption of
pandemics. It would lead to the re-emergence of old diseases,
and the emergence of new epidemics, pandemics; because you
cannot lower the living standard of entire continents over a
long period of time without causing such breakdowns of the
health system, the immune system. That is exactly the point we
are at right now, and that is why we are saying that you
cannot remedy it by just controlling this pandemic. Because if
you don’t remove the causes, the danger is that new viruses,
new diseases will emerge. So, we are at an absolute
fundamental point that we have to change the whole system.

SCHLANGER: I think we’re seeing some governments beginning to
recognize that this is more than just a simple crisis. Macron,
for example, announced the suspension of the so-called reforms
he was pushing. Macron and others are saying we need to look
into what caused the failures of the system. But up to this
point, Helga, have you seen anyone addressing the need to
reject the whole casino economy and go back to the measures
that would feed the physical economy?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: No. I think that the measures that have been
taken by, for example, Germany — Merkel was yesterday in a TV
speech where she really didn’t say anything significant. All
she said is, “It’s up to you to flatten the curve of the
spread of the pandemic.” Now, I don’t think that is the way to
go about it at all. Naturally what is behind that is how all
the Western governments are now confronted with the fact that
the takedown of the health system over the last decades, the
privatization, the shutting down hospitals, shutting down



other facilities for the sake of profit, is now haunting
everybody, because we have a severe shortage of such
facilities. But, I think the approach which was taken by China
has been a completely different one. They did not talk about
flattening the curve; they took in Wuhan and Hubei province
very decisive measures. They closed down the entire area of 60
million people and acted in solidarity in the whole country;
all of China was supporting that. They were successful in
reducing the number of new cases erupting. So, they basically
have it under control for the situation in China. That is a
successful model. Also, Singapore and South Korea took a
similar approach. There is no reason one cannot replicate what
China did, if there is solidarity.

Obviously, in the EU, that has been lacking so far. There was
no solidarity. This just shows you the deficiency in the neo-
liberal and liberal model of everything — the markets, the
health system, the cooperation among countries. I think that
the situation now is very severe. You can see it in Italy,
which was the country which, because of its positive relations
with China, did apply the Chinese model to a very large
degree. But in northern Italy, in Bergamo, in Lombardy, they
are now faced with the situation that the capacity simply is
not sufficient. So there is de facto triage, not because they
intend it, because the doctors and the nurses around the clock
and they are near the point of breakdown; but they simply
don’t have enough facilities, so they cannot treat every
patient. This is a total catastrophe.

But China, which not only totally successfully contained the
virus, is now worried that it may come back from abroad,
because other governments did not apply the same rigorous
methods. But the Chinese are providing help. They have sent
medical experts to Iran, to Iraq, to Spain, to Italy. They
have offered help to any country which wants to take it. They
are sending massive supplies to Italy, Spain, and France, who
they regard as having shown to have been friends with China. I



think the only thing to draw as a conclusion 1s to stop this
anti-China bashing. First of all, it’s completely insane; it
is not justified. Cooperate. I think this is the moment where
you have to work together as a human species. China has
provided the way to go.

You need to learn the Chinese lesson from Wuhan, and that is
the best thing the Europeans and others like the United States
can do right now.

SCHLANGER: On the question of the takedown of the public
health system and replacing it with a totally for-profit
health care, which has obviously failed, even the New York
Times admitted this today. I just want to read a couple of
gquotes from an article there where they said that it’s now the
EU austerity which has 1left the health care systems
unprepared. We're talking about Europe, but the same thing can
be said about the United States. They said, in the southern
European countries, they’re ill-prepared for a pandemic. They
describe this as “tragically vulnerable”, that the countries
are tragically vulnerable.

Now, we had in the United States, a standard set with the
Hill-Burton system, of 4.5 hospital beds per 1000 people. This
was taken down starting in 1974. Helga, you were talking about
a world health standard. What would that take to get a Hill-
Burton standard for the whole world now?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: First of all, you would need a crash program
approach, where obviously those countries which have the
capability would have to help those who don’t. But all
together, it would mean to build 35 million new hospital beds
worldwide. It would require having the necessary electricity,
which would mean the creation of 358 gigawatts of new
electricity; most of which would also have to be built in a
crash program. You would need the increase of clean water
supplies by 40% of the existing capabilities. So that
obviously 1is a completely different approach, and would



require a completely different approach in terms of real
industrialization of the Southern Hemisphere. That brings you
to the absolute point where this went wrong. We are now at the
point where we have to make a fundamental decision: Do we want
to in the direction of a Malthusian world order, which indeed
would mean what the British system has been pushing? Like
Jeremy Warner in the Daily Telegraph, wrote a couple of weeks
ago, that the coronavirus has a benefit; namely that it is
culling older people. That notion of culling, that you treat
the human species as a herd of animals which must be culled,
this has been our attack against the British Malthusian
genocide approach for a very long time. This 1s now what
obviously is coming to the fore. We have to make a fundamental
decision, that we absolutely reject this idea that there are
useless people, which obviously 1is behind some of the
thinking, because the danger is that we come out of this with
a Green approach, with a Malthusian approach. We have to
absolutely go in the opposite direction, and go for the full
industrialization of the world economy. We have to have the
industrialization of Africa, of Southwest Asia. That is the
key moral decision which the whole human race has to make at
this point.

SCHLANGER: As you said, this would require international
solidarity. I think there is still the proposal that you made,
and was somewhat adopted by others, that there be an emergency
summit of the great powers. How could they act to bring about
not just this new world health standard, but a new financial
system?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: I made this proposal for an emergency summit of
the United States, Russia, and China following the
assassination of Iranian General Soleimani on the third of
January this year, because there was the immediate danger of
an escalation which could have gone into a superpower
conflict. Subsequently, President Putin called for a summit of
the Permanent Five of the UN Security Council to establish the



principles for the continued collaboration and survival of the
human species. Now in the meantime, all the governments of the
Permanent Five have agreed — the US, China, Russia, France,
and Great Britain — that they would agree to this. I still
think that the absolutely necessary combination is the United
States, Russia, China, and India, being representative for the
whole world, and then other countries should cooperate. I
think we have reached the point where we have to different
principles in the international cooperation. Geopolitics must
be absolutely put aside forever. We have to define the common
aims of mankind; we have to agree on those principles which
constitute the one humanity. That would first of all mean to
establish a system of new international relations of countries
respecting the sovereignty of everyone, of non-interference,
of accepting the different social system of the other one. And
then agree on joint economic development programs to overcome
poverty, to overcome underdevelopment.

I think the only realistic proposal on the table is what China
proposed with the New Silk Road, the Belt and Road Initiative,
which already 157 countries are participating in. The Schiller
Institute, already several years ago, started to publish
reports — “The New Silk Road Becomes the World Land-Bridge” -
which 1is a comprehensive economic study of how to bring
industrial development to every continent on this planet. Some
of these projects are in different degrees of realization, but
that would be the kind of platform which has to be agreed upon
by the top governments in the world. That way you could start
a real economic development plan following such a summit right
away. It would mean you completely change the orientation. In
a certain sense it'’s like the end of the Thirty Years’ War,
where people recognized that if they continued, there would be
nobody left to enjoy the victory, so-called. That is the point
humanity has reached right now.

We have reached a point where we either become rational and
cooperate, or we may not only face a Dark Age, but we may



actually face a real holocaust of the whole human race.

SCHLANGER: I think a lot of people would like to get your
assessment of the so-called financial measures that are being
taken, beyond those that are emergency funds to provide care
or funds for people who are losing jobs, a moratorium on
foreclosures — at least for a month or two. But what we see
from the Federal Reserve in the United States, as an example,
is a bail-out of the speculators of extraordinary level of so-
called credit; basically, funny money. What's your assessment
of that? Obviously, this goes against what you’'re talking
about in terms of the financial bankruptcy reorganization.

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: That just reflects the intention of Wall Street
to keep the casino economy going. They bring out what they
call the big bazooka, I think the Federal Reserve put in $1.2
trillion in various support actions, buying up bonds, buying
up all kinds of debt to keep the derivative bubble going. The
European Central Bank has announced 750 billion, and that is
not the end of it. If they keep doing that, and there is right
now the clear intention to do so, it will lead to a
hyperinflationary blow-out of the whole system.

I'm not saying that these temporary measures to keep
individual families and firms going by giving all kinds of
support measures, that may be useful in the short-term. But
you need to end the casino economy. You absolutely have to
have Glass-Steagall, because this would shut down the casino
economy for good. You put the commercial banks under state
protection, you put a firewall between the commercial banks
and the investment banks and all the other operators and
players. If they have no more access to the savings of the
commercial banks, or do not get bail-outs from the taxpayers
any more, they will have to bring the books in order on their
own and if they can’t do it, they have to be closed down. That
is the kind of intervention which now absolutely needs to
exist. If this thing is continuing, you will end up 1in a
hyperinflationary blow-out like what happened in Germany in



1923. That is the complete expropriation of the life savings
of the population, and that would lead to a social explosion
such as I don’t even want to imagine.

So, I call upon all rational people to support our action that
this approach — that you need a summit of the most important
governments of the world, and they have to end the casino
economy, and they have to adopt a system of integrated
cooperation for world development. If there is sufficient
support for that, it can be done, because there is already
motion in this direction. So, I'm calling upon you, that you
sign this appeal which will be below this webcast
[https://schillerinstitute.nationbuilder.com/four laws new],
and that you help us to circulate this idea. Because there is
a lot of confusion right now, a lot of panic, a lot of chaos.
But you have to elevate the whole discussion on a much higher
level, and that has to be one of unity of the entire world.
Then we can solve it.

SCHLANGER: You mentioned ending the casino economy, I found it
somewhat interesting that yesterday the state of Nevada shut
down the casinos in Las Vegas. That’s a good step in the right
direction.

Helga, come back to this question of international solidarity,
and why that’s necessary. Unfortunately, we have someone who
hasn’t gotten that message; namely, Secretary of State Mike
Pompeo, who continues to rant against China, talking about
escalating sanctions against Iran, which is one of the
countries that has been badly affected by the coronavirus.
What can you say about that? Obviously, this is the opposite
of solidarity.

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: I think President Trump has been capable of
getting rid of some of his bad advisors in the past, like
Bolton. And I think he would be very well advised to get rid
of Pompeo. What Pompeo is doing right now in his anti-China
campaign is really dangerous. The relationship between the
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United States and China has been deteriorating. It’s very
difficult to assess all of this, because there is a lot of
fake news being circulated right now, and one has to be very
careful in assessing this.

Let me bring in another element of this. There is a
geopolitical dimension in a lot of things that are happening
right now. There was, for example, a scenario played out in
October 2019, where the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation, the
World Economic Forum, the CIA, and the UN, and a couple of
other institutions had a scenario acting out a new pandemic
hitting the world with the coronavirus, and they basically
came to the conclusion that this would cause 65 million
deaths. Now that was the very same day the military games were
conducted in New York on the very same day in Wuhan the
military games started, and subsequently the Chinese Foreign
Ministry raised the question, if the virus had not originated
in Wuhan, but possibly coming from US soldiers participating
in these war games. There is a big story as to what was the
role of Fort Detrick, which was closed down last July. In any
case, I'm not in a position now to assess the validity of all
of this. And as I said, there is a lot of psywar fake news,
disinformation. But this whole question has now led to a brawl
whereby Pompeo is continuously talking about the China virus.
The Chinese government correctly refuted that as a racist
policy. This 1is going back and forth, and unfortunately,
President Trump has repeatedly also used that language of the
China virus.

This is very dangerous, and naturally, there is also this
question of Iran. The oil price right now is at $20/barrel for
Brent crude [North Sea], and that means the entire shale-gas
industry at this point is completely bankrupt. So, there is
absolutely the danger that on top of this present crisis, you
could have a war in the Middle East, with the intention to
drive up the price of oil. I'm just saying that we are in a
situation where if this present situation is not brought under



control in the way I said before, that we could really end up
in a complete strategic disaster. This 1is why I think
President Trump is doing a lot of positive things. He has
started a very useful cooperation, for example, with Governor
Andrew Cuomo from New York. There are lots of things where
people overcome bipartisanship. But there is also this other
tendency. So, I think the absolute necessity right now is to
go for an international cooperation and address the common
aims of mankind as an absolute necessity of surviving for all
of us.

SCHLANGER: You mentioned earlier the period of the Thirty
Years’ War and the end of the Thirty Years’ War, which led to
the Peace of Westphalia. This actually does give us an
opportunity to reflect on the actual nature of man, as opposed
to being totally focussed on material wealth, greed, making
money. You actually have an opportunity to sit back and
reflect on why we’re here. And I think it would be very
useful, Helga, at this moment of great anxiety and stress, for
you to reiterate points to what is that nature of man? And how
do we regain this concept of the cooperation among beautiful
souls?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: I think that the medical team of doctors who
worked in Wuhan, they just issued a very beautiful video and
message, where they told what incredible strain one goes
through in this period. But then they say they came out of it
with the idea that what was really needed was love. That each
individual human being is mortal, but what is immortal 1is
love. Love for your loved ones, your family, your nation; love
for mankind. And that that is the kind of spirit which needs
to be evoked. I think this is really the true tendency you can
clearly see. You have those people who are for humanity, like
for example, the unbelievable work being done by the many
doctors and nurses around the world, and other people who help
to make this situation function. And people who grow, who show
a humanity which goes beyond anything which was there before.



But then you also have the people who are displaying their
evil nature. I think in a certain sense, we are now at the
point where we have to shed all the axioms which led to this
situation; which is geopolitics, monetarism, Darwinism, the
liberal system that everything is allowed. And we have to
replace it with the idea that the human species is the only
creative species known in the universe so far. That we have to
employ these creative capacities to relate to each other from
that standpoint to respect the creative mind of the other; to
show the kind of solidarity which has been demonstrated,
especially by such doctors in China in Wuhan. That should be
an inspiration of how we get out of this crisis.

SCHLANGER: I would encourage all of our viewers to take the
time now, especially if you are off work or you have limited
hours, instead of sitting there worrying, or wasting your time
watching CNN or MSNBC, go to the Schiller Institute website;
go to the LaRouche PAC website; and familiarize yourself with
the ideas of Lyndon LaRouche, particularly related to the Four
Laws of Economics, and also the Four Power Agreement.

So, Helga, do you have anything else to add?

ZEPP-LAROUCHE: I can only add that a lot of people in Italy
are now going to their balconies and singing. You have opera
houses playing for free to be transmitted on the internet.
Since we are in the year of Beethoven, I can only say that the
best thing to get the inspiration is to listen to a lot of
Beethoven. Otherwise, I really think that if you go into the
archives of our website and study the works of Lyndon
LaRouche, that is actually a very good advice. Because we have
to come out of this present crisis with a completely different
approach. I think between Beethoven and LaRouche, you will
find a lot of the inspiration needed. So, we will come back
with other programs as the situation unfolds. So, stay tuned,
and help us to change this paradigm.
